l. NEW BUSINESS
1. New Generation Project update.

m Electric Utility Director Gene Ratzlaff gave an update on the New Generation project
stating the utility presented information on the project to the rating agencies in New
York. S&P sent their rating of BBB, and Fitch will send their rating May 18. He
introduced David Findley from Burns & McDonnell who reviewed the plans for the
metal building to house the power plant. It will be a standard building containing an
engine, control and communication room. Commissioners questioned including office
space and whether the plant was intended to be manned. Ratzlaff stated when they are
called on to generate, a person will be dispatched to the facility. If the building needs to
be redesigned, it will slow the project timeline down.

2. Ordinance No. S-15-05 — First Reading of an Ordinance to issue Electric Utility System

Revenue Bonds.

m Attorney Garth Herrman with Gilmore & Bell stated this is a continuation of the
financing for the New Generation project. The first piece was the short term financing
of $10,000,000 to make the down payment on the Wartsila engines; these bonds mature
in September. The second piece will refund the short term bonds and provide the
balance of the funds for the project. There will be two series sold at the same time.
Seventy percent of the bonds will be Series B, tax free; and 30% will be Series C,
taxable. The bonds will be sold on May 27 or 28.

Dearing for electric service for those we serve in Dearing. The agreement calls for
Coffeyville to pay 3% of the gross cash receipts from the sale of electric energy to the
City of Dearing.

5. Resolution No. R-15-54 — A Resolution to execute an engineering services agreement with

Transystems for the 9" Street Sidewalk Project.
m Public Works Director Chuck Shively stated Kansas Department of Commerce recently

announced they had funds available for a Special Round 2015 CDBG opportunity. This
grant will fund 90% of the cost of a project up to $350,000. Staff is proposing to submit
a grant application to replace the sidewalks in the same project area as the current street
grant project on 9™ Street from Camden to Buckeye. The current street project will
replace the street surface, construct handicap sidewalk ramps at each intersection and
repair as much curb and gutter as can be done within the budget. The proposed
sidewalk project replaces the sidewalks in every block on both sides of the street, tying
into the handicap sidewalk ramps from the street project and replaces the driveways
between the sidewalk and the street. Four requests for qualifications were received,
staff is recommending to contract with TranSystems in an amount not to exceed
$55,000 for this project contingent upon receipt of the grant. TranSystems is also the
engineer for the street project.

KDOT
has increased their funding up to $300,000 and due to our population we will be eligible
for a 75%/25% split.

Two
bids were received with Capital Line Builders being the low bid at $467,620.

PURPOSE

To hold a public hearing and to authorize preparation,
execution, and submittal of a CDBG Grant Application
and related documents and Resolutions for the
proposed 9" Street Sidewalk Project to the Kansas
Department of Commerce (KDOC).

BACKGROUND

As we discussed at the last City Commission Meeting,
the City of Coffeyville was awarded a 2015 CDBG grant
earlier this year to reconstruct 9" Street from Camden
Street to Hall Street. That project is currently in the pre-
design phase. The CDBG grant will fund 50% of the
project cost up to $400,000 of CDBG funds.

Recently the KDOC announced that they had funds
available and were offering a “Special Round 2015
CDBG Grant” opportunity. The special round grant will
fund 90% of the cost of a project, up to $350,000 of
CDBG funds. The special round application is due by
June 1%, which is a very short timeframe for everything
required to apply for a CDBG grant.

BACKGROUND
(CONTINUED)

One of the requirements for a CDBG grant is that at
least 51% of the beneficiaries of the grant must be in
the low to moderate income (LMI) category. This
requires a door-to-door survey to establish the LMI
status of the beneficiaries. Since the 9™ Street project
has already met the LMI requirement by a door-to-door
survey, any application for construction in the same
project area will meet the requirement using the
previous survey.

So City Staff proposes that we submit a CDBG grant
application to replace the sidewalks in the same project
area as the current street grant project. Most of the
sidewalks in the area are in terrible condition, or non-
existent.

The current street grant project will replace the street
surface, construct handicap sidewalk ramps at each
intersection, and repair as much curb and gutter as we
can within the project budget.

The proposed sidewalk project will replace the
sidewalks in every block on both sides of the street,
tying into the handicap sidewalk ramps from the street
project, and replace the driveways between the
sidewalk and the street, including attached curb and
gutter for a distance in each direction. The preliminary
plan is for all curb and gutter in need of replacement to
be replaced by the two grant projects combined, as well
as all new sidewalks, driveway entrances and street
surface.

AGREEMENT FOR ADMINISTRATIVE CONSULTING SERVICES
FOR A 2015 KANSAS SMALL CITIES COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK
GRANT PROJECT FOR SIDEWALK IMPROVEMENTS

THIS AGREEMENT is made this day of , 2015, by and between the
Southeast Kansas Regional Planning Commission, hereinafter referred to as Administrative Consultant, and the City of
Coffeyville, Kansas, hereinafter referred to as City.

WHEREAS, the City desires to engage in a community improvement project described as the Sidewalk
Improvement project.

WHEREAS, the project is being funded in part by a 2015 Kansas Small Cities Community Development Block Grant
(CDBG), awarded on

NOW, THEREFORE, the City engages the services of an Administrative Consultant to administer the project based
upon the following terms and conditions:

1. UTILIZATION OF CDBG FUNDS

The Administrative Consultant shall be familiar with pertinent Federal and State laws and regulations concerning the
administration of projects involving the utilization of Kansas Small Cities Community Development Block Grant funds
for the purpose of making community improvements.

Il TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

A. WITHOUT CAUSE

This contract may be terminated by either party, at any time, without cause and upon giving no less
than 30 days written notice. The Administrative Consultant, upon receipt of notice of a termination
without cause, shall have ten days to request a hearing before the City’s Governing Body regarding
said termination. If the termination is affirmed by the City, any unpaid balance due, pursuant to the
terms and condition of Paragraph 8, shall be paid immediately upon written request.

The City shall be entitled to a prorated refund of fees actually paid the Administrative Consultant
upon termination of the Agreement by the Administrative Consultant without cause. Such prorated
refund shall be according to the following formula: (1). all amounts actually paid to the
Administrative Consultant, less 20% of the total agreement amount, if termination shall become
effective within the first ninety days of this agreement. (2). All amounts actually paid to the
Administrative Consultant, less 30% of the total agreement amount, if termination shall become
effective within the 91% through 180" days of this agreement. (3). All amounts actually paid to the
Administrative Consultant, less 40% of the total agreement amount, if termination shall become
effective within the 181 through 270" days of this agreement. (4). All amounts actually paid to the
Administrative Consultant, less 50% of the total agreement amount after the 271% day of this
agreement.

B. FOR CAUSE
Termination for cause shall mean:

(1.) The successful completion of the project becomes impractical for any reason; or
(2.) A material breach in the performance of the requirements of this Agreement.

Upon the termination of this Agreement for cause, the Administrative Consultant shall be entitled to receive any
funds still due and owing pursuant to Paragraph 8, subject to the following terms and conditions. If the
termination for cause is a result of the Administrative Consultant’s failure to appropriately perform any obligation
of this Agreement, the result of which causes the City to receive a penalty or fine, or incur damages or
uncontemplated expenses, then the City shall have the right to retain sufficient funds to cover the fine, penalty,
damages or expenses, including a reasonable attorney’s fee.



C. AFTER TERMINATION

In the event of termination of this agreement by either party, all finished or unfinished documents,
studies and reports prepared by the Administrative Consultant under this Agreement shall, at the
option of the City, become the property of the City.

CHANGES

The City may, from time to time, request changes in the scope of the services of the Administrative Consultant to be
performed hereunder. Such changes, including any increase or decrease in the amount of the Administrative
Consultant's compensation, which are mutually agreed upon by and between the City and the Administrative
Consultant, shall be incorporated in written amendments to the Agreement.

However, upon completion of the initial FORMAT Il Environmental Assessment for the captioned project, the
Administrative Consultant shall be entitled to additional compensation if an additional FORMAT Il Environmental
Assessment(s) shall be required. For each completed additional FORMAT Il Environmental Assessment for the
captioned project, the Administrative Consultant shall be entitled to an additional amount of $2,500.

PERSONNEL AND ASSIGNABILITY

A. The Administrative Consultant complies with, and shall maintain compliance with, the Administrator
Certification Requirements established by the Kansas Department of Commerce.

B. The Administrative Consultant represents that it has, or will secure at its own expense, all personnel
required in performing the services under this Agreement. Such personnel shall not be employees
of, or have any contractual relationship with, the City.

C. All of the services required hereunder will be performed by the Administrative Consultant personnel
and all such personnel shall be fully qualified to perform such services.

D. None of the work or services covered by this Agreement shall be subcontracted without the prior
written approval of the City. However, any claims for money by the Administrative Consultant from
the City, under this Agreement, may be assigned to a bank, trust company or other financial
institution without such approval. Any work or services subcontracted hereunder shall be specified
by written contract or agreement and shall be subject to each provision of this Agreement.

SERVICES PROVIDED BY THE ADMINISTRATIVE CONSULTANT

Services outlined in this Agreement are those necessary to effectively administer a Kansas Small Cities CDBG project
for community improvements. The following summary of services is not intended to limit the scope of services, butis
intended to illustrate the work and services to be provided by the Administrative Consultant. The services are divided
into five phases, which are the Grant Award, Environmental, Preconstruction, Construction and Close-Out.

A. GRANT AWARD

1. Prepare the Kansas Small Cities Community Development Block Grant contractual agreement
between the Kansas Department of Commerce and the City in accordance with KDOC's Condition
Letter.

RECORDS AND AUDITS

The Administrative Consultant shall assist the City in maintaining CDBG project records, including property and
financial records, adequate to identify and account for all costs pertaining to the project to assure proper accounting
for all project funds, both Federal and non-Federal shares.

The Administrative Consultant covenants that it presently has no interest and shall not acquire
interest, direct or indirect, in the project area or any parcels therein or any other interest which would
conflict in any manner or degree with the performance of its services hereunder. The Administrative
Consultant further covenants that in the performance of this Agreement, no person having any such
interest shall be employed.

We are currently in the required State
Environmental Review comment period, which is the
last step before the grant funds are released and design
can officially begin on the project.

The City is also currently in the process of applying for
a Special Round CDBG Grant to replace the sidewalks
in the same project area. The deadline for submittal of
that application is June 1. Notice of grant award to
successful applicants is expected around July 15™.

An 8” water main is located under the street pavement
in the grant project area. The water main is very old
and has had numerous leaks over recent years, so City
staff believes it would be advisable to replace and
relocate the main to the street right of way between the
curb and the sidewalk before the street surface is
replaced. City Water Department crews have been
working whenever possible to replace the main for the
past few years. They have completed the main
replacement from the east end of the project area to
Harding Street. What remains to be replaced is the
main from Harding street to Hall Street. With cuts in
staffing in that department in recent years it is difficult to
keep a construction crew working steadily on line
replacement. In addition, the crew will be replacing
water lines under several of the 2015 intersection
improvement projects this summer.

So, we are proposing to bid out the remaining main
replacement to be performed by a contractor, so that it
will not hold up the street project. This will require
preparation of bidding documents, including KDHE
approved plans and specifications.

All three projects (street, sidewalks, and water line) will
require extensive horizontal control, boundary and
topographical surveying, including location of existing
underground utilities. 1t makes good financial sense to
combine the three surveys into one contract.

Since the water line replacement has to occur first, |
requested a proposal from TranSystems (our engineer
on the two grant projects) for design and construction
engineering, including periodic inspection, for the water
line project, and to include the necessary survey for all
three projects.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN OWNER AND ENGINEER

FOR |
PROFESSIONAL SERVICES
(retainer contract)
THIS AGREEMENT, made at Coffeyville, Kansas , 2009 between the City of Coffeyville,

Kansas a Kansas municipality, (Owner) and TranSystems Corporation, a Missouri corporation, (Engineer);

WITNESSETH:
Whereas, the Owner owns and maintains municipal facilities including potable water, wastewater, stormwater, and
streets and roadways, and Owner desires the Engineer to perform requested engineering services; and

Whereas, the Engineer represents that he has personnel and equipment to perform any agreed engineering services.

Now, therefore, in consideration of the mutual undertakings herein contained, the Owner and the Engineer agree as
follows:

ARTICLE | - SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED

Section 1. SERVICES AND WORK STATEMENTS

The Engineer will provide services, including reports, plans, specifications and other documents as stated in the
Work Statements, which may be executed from time to time over the duration of this agreement, and are
incorporated herein by reference.

Section 2. ADVICE

The Engineer shall advise the Owner by telephone or correspondence at such times and with respect to such
engineering problems as the Owner may request, provided advice on such problems can reasonably be given on the
basis of the Engineer's knowledge of the Owner's system, studies, maps and other information furnished by the
Owner.

Section 3. SITE VISITS

The Engineer shall, at such times as are agreed upon by the Owner and the Engineer, visit the system to inspect
construction work and perform such other engineering services in respect to the system as may be requested by the
Owner.

Section 4. ADDITIONAL SERVICES
The Engineer shall, upon receipt of reasonable notice from the Owner, promptly furnish such additional engineering
services as the Owner may request and the Engineer agree.

ARTICLE Il - COMPENSATION

Section 1. RATES :
The Owner shall pay the Engineer based on the Engineer’s hourly labor and expense rates at the time the services is
performed.

The rate schedule attached to the contract covers a time frame from January 1, 2009 through December 31, 2010. If
the Engineer's services are needed beyond December 31, 2010, and the rate schedule is ther increased, the Owner
shall have the option of terminating this agreement at that time.



Section 2. INVOICE SUBMITTAL
The Engineer shall submit an invoice monthly, for months in which work was performed, during the term of the
Agreement and a final invoice upon completion of Services.

Section 3. PAYMENT

The invoice will be due upon receipt. The Owner agrees to pay the Engineer within 15 days of the invoice date. The
Owner agrees to pay the Engineer a late charge of 1.5 percent per month or the maximum amount allowed by law, if
less, on all amounts remaining unpaid, starting on the 30% day following the invoice date. The Owner agrees to
assess and pay the late charge without further invoicing from the Engineer.

Section 4. DISPUTES

In the event the Owner questions some element of an invoice, that fact shall be made known to the Engineer
immediately. The Engineer will help effect resolution and transmit a revised invoice as necessary. Amounts not
questioned by the Owner shall be promptly paid to the Engineer in accordance with the above payment procedures.

Section 5. NONPAYMENT
In the event of nonpayment the Engineer may discontinue further work and the Owner shall be liable for any
collection costs, including reasonable attorney’s fees.

ARTICLE IIl - INSURANCE

Section 1. COVERAGE
During the performance of the Services under this Agreement, Engineer shall maintain the following insurance:

a) Workers' Compensation Insurance in accordance with statutory requirements. Employers’ Liability
Insurance with a limit of $100,000 for each occurrence.

b) Professional Liability Insurance, with a limit of not less than $2,000,000 annual aggregate.

c¢) General Liability Insurance, with bodily injury limits of $1,000,000 for each occurrence and $2,000,000
aggregate.

d) Automobile Liability Insurance, with combined single fimits of $1,000,000 for each accident.

Section 2. CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE _
The Engineer shall, upon request, fumish the Owner certificates of insurance, which shall include a provision that the
issuing insurer shall endeavor to give Owner at least 10 days written notice prior to any cancellation thereof.

Section 3. CONSTRUCTION PHASE

If the Services result in a construction phase of the project, Owner will request all Project Contractors to cause Owner
and Engineer to be named as additional insureds on their insurance coverage with respect to the Project, and to
indemnify and hold harmless Owner and Engineer for said Project Contractors’ negligence or fault, or that of their
agents, employees or contractors. Owner shall have no liability to the Engineer for the failure of any project
contractors or engineers to provide such coverage (waiver). '



ARTICLE IV - MISCELLANEOUS

Section 1. STANDARD OF CARE

Engineer shall exercise the same degree of care, skill and diligence in the performance of the Services as is
ordinarily possessed and exercised by a professional engineer under similar circumstances. No other warranty,
express or implied, is included in this Agreement or in any drawing, specification, report or opinion produced pursuant
to this Agreement.

Section 2. LIMITATIONS OF RESPONSIBILITY

Engineer shall not be responsible for: (1) construction means, methods, techniques, sequences, procedures or safety
precautions and programs in connection with the Project; (2) the failure of any contractor, subcontractor, vendor or
other Project participant, not under contract to Engineer, to fulfill contractual responsibilities to the Owner or to
comply with federal, state, or local laws, regulations and codes; (3) procuring permits, certificates and licenses
required for any construction unless such responsibilities are specifically assigned to Engineer in the referenced
documents.

Section 3. OPINIONS OF COST AND SCHEDULE

Since Engineer has no control over the cost of labor, materials or equipment furnished by others or over the
resources provided by others to meet Project schedules, Engineer's opinion of probable costs and of Project
schedules shall be made on the basis of experience and qualifications as a professional engineer. Engineer does
not guarantee that proposals, bids or actual Project costs will not vary from Engineer’s cost estimates or that actual
schedules will not vary from Engineer’s projected schedules.

Section 4. NON-DISCLOSURE
Engineer agrees not to divulge to third parties, without written consent from OWNER, any confidential or proprietary
information obtained from or through OWNER in connection with the performance of the Agreement.

Section 5. REUSE OF DOCUMENTS

All documents, including but not limited to, drawings, specifications and computer software prepared by Engineer
pursuant to this Agreement are instruments of service in respect to the Project. They are not intended or represented
to be suitable for reuse by Owner or others on extensions of the Project or on any other project. Any reuse without
prior written verification or adaptation by Engineer for the specific purpose intended will be at Owner's sole risk and
without liability or legal exposure to Engineer. Owner shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless Engineer against all
claims, losses, damages, injuries and expenses, including reasonable attorneys’ fees, arising out of or resulting from
such reuse. Any verification or adaptation of documents will entitle Engineer to additional compensation at rates to
be agreed upon by Owner and Engineer.

Section 6. OWNERSHIP OF DOCUMENTS AND INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

Except as otherwise provided herein, engineering documents, drawings and specifications prepared by Engineer as
part of the Services shall remain the property of Engineer; provided, however, that Owner shall be provided copies
for their records and maintenance of the project facilities. Engineer shall also retain its rights in its standard drawing
details, specifications, databases, computer software and other proprietary property. Rights to intellectual property
developed, utilized or modified in the performance of the Services shall remain the property of Engineer.

Section 7. DELAY IN PERFORMANCE

Neither Owner nor Engineer shall be considered in default of this Agreement for delays in performance caused by
circumstances beyond the reasonable control of the non-performing party. For purposes of this Agreement, such
circumstances include, but are not limited to, abnormal weather conditions, floods, earthquakes, fire, epidemics, war,
riots and other civil disturbances; strikes, lockouts, work slowdowns and other labor disturbances; sabotage, judicial
restraint and inability to procure permits, licenses or authorizations from any local state or federal agency for any of



the supplies, materials, accesses or services required to be provided by either Owner or Engineer under this
Agreement.

Should such circumstance occur, the non-performing party shall, within a reasonable time of being prevented from
performing, give written notice to the other party describing the circumstances preventing continued performance and
the efforts being made to resume performance of this Agreement.

Section 8. WAIVER

A waiver by either Owner or Engineer of any breach of this Agreement shall be in writing. Such a waiver shall not
affect the waiving party's rights with respect to any other or further breach.

Section 9. SEVERABILITY

The invalidity, illegality or unenforceability of any provision of this Agreement or the occurrence of any event
rendering any portion or provision of this Agreement void shall in no way affect the validity or enforceability of any
other portion or provision of this Agreement. Any void provision shall be deemed severed from this Agreement and
the balance of this Agreement shall be construed and enforced as if this Agreement did not contain the particular
portion or provision held to be void. The parties further agree to amend this Agreement to replace any stricken
provision with a valid provision that comes as close as possible to the intent of the stricken provision. The provisions
of this Article shall not prevent this entire Agreement from being void should a provision which is of the essence of
this Agreement be determined void.

Section 10. SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS

Owner and Engineer each binds itself and its director, officers, partners, successors, executors, administrators,
assigns and legal representatives to the other party to this Agreement and to the directors, officers, partners,
successors, executors, administrators, assigns and legal representatives of such other party in respect to all
provisions of this Agreement.

Section 11. ASSIGNMENT

Neither Owner nor Engineer shall assign any rights or duties under this Agreement without the prior written consent
of the other party. Unless otherwise stated in the written consent to an assignment, no assignment will release or
discharge the assignor from any obligation under this Agreement. Nothing contained in this Article shall prevent
Engineer from employing independent consultants, associates and subcontractors to assist in the performance of the
Services.

Section 12. THIRD PARTY RIGHTS
Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to give any rights or benefits to anyone other than Owner and Engineer.

Section 13. TERMINATION

This Agreement may be terminated by either party, upon written notice, in the event of substantial failure by the other
party to perform in accordance with the terms of this Agreement. The non-performing party shall have fifteen
calendar days from the date of the termination notice to cure or to submit a plan for cure acceptable to the other

party.

Owner may terminate or suspend performance of this Agreement for Owner's convenience upon written notice to
Engineer. Engineer shall terminate or suspend performance of the Services on a schedule acceptable to Owner. If
termination or suspension is for Owner's convenience, Owner shall pay Engineer for all the Services performed.
Upon restart, an equitable adjustment shall be made to Engineer's compensation, if justified.



Section 14. NOTICES

Notices given by either party to the other are deemed served if delivered in person at the office of the representative
designated below, or such representative subsequently named in writing to act for the respective party, or mailed to
the representative, properly stamped with the required postage and addressed to the office of such representative, as
follows:

BACKGROUND Coffeyville Connection currently uses Motorola Canopy
900Mhz access points and subscriber modules to serve
rural customers who do not have clear line-of-sight to either
our VMS tower or our Southern Hills tower.

ANALYSIS

Our current 900Mhz system isn’t capable of providing the
bandwidth that our customers are wanting. Another issue is
foliage. As the trees grow taller and branch out, signals
degrade. Customers, who when we installed them years ago
had good signal, are now experiencing signal loss.
Depending on how bad the signal loss is, there the potential
of losing that customer.

The problem is there aren’t a whole lot of options
considering the amount of trees that our wireless signals
have to go through.

We have tried other non-line-of-sight products that provided
more bandwidth. We discovered that while they did
penetrate light foliage, they couldn’t overcome large and
dense trees.

It had been recommended to Staff by fellow WISPA
(Wireless Internet Service Providers Association) members
that we should be looking at Telrad equipment.

Telrad equipment uses licensed 3.65Ghz band. One of the
benefits of using this licensed frequency is that we're
allowed to use a higher output power, which helps push
signal through trees.

Included with the staff report is a predicted wireless
coverage map also known as a propagation study. The
study was put together by Afterimage GIS, a broadband
mapping and planning company. The study shows what the
expected coverage area is from a single access point at
VMS. The colors in the study range from red to blue, with
red being the best signal and blue being the worst. We had
them plot out five different points on the west side of VMS
where we have known issues with trees. All but one of the
five points were in an area that had great coverage.

Staff received quotes from two vendors: ISPSupplies and
PCS Technologies. These are the only authorized
distributors of Telrad equipment in the US. When we
compared like items from each quote, the cost difference
was only around $300.

Given the expense of this new equipment, ISPSupplies has
agreed to let us test out the equipment for 30 days. If the
equipment doesn’t live up to our expectations, we can return
the equipment for a full refund. PCS did not make the same
offer.

During the trial, we’re not required to pay for the licensing,
which would be an additional $7000.

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ORDINANCE NO. G-15-01

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 2 (ADMINISTRATION), ARTICLE IV
(ADMINISTRATIVE DEPARTMENTS), DIVISION 6 (DEPARTMENT OF PARKS AND
CITY GROUNDS), OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF
COFFEYVILLE, KANSAS, BY ADDING NEW PROVISIONS FOR THE CREATION OF
A CITY PARK ADVISORY BOARD.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF
COFFEYVILLE, KANSAS:

Section 1. That Chapter 2 (Administration), Article IV (Administrative Departments),
Division 6 (Department of Parks and City Grounds) of the Code of Ordinances of the City of
Coffeyville, Kansas, be and is hereby amended, as follows:

Sec. 2-114. Creation of Park Advisory Board; Duties.

The City of Coffeyville, Kansas, hereby creates a Park Advisory Board.
The purpose of the Park Advisory Board is to develop, identify, evaluate
and make recommendations to the governing body of Coffeyville on all
proposals and propositions of public parks in Coffeyville.

The governing body shall refer all major proposals and propositions for
the construction, reconstruction and improvement of public parks,
including the acquisition of land for park purposes, and the acquisition of
major equipment and facilities to the park advisory board.
Recommendations of the park advisory board should be considered by the
city commission in its capital improvement program and annual budget
deliberations.

Sec. 2-115. Membership; Appointment; Terms.

The Park Advisory Board shall consist of five (5) members to be
appointed by the City Commission, to serve without compensation, for a
term of four (4) years, except two (2) members shall be appointed to serve
an initial terms of two (2) years. There shall be no limit to the number of
terms to which a member may be appointed. No more than one (1)
member may reside outside of the corporate limits of the City but must
reside within the USD 445 boundaries. All other members shall reside
within the city limits. Vacancies occasioned by removal by the City
Commission, resignation, or otherwise, shall be filled by appointment by
the City Commission for the unexpired term. All terms shall commence
as of January 1 of the year appointed. The members shall elect their own
chairman to serve a one-year term.

Sec. 2-116. Meetings.

The Park Advisory Board shall meet at least quarterly or more frequently



as scheduled by the members. The members shall follow the provisions of
the Kansas Open Meetings Act, including the right to call executive
sessions as provided in the Act. The chairman or a majority of the
members may call a special meeting. In convening any meeting, a quorum
must be present in order for any business to be conducted. A quorum shall
consist of three (3) or more members.

Section 2. That any conflicting ordinances, or parts thereof, are hereby repealed.

Section 3. This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its publication,
as provided by law.
