companies be vetted for these services; staff has met with every retail recruitment
company in the country in the last few months through one-on-one meetings at
conferences. Retail Strategies has been identified as the company who can provide the
retail recruitment and retention services needed for Coffeyville. In addition to
recruitment they also have divisions which specialize in real estate, site selection and
database development. Retail Strategies has agreed to represent no other companies in
Montgomery County and to provide quarterly reports. Their fee is $40,000 for year one
and $35,000 for years two and three.

4. Resolution No. R-16-79 — A Resolution to execute an agreement with Mill Valley

Construction to remove and replace exterior windows in the Municipal Building.

m Architect Dennis Jacobs stated bids for removal and replacement of all windows in the
municipal building were received from six bidders. The low bid was Mill Valley
Construction at $323,500. The window proposal has been reviewed by the State
Historical Preservation Office (SHPO) and the City has received tentative approval for
tax credits. Once the final approval has been received from the state, Mill Valley will
be given a notice to proceed. Responding to questions about the tax credits, Jacobs
reported meeting all the SHPO requirements for the municipal building, it may be more
cost effective to do the remodeling without the tax credits. He stated SHPO wants to be
able to stand in the lobby and the building look exactly as it did in 1929 which may be
cost prohibitive to provide the functionality necessary in today’s offices.

The total cost will be $791,540 which will be paid from the street
improvement sales tax. The project will begin in late July or early August.

9. Discussion on the CRMC Board of Trustees.

m Attorney Paul Kritz stated in 1913 Coffeyville Memorial opened as a for profit hospital.
In 1996 it was incorporated as CRMC, Inc., with a not-for-profit status. The Board of
Trustees, appointed by the City Commission, has fudiciary oversight; the Board of
Directors, appointed by the Trustees has operational oversight. Kritz stated there are
currently four members of the trustees who are also serving on the directors; it was the
recommendation of the city manager there should not be any, or no more than two,
serving in dual roles. Mark Woodring, CEO of CRMC, stated the city has more voice by
having overlap, and CMC is very open to improving communication. He indicated the
hospital is not just focusing on the community but expanding their services beyond the
borders of Coffeyville. Stan Eli, chairman of the Board of Trustees, stated this is the
first time there has been four who overlap. Commissioner Williams stated their needs to
be better communication between the hospital and the city. Commissioner Kastler stated
there is a problem with leakage for the hospital. Commissioners Martin and Kastler
believe there should be ex-officio representation from the city on the hospital board.
Further discussion will continue at the next meeting.

SAFETY - Should Engineer provide periodic observations or monitoring services at the job site during
construction, Client agrees that, in accordance with generally accepted construction practices, the contractor will
be solely and completely responsible for working conditions on the job site, including safety of all persons and
property during the performance of the work and compliance with OSHA regulations, and that these requirements
will apply continuously and not be limited to normal working hours. Any monitoring of the contractor's
procedures conducted by the Engineer is not intended to include review of the adequacy of the contractor's safety
measures in, adjacent to, or near the construction site.

VETERAN’S MEMORIAL STADIUM
LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS LEASE AGREEMENT made this day of May—2041, July, 2016 by
and between the City of Coffeyville, Kansas, hereinafter referred to as “City” and
Coffeyville Community College, hereinafter referred to as “CCC”.

The City, for and in consideration of the covenants, agreements and stipulations
hereinafter contained, by these presents does lease unto CCC, and CCC hereby hires from
City, the Veterans Memorial Stadium located at 1610 Veterans Drive, in the City of
Coffeyville, Kansas, and the use of the adjacent parking facilities (“the Premises”), upon
the following terms and conditions:

1. Use of Premises. CCC shall be permitted to use and occupy the Premises during
all official NJCAA-sanctioned athletic events and athletic practices. CCC shall be
provided with keys and pass codes to the facilities throughout the term of this
agreement. CCC shall schedule the use of the Premises by the City and other
users, as provided herein.

2. Stadium Suites. CCC shall be entitled to sublease the stadium suites, on terms
and conditions acceptable to CCC, and receive the rent therefrom. All lease
revenues shall be reported to the City and used to offset the cost of stadium
operations. Any prepaid rents shall be remitted to the City in the event this
agreement is terminated by either party. No sublease shall extend beyond the
initial term of this agreement without the written consent of the City. If the
agreement is renewed, as provided herein, no sublease shall extend beyond the
then-applicable renewal term. CCC shall establish and enforce appropriate rules
for the use of the stadium suites, which shall include, at a minimum:

a. The maximum occupancy for each suite;

b. Rules intended to prevent misuse of or damage to the suite by occupants
thereof; and

c. Rules prohibiting modifications to the suite without the written approval of
the City.

3. Signs. CCC shall be entitled to sublease advertising space at the Premises on
terms and conditions acceptable to CCC, and receive the rent therefrom. No
advertising sublease shall extend beyond the initial term of this agreement without
the written consent of the City. If the agreement is renewed, as provided herein,
no sublease shall extend beyond the then-applicable renewal term. All advertising
at the Premises must be tasteful and appropriate. The advertising of beer,
alcoholic beverages and tobacco items is expressly prohibited. CCC shall also be
permitted to display temporary signage for honorees, championship teams, special
athletic events, etc., with approval of the City.
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City Use. CCC shall allow the City to use the Premises, free of rent, for City
functions, so long as the functions do not conflict with official games. The City
shall pay the actual cost of electricity consumed during the City’s use of the
Premises. The City shall be provided with keys and pass codes to the facilities
throughout the term of this agreement.

Debt Service. The City shall continue payment of the debt issued for the
construction of the Premises in the approximate amount of $580,000 annually.

. Other Users. CCC shall allow Unified School District 445 to use the Premises

for USD 445 activities and games. CCC will work out a use schedule with USD
445. If scheduling conflicts arises between CCC and USD 445 that cannot be
amicably worked out between them, the City shall be the final arbiter of the
dispute. CCC may charge USD 445 a reasonable stadium maintenance fee in the
amount of $15,000 per twelve-month period while this agreement remains in
effect, which shall be in addition to the payment under the terms of the
Cooperation Agreement by and between the City, CCC and USD 445. CCC shall
also allow the Coffeyville Recreation Commission to have limited use of the
Premises for official CRC activities. If a scheduling dispute arises between CCC
and CRC that cannot be amicably worked out between them, the City shall be the
final arbiter of the dispute. CCC may require CRC to reimburse CCC for the
actual cost to operate the stadium during the event.

Use of Alcohol. The use of alcohol at the Premises shall be in accordance with
all applicable laws, rules, regulations and ordinances of every governmental body
or agency whose authority extends to the Premises including, but not limited to,
the City of Coffeyville; the State of Kansas; Unified School District 445; the
Kansas State High School Activities Association; the Kansas Jayhawk
Community College Conference; and the National Junior College Activities
Association.

Utilities. CCC shall pay all costs for all utilities used in connection with the
Premises, including but not limited to telephone, electric, water, sewer and trash
removal. CCC shall arrange for trash removal services from the Premises during
the term of this agreement. The City shall discount the price of City-owned
utilities to the City’s wholesale cost.

Condition of Premises. CCC shall use all reasonable precaution to prevent
waste, damage, or injury to the Premises. CCC shall always keep the Premises in
a clean and presentable condition. Trash shall be removed promptly after use of
the Premises. The grounds shall be mowed, trimmed and maintained in a manner
that will reflect positively on CCC and the City. CCC shall be responsible for
snow removal to the extent needed to conduct CCC’s activities. CCC may require
other stadium users to be responsible for their own snow removal requirements.
CCC shall be responsible for providing security for its operations. CCC shall
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return the Premises to the City at the expiration, or prior termination, of this lease
in clean and good condition.

10. Alterations to Premises. Except as otherwise provided herein, CCC shall not
make any permanent alterations, additions or improvements to the Premises
without the written consent of the City. All alterations, additions or
improvements to the Premises which shall be made by CCC (except CCC’s
equipment and supplies never attached or affixed to the realty) shall be the
property of the City and shall remain upon and be surrendered with the premises
as part thereof, without disturbance or damage, upon expiration or termination of
this agreement.

CCC shall make minor and routine improvements and repairs associated with the
preventive maintenance of the Premises caused by normal use. Examples of shall
include, but not be limited to:

e Custodial services (sweeping, mopping, carpet shampooing)

e Painting

e Caulking / Sealing

e Filter changes

e Unskilled plumbing repairs (Faucet repairs / replacement, gasket replacement,
minor water leaks, clogged toilet)

e Unskilled electrical repairs (fixture changes, bulb replacement, switch repairs /
replacement)

e Unskilled carpentry repairs (Ceiling tile replacement, sheetrock repair)

e Unskilled mechanical repairs (lubrication of machinery, replace belts & pulleys)

e Other activities of a minor nature planned and performed at regular intervals
normally established by manufacturers or associations and based on testing or
other evidence indicating the maintenance work is necessary to extend the life or
prevent the premature failure of building components or equipment.

CCC shall make available a detailed list of maintenance activities performed by CCC on a
quarterly basis, to include a description of the activity and the personnel that performed
the work.

Damage caused by another party shall be made known to the City immediately upon
discovery. The City shall maintain the right and authority to pursue compensation from
the party responsible for the damage. Any repairs to the Premises necessitated by abuse
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or neglect shall be paid solely by the party responsible for the abuse or neglect and shall
not be paid from the separate stadium maintenance fund.

Both parties agree to provide employees to jointly winterize and de-winterize the
Premises. The City further agrees that it shall provide the air compressor required for
winterization.

Representatives of the City and CCC will bi-annually, in conjunction with the
winterization and de-winterization of the Premises, conduct a joint walkthrough of the
Premises and prepare a list detailing the required maintenance, parties responsible for the
maintenance and the source of funding for making the repairs. The list shall be presented
to the governing bodies of both parties.

The parties will continue contributing to the Capital Maintenance Fund, established by
separate agreement, for that purpose. In addition, any revenues generated by operation of
the stadium that exceed expenditures shall be placed in the Capital Maintenance Fund.

Property Insurance. The City will maintain all property casualty insurance
coverage for the Premises. CCC shall reimburse the City for the premium
applicable thereto. The City shall invoice CCC for the applicable premium on or
around the date the City is invoiced by the carrier. The City shall not be obligated
to rebuild the Premises if there is a substantial loss thereto.

Liability Insurance. CCC shall carry liability insurance with limits of not less
than $1,000,000.00 per occurrence and insurance on CCC’s material and
equipment located upon the Premises. CCC shall provide City with a certificate
of insurance evidencing the existence and maintenance of this policy and listing
City as an additional insured under the liability policy specified above. CCC’s
failure to provide said certificate of insurance as required shall not relieve CCC of
its obligation to procure insurance as required herein. CCC will require other
users of the Premises, such as USD 445 and the Coffeyville Recreation Center, to
carry liability insurance for their events, with the same coverage.

Employment Status. All persons working for and under CCC shall be
employees of CCC and shall not be considered employees of the City. In this
connection, should any liability arise under the Workers Compensation Act of the
State of Kansas due to injury of an employee of CCC, the same shall be the sole
responsibility of CCC.

Term. The term of this agreement shall be for three{3) two (2) years, beginning
as of July 1, 20611,2016 and ending on June 30, 2644, 2018 regardless of the date
this Agreement is executed, and subject to the remaining terms and conditions of
this Agreement. This agreement shall automatically extend, on the same terms
and conditions, for successive two-year periods thereafter, unless either party
notifies the other party of its intention not to allow the agreement to automatically
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renew, in writing, at least thirty{30} ninety (90) days prior to the expiration of the
original term or extensions thereof.

Assignment. The rights and privileges of CCC under this Agreement are not
assignable without the prior, written consent of the City as approved by the
Coffeyville City Commission.

Final Agreement. This Agreement is the entire and final expression of the
agreement between the parties and it may not be contradicted by evidence of any
prior or contemporaneous written or oral agreements or negotiations of the
parties.

Applicable Law. This Agreement shall be construed and enforced in accordance
with the laws of the State of Kansas.

Indemnification and Tort Claims Act. CCC shall indemnify and hold harmless
the City against all claims for damages to persons or property by reason of CCC’s
use or occupancy of the Premises, except for any damages caused by any defect in
the Premises, not created by CCC or its authorized users, and except for
negligence on the part of the City. City shall indemnify and hold harmless CCC
against all claims for damages to persons or property by reason of the negligence
of City or its agents. Notwithstanding any provision herein to the contrary, it is
expressly agreed between the parties that the City has not waived any rights it
may be entitled to under the Kansas Tort Claims Act, K.S.A. 75-6101 et seq., as
amended, and any agreements made by the City found to be inconsistent with the
provisions of such Act are hereby declared to be inapplicable to the City.

Agreement Subject to Annual Appropriations. The financial obligations of the
parties, and each of them, relating to this agreement are subject to annual
appropriations by the governing bodies thereof. In the event one or both of the
parties fails to make such appropriations, this agreement shall be terminated,
effective immediately.

Amendment. This Agreement may only be amended by a written amendment
executed by both parties.

Successors and Assigns. The covenants, terms and conditions of this Agreement
shall extend to and be binding upon the successors and assigns of the parties.

Notices. Notices and communications required to be in writing pursuant to this
agreement shall be effective only if delivered personally, or sent by facsimile or
certified mail, to the following:
