1. Montgomery County Action Council Report — Tom Simpson, Interim Director
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m Tom Simpson presented information on MCAC’s participation in economic development
for the county stating they are interested in acquiring financial stability and requested the
city renew their contract. The City budgeted $15,000 for 2017, Caney and Cherryvale
are paying $2,500 and Independence $17,000. John Schmid, Geoff Collins, Jim Falkner,
Neal Barkley, Kevin Potter, Aaron Heckman and Rick Thompson all spoke on behalf of
MCAC. Mayor Williams proposed funding at $25,000 with a five-year contract. Martin
agreed if Independence will match; Kastler agreed on amount but wanted a one-year
commitment; Bauer indicated Independence should be approached to increase funding.
Simpson is to find out what Independence will match.

business loan from 5 years to 10 years and increase the interest rate to 3% from 2.25%.
This will allow them to reduce their monthly payment and reduce their monthly
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payment. Alicia Yates spoke to commissioners stating they are continuing to see growth
at BluBoots.

Kevin Mersberg, IUOE representative, asked for
specific wage increases.

m Public Works Director Chuck Shively stated staff recommends the low bidder be
designated as the preferred vendor for each chemical except the potassium
permanganate. The low bid submitted for that chemical does not meet the specifications
requested. The designation as preferred vendor documents the intent to purchase the
chemicals to be used at the water treatment plant during 2017, but if at any time a
designated preferred vendor fails to meet the requirements, we would move to the next
lowest vendor until finding one which meets expectations.

During
discussion of this project it was discovered there was never an agreement put into place
in 2014.

PURPOSE Amend the FY 2016 adopted budget
BACKGROUND Library Fund — This fund is used for levying the tax

revenues requested by the Library Board. Additional taxes
are levied for maintenance of the facility and insurance
costs. This year, collection of delinquent tax revenues
exceeded the original budget estimate causing additional
disbursements to the library above the FY 2016 budget limit.
This budget amendment allows for the disbursement of any
remaining maintenance funds to the city for future
maintenance costs related to the library facility and
disbursement of the additional tax revenue to the library.

Local Alcohol Liquor Fund — During 2016, expenditures
were approved for the purchase of a DARE vehicle with
associated equipment and a new scoreboard for the WJP
baseball field. Neither of these expenditures were included
in the FY 2016 original budget. This budget amendment
adjusts the original budget to allow for these expenditures
during the year.

Economic Development Fund — Since approving the FY
2016 budget in the summer of 2015, approvals have been
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made to disburse funds for economic development projects
and loans to incentivize businesses and industry to move to
Coffeyville as well as contracting with Retail Strategies and
Whittaker & Associates. This budget amendment adjusts
the 2016 budget to that discussed this past summer and
provides the spending authority for approved economic
development payments.

Police VIN Fund — When establishing this budget in August
2015, there were no planned professional services or
equipment purchases from these funds. During the year a
contract was approved by the commission for services to
convert the data on our AS400 system to a usable format
for staff. This budget amendment will allow spending
authority for this contractual service.

Airport Fund — This budget amendment is a result of the
purchase of a new piece of equipment for the airport and
additional mowing services. A new radio controller with
antenna and FAA photo eye was purchased and installed to
improve the reliability of that system. Additional mowing
services were also necessary for maintenance of the airport
property. This amended budget will establish the spending
authority necessary for these items.

% Cent Sales Tax Debt Service Fund — During the
preparation of the FY 2016 budget, it was not determined if
debt would be issued for the Municipal Building Renovation
Projects being funded by the 2 Cent Sales Tax approved by
the voters. There was no budget established for debt
service payments associated with a bond issue. Since that
time, bonds have been sold to finance these projects. This
budget amendment establishes the budget authority for debt
service payments on those bonds.

CRMC Sales Tax Fund — During 2016, the commission
approved the defeasance of the Public Building Commission
bonds associated with the CRMC expansion project. As a
result, all remaining sales tax funds collected through July
were disbursed into an escrow account to complete the
defeasance process. The original 2016 budget did not
include budget authority for this transaction, therefore this
amendment will increase the spending authority necessary
to complete the transaction.

Internet Utility Fund — During August 2016, staff proposed
an equipment upgrade for rural wireless utility customers
which would provide better coverage and allow for
additional customers. This budget amendment is proposed
as presented this summer during budget work sessions with
the exception of adding the equipment approved in August.
This amendment provides the spending authority for the
approved equipment purchases.

Stormwater Utility Fund — During 2016 there have been
additional expenditures for maintenance of the street
sweepers as well as purchases for materials related to
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replacement of stormwater systems in intersection
improvement project areas. During this summer’'s budget
work sessions, we also discussed transferring additional
stormwater  utility revenues to the  Stormwater
Depreciation/Replacement Fund to fund projects associated
with stormwater improvements. This amended budget will
establish the spending authority for these purchases and
allow the additional transfer of funds for projects.

Water/Wastewater Utility Fund — The projected budget
provided this summer included the related revenues and
expenditures associated with the new CVR Water Purchase
Agreement. The original 2016 budget did not include these
items. This budget amendment will increase the spending
authority for expenditures related to treatment of additional
CVR water and the transfer of funds to the
Water/Wastewater Depreciation/Replacement Fund for
anticipated water/wastewater projects. This amended
budget is also proposed identical to that presented this
summer in budget work sessions.

These amendments are necessary to comply with the State
of Kansas budget law.

PURPOSE

Authorizes issuance of a purchase order for workers
compensation coverage for FY 2017.

BACKGROUND

In 2013, the city joined Kansas Eastern Region
Insurance Trust (KERIT) for workers compensation
coverage. As part of this Trust, the City has a
membership agreement for three years. KERIT was
established in 1986 as a member-driven organization
committed to developing a workers compensation
program where its members are knowledgeable, fully
engaged and accountable.
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SPECIAL NOTES

There are currently 18 members (15 cities, 2 counties
and 1 parks & rec board) who each have a
representative on the KERIT Board of Trustees. Each
member is required to attend quarterly board meetings
to allow for frequent review of claims and financials,
involvement in claims management and communication
of program goals.

KERIT offers an average of 50 hours of safety training
per year to each member. Premium discounts are
offered through KERIT PLUS which benchmarks
improvements of each member organization. The
KERIT PLUS program advocates timely reporting of
claims, post offer physical assessments, wellness
programs, physical assessments of public safety
personnel, facility inspections, safety committees,
accident investigations, and safety training/orientation
programs.

Another benefit to KERIT is the potential to receive
annual dividends based on the pools performance for
the year. Since 2014, we have had the opportunity to
receive dividends in future years based on the group’s
performance. We will continue to focus on maximizing
our KERIT PLUS discount by maintaining our current
training efforts along with an emphasis in our highest
incident areas (slips, trips & falls and sprains & strains).
Our safety committee also plans to perform more on the
job safety inspections to ensure a safe workplace for our
employees.
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ANALYSIS

The City’s experience modification factor increased from
al.14in 2016 to 1.37 for 2017. The experience
modification factor is calculated on frequency, severity
and costs over the previous three years (2013, 2014,
2015).

2013 $148,586 $352,071. 259%
2014 $238,786 $171,487. 72%
2015 $211,975 $61,526. 29%

Staff recently received the renewal quote for workers
compensation coverage from KERIT. The quoted
premium of $218,990.00 is $7,015 higher than 2016.
The increase is due in part to payroll increase of
$71,604 over 2016 and the high losses from 2013.
Actual increase was reduced due to KERIT Board
reducing all loss rates to $1.85 per $100 of payroll as a
result of cash and asset balances in accordance with
their fund balance policy.

PURPOSE Authorizes execution of a lease purchase agreement for
financing the purchase of a new fire truck.
BACKGROUND Fire Chief, James Grimmett proposed and the

commission approved the purchase of a new fire truck
on July 12, 2016. The purchase price of the truck was
$493,568.

During the 2017 budget discussions, city staff budgeted
$58,400 annually for 10 years to be used to make lease
payments for the truck. Payments will be made from the
Capital Equipment Fund.

SPECIAL NOTES

The city was recently notified of a FEMA grant award for
the purchase of this new fire truck. Since the award
notification, FEMA has requested additional information
related to the use of this new vehicle. As a result, the
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grant award is now in question. Staff has been in
contact with FEMA, but has been unable to ascertain the
status of the grant. As a precautionary measure, it was
determined to proceed with the RFP process for
financing prior to any anticipated rate increases in
December 2016.

ANALYSIS

Staff requested lease purchase information from eight
(including five local) banks who have shown an interest
in lease purchase programs with the city. Bids were
received on December 14™. The following bids were
received:

The funding source for these payments is from the
Capital Equipment Fund. The revenues generated for
this fund is from 20% of a %2 cent sales tax passed by
voters and budgeted to be $171,000 annually. These
funds are used to purchase equipment for all General
Fund departments. Since there are always more
equipment requests than we have funds for, staff feels it
is important to adhere to our budgeted annual payment
amount to allow other departments to continue their
equipment replacements as scheduled.

Following that logic, accepting Commercial Bank’s 10-
year proposal would be the best option. While this
option does not provide the most savings in financing
costs, it does allow the city to continue equipment
replacement while maintaining a reasonable reserve
balance in case of emergencies.

Interest rates have increased since receiving these RFP
responses. Staff contacted Aaron Heckman, VP and
Branch Manager of Commercial Bank and he has
agreed if the city accepted their bid prior to year-end
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they would honor the bid until after the 1° of the year to
allow us to obtain a determination by FEMA. It is
anticipated the first payment is due to the truck
manufacturer during the first quarter of 2017. If FEMA
funding has not been approved by that time, the lease
purchase agreement would be executed.

If the FEMA grant is approved at a later date, there is no
prepayment penalty for using those grant funds to pay
off this debt issued.

LEASE-PURCHASE AGREEMENT

THIS LEASE-PURCHASE AGREEMENT is made and entered into by and between the Lessor
and Lessee, with the Effective Date set forth below.

1. Definitions. For purposes of this Lease-Purchase Agreement, the following terms shall have
the respective meanings set forth below:

LEASE: This Lease-Purchase Agreement dated as of the Effective Date, by and between the
Lessor and Lessee.

ORIGINAL LEASE BALANCE;: $493,568.00
EFFECTIVE DATE: TBD
TERMINATION DATE: TBD

LESSOR; Commercial Bank
LESSEE: City of Coffeyville
LEASE PAYMENT: $TBD

PROPERTY: The property that is the subject of this Lease and that is described on Exhibit "A"
which is attached hereto and by reference made a part hereof.

LEASE TERM: The period beginning on the Effective Date and ending on the Termination
Date, unless earlier terminated pursuant to the terms of the Lease.

RENTAL PAYMENTS: The payments due in the amounts and upon the dates set forth on
Exhibit "B" which is attached hereto and by reference made a part hereof,

OPTION PRICE: One Dollar ($1.00), which is payable upon the Lessee exercising its Purchase
Option pursuant to the terms of the Lease.

PURCHASE PRICE: The sum of the Option Price plus all remaining Rental Payments due to be
paid on the date that Lessee exercises its option to purchase the Property.

INTEREST RATE: TBD%

PROPERTY INSURANCE DEDUCTIBLE:; $500.00

PUBLIC LIABILITY COVERAGE: $1,000,000.00 Minimum
PUBLIC LIABILITY DEDUCTIBLE: $1,000,000.00 Maximum
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2. Lease. Lessor hereby leases to Lessee and Lessee hereby leases from Lessor the Property for
the Lease Term in exchange for the Rental Payments.

3. Rental Payments. The rent for the leased equipment shall be in the amount stated in Exhibit
“B”. If Lessee shall be in default of any sum of money to be paid under this Lease, Lessee shall
pay a late charge equal to 10% of such unpaid amount due, plus any collection charges incurred
by use of an independent collection agency, in the event such payment, or any part of the
payment, remains unpaid for more than 10 days. Lessee shall pay rent, without deduction or
offset, in the amounts and at the time shown in Exhibit “B”, Rent shall be payable at Lessor’s
office or at such other place as Lessor may from time to time designate in writing. Lessee’s
obligations under this Lease is not subject to cancellation, termination, modification, repudiation,
excuse, set-off, or substitution, and are irrevocable and independent of Lessor’s obligations.

4. Rent as Current Expense. Lessee's obligation to pay the Rental Payments in the amounts and
on the due dates set forth on Exhibit "B" shall constitute a current expense of Lessee and shall
not be construed to be a debt of Lessee in violation of any constitutional or statutory limitations
concerning the creation of indebtedness by Lessee, nor shall anything contained herein constitute
a pledge of the general tax revenues, funds or moneys of Lessee.

5. Purchase Option. Lessee shall have the option to purchase the Property, but only if Lessee is
not in default under the Lease. Lessee may exercise its option to purchase the Property on any
Rental Payment due date by paying the Purchase Price, provided that Lessee shall give Lessor
not less than thirty (30) days advance written notice of its intention to exercise its option to
purchase,

6. Transfer of Title. During the Lease Term, title to the Property shall be vested in Lessor. Upon
Lessee's exercise of the option to purchase and the payment of the Purchase Price, title to the
Property shall be conveyed to and vested directly in Lessee, and Lessor shall execute and deliver
to Lessee a Bill of Sale for the Property and such other and further instruments and assurances as
may be reasonably necessary to transfer the Property to Lessee.

7. Maintenance and Operation: During the Lease Term, Lessee shall, at its own expense,
maintain or cause to be maintained the Property in good order, condition and repair, and Lessor
shall have no obligation to incur any of said expenses; provided, however, that if Lessee fails to
keep the Property in good repair and operating condition, Iessor may, but shall be under no
obligation to, make such repairs as are necessary and to provide for the payment thereof, and all
such amounts so advanced by Lessor shall be repaid by Lessee as an additional amount for which
Lessee becomes obligated hereunder, and Lessee hereby agrees to pay any such additional
amount, plus interest at the Interest Rate, for which it may become obligated hereunder. Lessor,
at its option, may request that Lessee enter into a maintenance contract for the Property with the
vendor of the Property or otherwise,

8. Use of the Property. The parties mutually agree that Lessee, by performing the covenants and
agreements herein contained, shall during the Lease Term, peaceably and quietly have, hold and
enjoy the Property. Lessee will not install, use, operate or maintain the Property improperly,
carelessly, in violation of any applicable law, or in any manner contrary to that contemplated by
this Lease and the nature of the property. The Property will be used only for governmental or
proprietary purposes of Lessee; therefore, the parties contemplate that the Property will be
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exempt from all taxes presently assessed and levied with respect to personal property. In the
event that the use, possession or acquisition of the Property is found to be subject to taxation in
any form, Lessee will pay during the Lease Term all taxes and governmental charges whatsoever
that may be lawfully assessed or levied against or with respect to the Property. Lessee shall keep
the Property free and clear of all liens, charges and encumbrances, except as may be approved in
advance in writing by Lessor; provided, however, that nothing in this Lease shall preclude
Lessee from pledging its full faith and credit to the repayment of any legally authorized general
obligation bond issue of Lessee.

9. Insurance. During the Lease Term, Lessee shall maintain or cause to be maintained, at its own
expense, the following policies of insurance:

(a) Insurance against loss or damage to the Property resulting from fire, lightning,
vandalism, malicious mischief and such perils ordinarily defined as "extended
coverage" and other perils as Lessor and Lessee may agree. Such insurance shall
during the Lease Term be in an amount not less than: (1) the full insurable value
(i.e., the actual replacement cost "new") of the Property, or (2) the then current
Purchase Price, whichever is more, subject to the Property Insurance Deductible,
and shall contain an inflation guard endorsement.

(b) Public liability insurance against claims for bodily injury, death, or damage to
property occurring upon, in, or about the Property, such insurance to provide
coverage in an amount not less than the Public Liability Coverage, subject to the
Public Liability Deductible.

All insurance policies shall be issued by insurers of recognized responsibility, licensed or
admitted to do business in the state of Kansas. All policies or certificates of insurance shall name
Lessee and Lessor as named insured’s. Such policies and certificates shall not be cancelled or
materially changed without at least thirty (30) days prior written notice to Lessor, and shall carry
loss payable endorsements in favor of Lessor where applicable. Evidence of coverage
satisfactory to Lessor shall be deposited with Lessor by Lessee. All premiums and charges shall
be paid by Lessee, and evidence of payment of the premiums shall be delivered by Lessee to
Lessor. In the event Lessee fails to maintain the insurance required, Lessor shall have the right to
procure and maintain such insurance and shall charge Lessee for the cost thereof as an additional
amount for which Lessee becomes obligated hereunder. Lessee may provide such insurance as
part of "blanket" coverage maintained on all assets of Lessee, and with the written consent of
Lessor may be a self-insurer of such risks. If the insurance proceeds are insufficient to pay in full
the cost of any repair, restoration, modification or improvement, Lessee shall complete the work
and pay any cost in excess of the insurance proceeds.

10. Indemnification. Lessee shall indemnify, protect, and hold harmless Lessor from and against
any and all liabilities, obligations, losses, claims, and damages whatsoever, including without
limitation, attorney fees and expenses, arising out of or as the result of this Lease, the ownership
of the Property, or any accident in connection with the operation, use, condition, possession,
storage or return of the Property.

11. Right of Inspection. Lessor and its designated representative shall have the right during
regular business hours to enter into and upon the premises of Lessee to inspect the Property or
for any purpose connected with Lessor's rights under this Lease,

12. Triple Net Lease. This Lease shall be deemed and construed to be a "triple net lease" in that
Lessee hereby agrees that the Rental Payments provided for herein shall be an absolute net return
to Lessor, and that Lessor shall not be responsible for any expenses, charges or set-offs
whatsoever related to the operation, maintenance and repair of the Property.

13. Termination of Lease Term. The Lease Term will terminate upon the earliest occurrence of
any of the following events:

a) The expiration of the Lease Term;
b) The exercise by Lessee of the option to purchase granted under Paragraph 5;
¢) A default by Lessee and Lessor's election to terminate this Lease;

d) The payment by Lessee of all Rental Payments and all additional amounts for which
Lessee may become obligated under this Lease;

¢) Upon notice of election to terminate the Lease due to an event of taxability pursuant to
Paragraph 15 hereof, and the failure of Lessee to exercise its option to purchase at the
next regular Rental Payment due date,

14. Non-appropriation. Lessee shall use its best efforts to include the Rental Payments for each
fiscal year in its budget for such fiscal year and further shall make the necessary appropriations
for all such Rental Payments. In the event sufficient funds are not budgeted and appropriated by
Lessee for any fiscal year to provide for the Rental Payments required hereunder or any other
obligation of Lessee, then Lessee shall terminate this Lease by providing thirty (30) days written
notice to Lessor of Lessee's intent to terminate, In such event, the Lessee shall not be obligated to
make the Rental Payments beyond the end of the period for which Lessee has budgeted. Lessee
shall surrender the Property to Lessor on the last day for which Rental Payments have been
made. Upon such early cancellation, Lessee may not thereafter acquire functionally similar
property for the full original Lease Term. If funds are made available to Lessee after such early
cancellation for property which will perform services and function in full or in part the same as
the Property, Lessee agrees to purchase, lease or otherwise acquire such property from Lessor.

OF THE PROPERTY. In no event shall Lessor be liable for incidental, indirect, special or
consequential damages in connection with or arising out of this Lease or the existence,
furnishing, functioning of Lessee's use of any item or products or services provided for in this
Lease. Lessor hereby irrevocably appoints Lessee as its agent and attorney-in-fact during the
Lease Term, and so long as Lessee shall not be in default hereunder, to assert from time to time
whatever claims and rights, including warranties of the Property, which Lessor may have against
the vendor of the Property. Lessee's sole remedy for the breach of such warranty, indemnification
or representation shall be against the vendor of the Property, and not against Lessor, nor shall
such matter have any affect whatsoever on the rights and obligations of Lessor with respect to
this Lease and its right to receive full and timely Rental Payments hereunder.

If any
term, provision, covenant or restriction of this Agreement is held by a coutt of competent
jurisdiction to be invalid, void, or unenforceable, the remainder of the terms of this Agreement
shall remain in full force and effect and shall in no way be affected, impaired or invalidated, This
Agreement embodies the entire agreement and understanding of the parties. This Agreement
supersedes all prior discussions, negotiations, agreements and understandings between the
parties. Descriptive headings are for convenience only and shall not control or affect the meaning
or construction of any provision of this Agreement. This Agreement shall be governed by and
construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Kansas. This Lease may be executed in one
or more counterparts, each of which shall be deemed to be an original, but which together shall
constitute one original.
