The cost to the City

will be approximately $30,000 which will be in the form of a loan; the City will be paid
back by the taxes the property owner will pay.

Discussion: The City of Coffeyville received approval of a FY 2014 Geometric Improvement
Project some time ago. The project is located at the intersection of East Fourth Street and Highway
166-169. A drawing depicting the project limits is included with this report. This area is in very bad
shape. The angle the intersection is now configured is in a skewed manner instead of being
perpendicular to the highway. There is heavy truck traffic in this area and a wider intersection would
ease the use of this intersection. A cost estimate also accompanies this report.

The geometric improvement project agreement offers the City’s participation to be 10 percent up to
a limit of $500,000.00. The current estimate for construction is $514,398.50 according to our
engineer Bruce Remsberg of Professional Engineering Consultants, Inc., of Pittsburg, Kansas. The
estimate does not include construction engineering which could run as much as 15 percent of the
construction costs. If that is the case the potential amount would be $77,160.00.

City staff has made the Kansas Department of Transportation aware of these facts and is working
toward increasing their scope to accommodate the increased cost. Geometric improvement projects
may be funded up to $800,000.00 according to KDOT Rules.

City staff consulted with the KDOT area engineer as to the prospect of this project which received
favorable response as to its concept and selection.

The subject agreement for consideration is for the state’s fiscal year 2014, which is based on a fiscal
year that begins on July 1 and ends on June 30™. The project could then conceivably be constructed
in the summer of 2013.

The subject agreement sets out terms, which the State of Kansas and the City of Coffeyville agree to,
which outlines the responsibilities that will be incurred during the course of the project. These
responsibilities are the general conditions for a project of this nature. In order to proceed with the
implementation of this project this agreement must be executed and returned to the Department of
Transportation.

The City of Coffeyville has greatly benefited from this program in the past. The last geometric
improvement project was at the intersection of 11™ and Walnut.

Staff recommends approval of the 2014 Geometric Improvement Project Agreement with the Kansas
Department of Transportation.

PARTIES: MICHAEL S. KING, Secretary of Transportation, Kansas Department of
Transportation (KDOT), hereinafter referred to as the “Secretary,”

The City of Coffeyville, Kansas, hereinafter referred to as the “City,”
Collectively referred to as the “Parties.”

PURPOSE: The Seccretary has authorized a geometric improvement project, hereinafter referred to
as the “Project.” The Secretary and the City are empowered by the laws of Kansas to
enter into agreements for the construction and maintenance of city connecting links of
the State Highway System through the City. The City desires to construct the Project at
the intersection of US-166/169 and Fourth Street in the City. Cities are, under certain
circumstances, entitled to receive assistance in the financing of the construction and
reconstruction of streets and state highways, provided however, in order to be eligible

for such state aid, such work is required to be done in accordance with the laws of
Kansas.

PROJECT: The Secretary and the City desire to enter into this Agreement for the construction of
the Project which is described as follows:

Intersection improvements at US-166/169 and Fourth Street,

EFFECTIVE

DATE: The parties in consideration of the premises and to secure the approval and construction
of the Project shall mutually agree to perform in accordance with this Agreement as of
the date signed by the Secretary or designee.

ARTICLE I

THE SECRETARY AGREES:

l. To provide technical information upon request to help the City to acquire rights of way
in accordance with the laws and with procedures established by the Bureau of Right of Way and the
Office of Chief Counsel of KDOT.,

2. To let the contract for the Project and award the contract to the lowest responsible
bidder upon concurrence in the award by the City, The Secretary further agrees, as agent for the City,
to administer the construction of the Project in accordance with the final design plans and administer
the payments due the contractor, including the portion of the cost borne by the City.

3. To require the contractor to indemnify, hold harmless, and save the Secretary and the
City from personal injury and property damage claims arising out of the act or omission of the
contractor, the contractor’s agent, subcontractors (at any tier), or suppliers (at any tier). If the Secretary

or the City defends a third party’s claim, the contractor shall indemnify the Secretary and the City for
damages paid to the third party and all related expenses either the Secretary or the City or both incur in
defending the claim.

4. To be responsible for ninety percent (90%) of the total actual costs of construction
(which includes the costs of all construction contingency items) and construction engineering, but not
to exceed $450,000.00 for the Project. The Secretary shall not be responsible for the total actual costs
of preliminary engineering, construction (which includes the costs of all construction contingency
items) and construction engineering that exceeds $500,000.00 for the Project. The Secretary shall not

be responsible for the total actual costs of preliminary enginecering, rights of way, and utility
adjustments for the Project.

5. After receipt of the final voucher claim, the Secretary’s Chief of Fiscal Services will, in
a timely manner, prepare a complete and final billing of all Project costs for which the City is
responsible and shall then transmit the complete and final billing to the City.

ARTICLE II

THE CITY AGRELS:

1. The Project shall be undertaken, prosecuted and completed for and on behalf of the City
by the Secretary acting in all things as its agent, and the City hereby constitutes and appoints the
Secretary as its agent, and all things hereinafter done by the Secretary in connection therewith are
hereby by the City authorized, adopted, ratified, and confirmed to the same extent and with the same

effect as though done directly by the City acting in its own individual corporate capacity instead of by
its agent.

2. The Secretary is authorized by the City to take such steps as are deemed by the
Secretary to be necessary or advisable for the purpose of securing the benefits of state aid for this
Project.

3. To design the Project or contract to have the Project designed in conformity with the
state design criteria appropriate for the Project in accordance with the current AASHTO A Policy on
Geometric Design of Highways & Streets, the KDOT Design Manual, Geotechnical Bridge Foundation
Investigation Guidelines, Bureau of Design’s road memorandums, the latest version, as adopted by the
Secretary, of the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD), the current version of the
Bureau of Transportation Safety and Technology’s Traffic Engineering Guidelines, and the current

version of the KDOT Standard Specifications for State Road and Bridge Construction with Special
Provisions, and any necessary Project Special Provisions.

4. To make or contract to have made design plans, specifications, estimates, surveys, and
- any necessary studies or investigations, including, but not limited to, environmental, hydraulic, and
geological investigations or studies for the Project. Upon completion thereof, the design plans,
specifications, estimates, surveys, and any necessary studies or investigations, including, but not
limited to, environmental, hydraulic, and geological investigations or studies for the Project shall be
submitted to the Secretary by a licensed professional engineer attesting to the conformity of the design
plans with the items in paragraph 3 above. Contracts between the City and any consuitant retained by
them to perform any of the services described or referenced in this paragraph for the Project covered
by this Agreement shall contain language requiring conformity with paragraph 3 above. In addition,
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any contract between the City and any consultant retained by them to do the design for the Project
covered by this Agreement shall also contain the following:

a, Language requiring completion of all plan development stages no later
than the current Project schedule’s due dates as issued by KDOT,
exclusive of delays beyond the consultant’s control.

b. Language requiring the consultant to submit to the City (and to the
Secretary upon request) progress reports at monthly or at mutually
agreed intervals in conformity with the official Project schedule.

c. Language making the Secretary of Transportation of the State of Kansas
a third party beneficiary in the agreement between the City and the
consultant. Such language shall read:

Because of the Secretary of Transportation of the State of Kansas’
(Secretary’s) obligation to administer state funds, federal funds, or both,
the Secretary shall be a third party beneficiary to this agreement between
the City and the Consultant. This third party beneficiary status is for the
limited purpose of seeking payment or reimbursement for damages and
costs the Secretary or the City or both incurred or will incur because the
Consultant failed to comply with its contract obligations under this
Agreement or because of the Consultant’s negligent acts, errors, or
omissions. Nothing in this provision precludes the City from seeking
recovery or settling any dispute with the Consultant as long as such
settlement does not restrict the Secoretary’s right to payment or
reimbursement.

5. The City and any consultant retained by the City shall have the sole responsibility for
the adequacy and accuracy of design plans, specifications, estimates, and necessary surveys,
investigations and studies, including, but not limited to, environmental, hydraulic, and geological
investigations or studies for the Project. Any review of these items performed by the Secretary or his or
her representatives is not intended to and shall not be construed to be an undertaking of the City’s and
its consultant’s duty to provide adequate and accurate design plans, specifications, estimates, and
necessary surveys, investigations or studies, including, but not limited to, environmental, hydraulic,
and geological investigations or studies for the Project. Such reviews are not done for the benefit of the
consultant, the construction contractor, the City, or other political subdivision, nor the traveling public.
The Secretary makes no representation, express or implied warranty to any person or entity concerning
the adequacy or accuracy of the design plans, specifications, estimates, and necessary surveys,
investigations or studies, including, but not limited to, environmental, hydraulic, and geological
investigations or studies for the Project, or any other work performed by the consultant or the City.

6. To authorize a duly appointed representative of the City to sign for the City any or all
routine reports as may be required or requested by the Secretary in the completion of the Project
undertaken under this Agreement. The design plans must be signed and sealed by the licensed
professional engineer responsible for preparation of the design plans. Geological investigations or
studies must be signed and sealed by either a licensed geologist or licensed professional engineer in
accordance with K.S.A. 74-7042, who is responsible for the preparation of the geological
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investigations or studies. Right of way descriptions must be signed and sealed by a licensed land
surveyor responsible for the preparation of the right of way descriptions.

7. It will, in its own name, as required by law, acquire by purchase, dedication or
condemnation all the rights of way, easements and access rights shown on the final design plans in
accordance with the schedule established by KDOT. The City agrees the necessary rights of way,
casements, and access rights shall be acquired in compliance with the Uniform Relocation Assistance
and Real Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970 as amended by the Surface Transportation and
Uniform Relocation Assistance Act of 1987, and administrative regulations contained in 49 C.F.R., pt.
24, entitled Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property Acquisition for Federal and Federally
Assisted Programs. The City shall certify to the Secretary, on forms provided by the Bureau of Local
Projects, such rights of way, easements and access rights have been acquired. The City further agrees it
will have recorded in the Office of the Register of Deeds all rights of way deeds, dedications,
permanent easements and temporary easements,

8. To contact the Secretary if there will be any displaced person on the Project prior to
making the offer for the property. The parties mutually agree the Secretary will provide relocation
assistance for eligible persons as defined in the Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Property
Acquisition Policies Act of 1970 as amended by the Surface Transportation and Uniform Relocation
Assistance Act of 1987, and as provided in 49 C.F.R,, pt. 24, entitled Uniform Relocation Assistance

and Real Property Acquisition for Federal and Federally Assisted Programs, and in general accordance
with K.S.A. 58-3501 to 58-3507, inclusive, and Kansas Administrative Regulations 36-6-1 et seq.

9. To provide all legal descriptions required for rights of way acquisition. The City further
agrees to acquire rights of way, easements, and access rights in accordance with the laws and with
procedures established by the Bureau of Right of Way and the Office of Chief Counsel of KDOT such
the City may obtain participation of state funds in the cost of the Project. The City agrees copies of all
documents including recommendations and coordination for appeal, bills, contracts, journal entries,
case files or documentation requested by the Office of Chief Counsel will be sent to the Office of Chief
Counsel within the time limits set by the Secretary.

10.  Any disposal of or change in the use of rights of way or in access after Project
construction will require prior written approval by the Secretary.

I1.  The Secretary shall have the right to utilize any land owned or controlled by the City,
lying inside or outside the limits of the City as shown on the final design plans, for the purpose of
constructing the highway Project. The Secretary shall not participate in the cost of these rights of way
or easelnents.

12. It will move or adjust, or cause to be moved or adjusted, and will be responsible for
such removal or adjustment of all existing structures, pole lines, pipe lines, meters, manholes and other
utilities, publicly or privately owned, which may be necessary to construct the Project in accordance
with the final design plans. New or existing utilities installed, moved or adjusted will be located or
relocated in accordance with the current version of the KDOT Utility Accommodation Policy (UAP),
as amended or supplemented.

Except as provided by state law, the expense of removal or adjustment of utilities
located on public rights of way shall be borne by the owners. The expense of removal or adjustment of
privately owned utilities located on private rights of way or easements shall be borne by the City

except as provided by state [aws. Except where the utility adjustments are participating costs for the
Project, the expense of the removal or adjustment of only privately owned utilities located on private
rights of way or easements shall be borne by the City and the Secretary in the same proportion as other
approved construction costs as stipulated elsewhere in this Agreement,

13. It will expeditiously take such steps as are necessary to facilitate the early adjustment of
utilities, will initiate the removal or adjustment of the utilities, and will proceed with reasonable
diligence to prosecute this work to completion. The City further agrees to move or adjust or cause to
be moved or adjusted all necessary utilities sixty (60) days prior to the scheduled construction letting
except those necessary to be adjusted during construction and those which would disturb the existing
street surface. The City further agrees to certify to the Secretary on forms supplied by the Secretary all
utilities required to be moved prior to construction have either been moved or a date provided by the
City as to when, prior to construction, they will be moved. The City will initiate and proceed to
complete adjusting the remaining utilities not required to be moved during construction in order that
the contractor shall not be delayed in construction of the Project. The City will indemnify, hold
harinless, and save the Secretary and the construction contractor for damages incurred by the Secretary
and construction contractor because identified utilities have not been moved or adjusted timely or
accurately.

14.  To furnish the Secretary a list of existing and known utilities affected, together with
locations and proposed adjustments of the same and designate an individual to be responsible for
coordinating the necessary removal or adjustment of utilities.

15.  To certify to the Secretary all privately owned utilities occupying public rights of way
required for the consiruction of the Project are permitted thereon by franchise, ordinance, agreement or
permit, and the instrument shall include a statement as to which party will bear the cost of future
adjustments or relocations required as a result of street or highway improvements.

16.  To provide the construction inspection in accordance with the rules and guidelines
developed for the current KDOT approved construction engineering program and in accordance with
the current edition of the KDOT Standard Specifications for State Road and Bridge Construction with
Special Provisions and any necessary Project Special Provisions. The detailed inspection is to be
performed by the City forces or the consultant. The Secretary does not undertake for the benefit of the
City, the contractor, the consultant or any third party the duty to perform the day-to-day detailed
inspection of the Project, or to catch the contractor’s errors, omissions, or deviations from the final
design plans and specifications. The City will require at a minimum all personnel, whether City or
consyltant to comply with the high visibility apparel requirements of the KDOT Safety Manual,
Chapter 4, Section 8 Fluorescent Vests. If the City executes an agreement for inspection, the
agreement shall contain this requirement as a minimum. The City may set additional clothing
requirements for adequate visibility of personnel.

17.  To deposit with the Secretary its estimated share of the total Project expenses based
upon estimated approved contract quantities. The City will remit its estimated share by the date
indicated on the resolution form Authorization to Award Contract, Commitment of City Funds
received by the City from the Secretary. The date indicated for the City to deposit its estimated share
of the total Project expenses is fifty (50) days after the letting date.

18.  To be responsible for ten percent (10%) of the total actual costs of construction (which
includes the costs of all construction contingency items) and construction engineeting, up to

$500,000.00 for the Project. In addition, the City agrees to be responsible for one hundred percent
(100%) of the total actual costs of construction (which includes the costs of all construction
contingency items) and construction engineering that exceeds $500,000.00 for the Project. Further, the
City agrees to be responsible for one hundred percent (100%) of the total actual costs of preliminary
engineering, rights of way and utility adjustments for the Project.

19. If any payment is due to the Secretary, such payment be made within thirty (30) days
after receipt of a complete and final billing from the Secretary’s Chief of Fiscal Services.

20.  To participate and cooperate with the Secretary in an annual audit of the Project. The
City shall make its records and books available to representatives of the Secretary for audit for a period
of five (5) years after date of final payment under this Agreement. If any such audits reveal payments
have been made with state funds by the City for items considered non-participating, the City shall
promptly reimburse the Secretary for such items upon notification by the Secretary.

21, If it cancels the Project, it will reimburse the Secretary for any costs incurred by the
Secretary prior to the cancellation of the Project. The City agrees to reimburse the Secretary within
thirty (30) days after receipt by the City of the Secretary’s statement of the cost incurred by the
Secretary prior to the cancellation of the Project.

22.  To initiate and proceed with diligence to remove or require the removal of all
encroachments either on or above the limits of the right of way shown on the final design plans for this
Project. It is further agreed all such encroachments be removed before the Project is advertised for
letting (provided, however, if the Secretary is satisfied, with respect to any encroachment, the physical
removal thereof has been fully provided for between the City and the owner thereof and will be
accomplished within a time sufficiently short to present no hindrance or delay to the construction of
the Project, the Secretary may cause the Project to be advertised for letting before such encroachment
is fully removed). The City further agrees it will not in the future permit the erection of gas and fuel
dispensing pumps upon the rights of way of the Project, and it will require any gas and fuel dispensing
pumps erected, moved or installed along the Project be placed no less than twelve (12) feet back of the
right of way line. All rights of way provided for the Project shall be used solely for public highway
purposes and no signs, posters, billboards, roadside stands, fences, structures or other private
installations shall be permitted within the right of way limits except as provided by state laws.

23.  To adopt all necessary ordinances and/or resolutions and to take such administrative or
legal steps as may be required to give full effect to the terms of this Agreement.

24.  To locate and be responsible for all costs necessary to remedy or clean up any
hazardous waste site, including, but not limited to, leaking underground storage tanks discovered on
rights of way, easements and access rights acquired by the City. The City shall be responsible to the
Secretary for all damages, fines or penalties, expenses, claims and costs incurred by the Secretary from
any hazardous waste site discovered on rights of way, easements and access rights acquired by the City
prior to commencement of construction of the Project. The City shall take appropriate action to contain
or remediate any identified hazardous waste site within the Project limits prior to letting of the Project.
The City will investigate any and all hazardous waste sites discovered during construction of the
Project on City owned land within the Project boundary and shall take appropriate action to contain or
remediate such hazardous waste sites.

For any hazardous waste site, including, but not limited to, leaking underground storage
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tanks, the City will indemnify, hold harmless, and save the Secretary, its agents and employees against
and from all damages, expenses and costs incurred by any person, the State of Kansas, or the United
States Government for determining and underfaking remedial action, any fines or penalties assessed
under state or federal laws, contract claims, personal injury claims, and damage of or loss of natural
resources.

It is specifically agreed between the parties executing this Agreement any provision of
this hazardous waste clause is not intended to make the public, or any member thereof, a third party
beneficiary hereunder, or to authorize anyone not a party of this Agreement to maintain a suit for
personal injuries, property damages, or hazardous waste claims. The duties, obligations and

responsibilities of the parties to this Agreement with respect to third parties shall remain as imposed by
law,

The City by signing this Agreement with the Secretary has not repudiated, abandoned,
surrendered, waived or forfeited its right to bring any action, seek indemnification or seek any other
form of recovery or remedy against any third party responsible for any hazardous waste on any rights
of way, easements, and access rights acquired by the City. The City reserves the right to bring any
action against any third party for any hazardous waste site on any rights of way, easements, and access
rights acquired by the City.

The term hazardous waste includes, but is not limited to, any substance which meets the
test of hazardous waste characteristics by exhibiting flammability, corrosivity, or reactivity, or which is
defined by state and federal laws and regulations, and any pollutant or contaminant which may present
an imminent and substantial danger to the public health or welfare. Any hazardous waste as defined by
state and federal laws and regulations and amendments occurring after November 11, 1991, are
incorporated by reference and include but not limited to: (1) 40 C.F.R. § 261 et seq., Hazardous Waste
Management System; Identification and Listing of Hazardous Waste; Toxicity Characteristics
Revisions; Final Rule; (2) 40 CFR. § 280 et seq., Underground Storage Tanks; Technical
Requirements and State Program Approval; Final Rules; (3) 40 C.F.R. § 300, National Oil and
Hazardous Substances Pollution Contingency Plan; Final Rule; and (4) K.8.A. 65-3430 et seq.,
Hazardous Waste.

The standards to establish cleanup of a hazardous waste site include, but is not limited
to, federal programs administered by the E.P.A., State of Kansas environmental laws and regulations,
and city and county standards where the hazardous waste site is located.

25.  To prohibit parking of vehicles on the city connecting link and on the acceleration and
deceleration lanes of all connecting streets and highways and on additional portions of the connecting
streets and highways the Secretary may deem necessary to permit free flowing traffic throughout the
length of the improvement covered by this Agreement.

26.  The arterial characteristics inherent in the Project require uniformity in information and
regulations to the end that traffic may safely and expeditiously be served and shall adopt and enforce
such rules and regulations governing traffic movements as may be deemed necessary or desirable by
the Secretary.

27.  To maintain the control of access rights and to prohibit the construction or use of any
entrances or access points along the Project other than those shown on the final design plans, unless
prior approval is obtained from the Secretary.
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28.  Upon request by the Secretary, to provide the Secretary an accounting of all actual non-
participating costs which are paid by the City to any party outside of the KDOT and all costs incurred
by the City not to be reimbursed by the KDOT for preliminary engineering, rights of way, utility
adjustments, construction, and construction engineering work phases, or any other major expense
associated with the Project. This will enable the Secretary to report all costs of the Project to the
legislature.

ARTICLE IIT
THE PARTIES MUTUALLY AGREE:

L, Plans for handling traffic during construction must be included in the design plans
provided by the City and must be in conformity with the latest version, as adopted by the Secretary, of
the Manual_of Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD). Detour routes and road closings, if
necessary, shall be noted on the design plans. The Secretary or his or her authorized representative may
act as the City’s agent with full authority to determine the dates when any road closings shall
commence and terminate. The Secretary or his or her authorized representative shall noiify the City of
the determinations made pursuant to this section.

2. The final design plans for the Project are by reference made a part of this Agreement.

3. If any items are found to be non-participating by the Secrefary, the total cost of these
items will be paid by the City.

4, The location, form and character of informational, regulatory and warning signs, of
traffic signals and of curb and pavement or other markings installed or placed by any public authority,
or other agency as authorized by K.S.A. 8-2005, shall conform to the manual and specifications
adopted under K.S.A. 8-2003 and any amendments thereto are incorporated by reference.

5. The Secretary and City have in the past entered into an agreement covering routine
maintenance of the city connecting link, and it is the intention of the Secretary and the City the
agreement for routine maintenance shall remain in full force and effect and the mileage set out thereon
shall not be affected by this Agreement.

0. The Special Attachment No. 1 attached hereto, pertaining to the implementation of the
Civil Rights Act of 1964, is hereby made a part of this Agreement.

7. The Provisions found in Contractual Provisions Attachment (Form DA-146a, Rev. 06-
12}, which is attached hereto, are hereby incorporated in this contract and made a part thereof.

3. If, in the judgment of KDOT, sufficient funds are not appropriated to continue the
function performed in this Agreement and for the payment of the charges hereunder, KDOT may
terminate this Agreement at the end of its current fiscal year. KDOT will participate in all costs
approved by KDOT incurred prior to the termination of the Agreement.

9. This Agreement and all contracts entered into under the provisions of this Agreement
shall be binding upon the Secretary and the City and their successors in office.
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10.  No third party beneficiaries are intended to be created by this Agreement, nor do the
parties herein authorize anyone not a party to this Agreement to maintain a suit for damages pursuant
to the terms or provisions of this Agreement.

The City needs to acquire property owned by Coffeyville Resources (CVR) in
order to proceed with the geometric improvement of the intersection of 4th &
Northeast. A drawing of the proposed intersection is attached. In lieu of
purchasing the property from CVR, they have proposed a property swap. In
exchange for the property on Northeast Street (Highway 166/169), CVR would
receive the vacant lots located at 413 E. 1st Street, 1012 E. 4th Street, and 904 E. 5t
Street. City staff knows of no current or future plans to use or develop those
properties and is, therefore, receptive of the exchange proposal.

A collateral benefit will be to shift the obligation to mow these vacant lots to CVR.
In addition, the lots will be placed on the tax rolls again. Although the tax
revenues from these lots will be minimal, the public will receive some benefit
from the conveyances.

Subject: CHAPARRAL ENERGY PIPELINE FRANCHISE AGREEMENT

Recommendation:  Authorize agreement with Chaparral Energy for the Locations of an
8” CO2 Pipeline within Certain City Street Rights of Way.

Discussion: The City of Coffeyville has been asked to sign a franchise agreement with Chaparral
Energy for locations of a proposed 8” CO2 pipeline with certain City of Coffeyville’s Rights of Way.
The particular locations are marked as “Exhibit A” and accompany this report.

Previously the City of Coffeyville has signed a right of way easement for the pipeline within Walter
Johnson Park. Because theses proposed new areas are located within road rights of ways it was
thought the best way to handle these locations was utilizing a franchise agreement much like we
have with the gas and telephone companies.

Conditions of payment for this agreement are as follows: For the grant of this franchise, Grantee
shall remit to the City an annual payment equal to $50.00 per rod, as delineated in Attachment A,
which amounts to $1,751.50 per year. The fee prescribed herein shall be paid to the City on or before
the 1 day of January of each year the franchise remains in effect. Payments at the beginning and
end of the franchise shall be prorated. The franchise fee shall be increased 5% every ten (10) years.
City will remit an invoice to Grantee at least thirty (30) days prior to the franchise fee due date;
provided, however, City’s failure to remit an invoice shall not excuse the payment. The franchise
may not be terminated solely for non-payment. In the event the City fails to remit an invoice and
Grantee fails to make remittance of the annual payment then Grantee will have thirty days from
City’s subsequent notice of non-payment to remit the annual payment.

Each provision of this Ordinance, except the term hereof, shall be subject to review, consideration,
and alteration by the City every fifth (5™) year after the effective date of this Ordinance; provided,
however Section 9 shall not be construed as a basis for unilateral revocation of this franchise
ordinance. City agrees that in no event will such review, consideration, or alteration permanently
foreclose Grantee’s right, privilege and franchise to acquire, construct, maintain and operate a CO?
Transportation Pipeline.

City staff has looked at these proposed locations and finds no problems as proposed. Staff
recommends approval and authorizing execution of the proposed franchise agreement.





ORDINANCE NO. S-12-11

AN ORDINANCE GRANTING TO CHAPARRAL CO2, L.L.C., OPERATING A
CO2 TRANSPORATION PIPELINE IN THE CITY OF COFFEYVILLE, KANSAS, A
NON-EXCLUSIVE FRANCHISE TO OPERATE A CO2 TRANSPORTATION
PIPELINE IN SAID CITY.

Section 1. There is hereby granted to Chaparral CO2, L.L.C. operating a CO2
Transmission Pipeline in the City of Coffeyville, Kansas, hereinafter called the Grantee, the
right, privilege and franchise for a period of twenty (20) years from the effective date hereof and
for so long thereafter as the Easement between the City and Grantee approved on July 26, 2012
remains in full force and effect, to construct, maintain and operate in the area described in
Attachment A hereto, its CO2 transportation system as now located, together with the right,
privilege and franchise to acquire, construct, maintain and operate therein and thereon such
additions and extensions thereto as may be necessary or desirable, all for the purpose of
transporting CO2 from plant and or station to outside the city limits.

Section 2. The Grantee shall at all times save the City harmless from any and all
damages which said City may be liable to pay that may arise from the construction,
maintenance and operation of Grantee‘s plant, system or any part thereof.

Section 3. Where Grantee’s pipeline or other system components intersects with or
crosses an asphalt or concrete roadway or alley, Grantee shall install the pipeline or
components by boring under the roadway or alley. The Grantee shall limit all excavations of
other streets, alleys, or public places to the necessities of efficient operation and shall not at any
one time open or encumber more of any highway or public place than shall be reasonably
necessary to repairing mains or pipes.

Section 4. The Grantee shall not permit such highway or public place to remain open
longer than necessary for the purpose of which it was opened; shall refill all excavations and
replace all pavement with like material and leave same in as good condition as when altered or
removed; shall perform all work on streets, alleys and public places under supervision of a
representative of the City if so desired; shall repay said City all expenses to which it has been put
in the repair or replacement of streets, highways or pavement in the event such work is done by
said City after the neglect or refusal of Grantee to perform same in a reasonable time.

During the term of each excavation or construction improvement, Grantee shall place or
cause to be placed the necessary safety and warning devices and shall maintain said devices
until all work is completed and the area is again safe.

Section 5. If at any time during the term of this franchise, the City shall lawfully decide to
alter, repair, maintain, or improve any portion of the franchised area, the Grantee, upon
reasonable notice by the City, shall relocate its underground pipeline and other fixtures at its own
expense. City agrees that in no event will such alteration, repair, maintenance or improvement
permanently foreclose Grantee’s right, privilege and franchise to acquire, construct, maintain and
operate a CO2 Transportation Pipeline. Any alternation, repair, maintenance or improvement
that results in a temporary cessation of Grantee’s right, privilege and franchise hereunder will be
serve as extension hereunder on day by day basis for purposes of term under Section 1 and
payment under Section 6.





Section 6. In consideration for the grant of this franchise, Grantee shall remit to the City
an annual payment of $1,751.50, which equals $50.00 per rod, as delineated in Attachment A.
The fee prescribed herein shall be paid to the City on or before the 1% day of January of each
year the franchise remains in effect. Payments at the beginning and end of the franchise shall
be prorated. The franchise fee shall be increased 5% every ten (10) years. City will remit an
invoice to Grantee at least thirty (30) days prior to the franchise fee due date; provided,
however, City’s failure to remit an invoice shall not excuse the payment. The franchise may
not be terminated solely for non-payment. In the event that the City fails to remit an invoice
and Grantee fails to make remittance of the annual payment then Grantee will have thirty days
from City’s subsequent notice of non-payment to remit the annual payment.

Section 7. All pipelines which shall be laid or installed under this Ordinance shall be so
located and laid as not to obstruct or interfere with any water pipes, drains, sewer or other
utilities or structures already installed.

Section 8. Grantee shall comply with all applicable City ordinances now existing, or
that may hereafter be enacted.

Section 9. Each provision of this Ordinance, except the term hereof, shall be subject to
review, consideration, and alteration by the City every fifth (5") year after the effective date of
this Ordinance; provided, however this Section 9 shall not be construed as a basis for unilateral
revocation of this franchise ordinance. City agrees that in no event will such review,
consideration, or alteration permanently foreclose Grantee’s right, privilege and franchise to
acquire, construct, maintain and operate a CO2 Transportation Pipeline.

Section 10. All provisions of this Ordinance shall be binding upon the Grantee, whether
expressly stated herein or not, all the rights, authorities, powers, grants and privileges secured
by this Ordinance to the Grantee shall be held to inure to the benefit of the Grantee, and all
successors, lessees and assigns of the Grantee.

Grantee shall be permitted to assign or convey this agreement or any part thereof
subject to Grantee’s obligation to provide the City of Coffeyville with thirty (30) days written
notice of such assignment.

Section 11. The provisions of this Ordinance notwithstanding, Grantee shall be subject to
the valid and lawful orders of the State Corporation Commission of the State of Kansas. In the
event the State Corporation Commission of the State of Kansas or any successor governmental
agency, shall take or from time to time take or prescribe or establish valid and lawful orders or
rules within the jurisdiction and authority of such agency which would render one or more of the
provisions of this Ordinance invalid, illegal or unenforceable in any respect, thus prohibiting or
precluding Grantee from fulfilling any of Grantee’s obligations hereunder, such orders or rules
shall supersede the provisions hereof and shall be binding upon the Grantee; provided, however,
the City reserves the right to litigate the issue of the State Corporation Commission of the State of
Kansas jurisdiction in the particular area.

Section 12, None of the privileges granted by this Ordinance shall take effect or be in
force until after the final passage and until Grantee, its successors and assigns, shall file a
written acceptance of the provisions hereof.





Section 13. If Grantee has not filed with City an acceptance of this Ordinance within thirty
(30) days from the effective date hereof, then this Ordinance shall ipso facto cease and become null
and void.

Section 14. Notices or responses to the Franchising Authority shall be addressed as
follows:

The Kansas Department of Transportation promotes traffic safety through a number of projects
including the Nighttime Seatbelt Enforcement Project (NSEP). The Coffeyville Police
Department has participated in seatbelt and DUI enforcement projects with KDOT for many
years. These projects, including NSEP, are funded by KDOT. Essentially the police department
provides overtime projects for seatbelt enforcement and the officer wages are reimbursed by
KDOT. The only predictable cost to the city is the operation of the city vehicles during the
overtime projects. This is a minimal expense generally offset by citation fines collected as a
result of extra enforcement.

I am requesting approval to renew this two year NSEP agreement with KDOT, which must be
authorized by the Chief of Police and the Mayor. The agreement allows for up to $10,109.88 in
officer wage reimbursement through FY2014. The agreement does not obligate the police
department to conduct overtime enforcement, however traffic safety is an important priority and
this agreement allows us to promote seatbelt use.

Coffeyville Public Library Board of Trustees

Minutes: September 11, 2012 5:00 p.m.

President John Collins called the meeting to order. Other board members present were: Diane Watson,
Gary Bailey, Margie Miller, and R.E. Layton. Kay Frihart was absent. Also present were Director Jennifer
Dalton and one visitor, Stephen Heidenreich.

Diane Watson moved that the consent agenda be approved. The motion was seconded by Margie Miller
and was approved.

New Business

Director Jennifer Dalton reported that the library staff was considering acquiring video games to be
checked out. On the motion of Diane Watson, action was tabled until the October meeting. Ms. Dalton
also reported that the library has begun to acquire Blue Ray video discs and that some had already been
checked out by patrons.

Policy Considerations

Currently, patrons may not check out any materials unless any outstanding fines for overdue, lost, and
damaged items are paid. On the director’s recommendation, it was moved by Margie Miller and
seconded by R. E. Layton that patrons will not be allowed to check out materials only if their outstanding
fines total $10.00 or more. In-house use of materials would not be affected. The motion passed
without dissent.

Gary Bailey moved that 17-year-old college students (with a college 1.D.) from outside the library service
area be exempted from the current policy, which requires the signature of a custodial parent before a
library card may be issued to a minor age 5 to 17. The motion was seconded by R. E. Layton and passed
unanimously.

R. E. Layton offered a motion, seconded by Diane Watson, that eCigarettes (electronic nicotine delivery
devices that look like cigarettes and produce vapors) be treated as cigarettes and therefore not allowed
to be used in the library. The motion passed unanimously.

Other Business
The Board unanimously elected John Collins to the Foundation Board.

Board members received forms for the annual performance evaluation for the Director. These forms
will be picked up by the Secretary, along with similar forms filled out by library employees, and used in
the evaluation during the October 9 meeting.

There being no further business to come before the Board, the meeting was adjourned by President
John Collins.
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
