m Fire Chief James Grimmett introduced Tom Gross from Kansas Department of Health &
Environment who discussed air monitoring around the refinery. Gross reviewed the
standards established by the Clean Air Act and stated KDHE has previously had two air
monitoring systems set up in Coffeyville. As there were no violations of the standards
after a number of years of reporting and due to budget cuts, the systems were removed.
The companies are now expected to self-report. Chris Swanberg, VP of Environmental
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for CVR, stated the refinery does and always has followed self-reporting procedures as
prescribed by law and stated their emissions are significantly lower due to all the
upgrades they have made at the refinery. Commissioner Horn stated he is still concerned
about the residents who live in the vicinity of the refinery.

located at 606 West Fourth Street through the Kansas Housing Resources Corporation
grant. The purpose of the grant is to purchase houses in need of rehabilitation, rehab the
properties and put them back on the market. Renovation of the property has been
completed. Commissioners agreed at the previous meeting to sell the property to Gary
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and Heather Bradley for the appraised value or the total cost of what the City had in it,
whichever is lower. The property was appraised by Dean Clarksen, certified appraiser,
for $45,000.

4. Ordinance No. S-13-02 — An ordinance authorizing the declaration of an emergency to
provide for the acquisition of an interest in certain real property situated in the City of
Cofteyville.

m City Attorney Paul Kritz stated in connection with the Cline Road improvement project,
the City needs to acquire two narrow strips of right-of-way along both sides of Cline
Road, just north of the 8" and Cline intersection. Contact has been made with the two
affected property owners and negotiations to acquire the right-of-way through negotiated
settlements are ongoing. In the event the negotiations cannot be finalized, authorization is
needed to proceed with acquisition by condemnation (eminent domain).

5. Discussion on City of Coffeyville waste collection services.

m City Treasurer Angie Naden stated the current trash collection service has been in place
with Waste Connections since April 1, 2010, and expires on March 31, 2013. Requests
for bids were sent to two companies, Waste Connections and Republic, and placed on the
website. Prior to sending out bid request documents, staff met to discuss the various
options to quote taking into consideration comments from Commission about the
deterioration the large trash trucks are doing to streets and the desire to go back to alley
pick up where possible. Quotes were received for smaller 36,000 Ib gross vehicle weight,
however, this would require a significant increase in cost to citizens and is not
recommended for discussion. In reviewing the quotes for the various options, staff
prefers staying with the current vendor at the current level of service and the current
rates. The bid from Waste Connection was lower than what we currently pay; keeping
the customer charge the same would increase the funds available for nuisance abatement.
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The low bid for City trash service was from Republic; staff recommends accepting it.

Bids were also received for curb side recycling services. The quoted price for mandatory
service was $6.20 per month from Waste Connections and $6.60 per month from
Republic. A survey was conducted on the City’s website. There were 422 responses;
the support for recycling was over 90%, however, it was low if the cost would be more
than $6 per month. The City will continue to research other ways to provide recycling
for residents. There will be further discussion on trash service at next meeting.

6. Comments from Commissioners and Staff

m Commissioner Edwards asked if a comprehensive street plan is in the works. Bradley
stated it should be ready by June.

m Commissioner Jones requested a special meeting to discuss zoning regulations in light
of the zoning request at 1512 West Second and the shop building being erected in the
2200 block of Fourth Street. Edwards suggested in lieu of a special meeting,
commissioners concerns about current zoning codes be emailed to the City Manager.

m Commissioner Falkner asked for a cost estimate on painting a crosswalk and
installing concrete pads at the end of the Sycamore Creek Bridge on Fourth Street
due to children crossing the street in the middle of the block.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

THIS MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT made and entered into as of this __ day
of January, 2013, by and between the City of Coffeyville, Kansas, P.O. Box 1629,
Coffeyville, Kansas (hereinafter referred to as “City”), and Isham Tru-Value Hardware, Inc.,
811 Union Street, Coffeyville, Kansas (hereinafter referred to as “Isham”).

WHEREAS, Isham owns and operates a retail hardware store located at 811 Union
Street, Coffeyville, Kansas;

WHEREAS, the sidewalk adjacent to the north side of the Isham building is
dilapidated;

WHEREAS, according to Kansas Statute (K.S.A. 12-1808), it ordinarily falls upon the
owner of the abutting property to keep the sidewalk in repair;

WHEREAS, in this particular instance, the sidewalk features historical markers and
references to those who defended the citizens of Coffeyville in connection with the Dalton
Gang bank robbery of October 5, 1892;

WHEREAS, these unique features of the sidewalk generate interest and use thereof by
patrons visiting the Dalton Museum and related attractions and, therefore, the City and Isham
have agreed that the City would undertake to replace the sidewalk, in order to ensure the
sidewalk properly retains its historic features;

WHEREAS, the parties desire to reduce their respective obligations regarding the
sidewalk replacement to a written instrument; and

WHEREAS, the parties have agreed to be bound by the terms of this Memorandum of
Agreement.

THEREFORE, in consideration of the conditions, mutual agreements and covenants
herein contained, it is understood and agreed by the parties hereto as follows:

1. City agrees to replace the sidewalk along the north side of the Isham building at no
cost to Isham.

2. Demolition of the existing sidewalk shall be completed by April 1, 2013, weather
permitting.

3. The new sidewalk shall be constructed using suitable materials and shall comply with
the City’s sidewalk construction standards and requirements.

4. Isham acknowledges that the City does not and cannot warrant or guarantee the City’s

demolition and/or construction of the sidewalk will not have an impact upon Isham’s
building. In consideration of the City assuming the responsibility for replacing the
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sidewalk, Isham hereby releases the City from any damage caused to the Isham

building on account of the sidewalk demolition and/or construction, unless the damage
is caused by the City’s own negligence.

Each of these facilities contain a
certain amount of electrical apparatus or machinery
that should receive preventative maintenance on a
regularly scheduled basis to measure the overall
condition of the equipment and hopefully detect
problems before they cause failures resulting in
unplanned outages. Some of the preventative
maintenance is performed by electric utility staff but
some must be done by a contractor due to the
expertise and specialized test equipment required.

Roy Criswell is a competent engineer with experience
in consulting, power systems, commissioning, relaying,
and substation maintenance.

THIS AGREEMENT, made at Coffeyville, Kansas, , 2013, between the City of
Coffeyville, (Owner), and Criswell Engineering, a Missouri Limited Liability Company, (Engineer);

WHEREAS: The Engineer is a competent engineering company with experience in consulting, power system
study and device coordination analyses, commissioning, relaying, and substation maintenance; and

WHEREAS: The Owner owns, operates and manages an electrical power system and desires the Engineer to
perform engineering services; and

WITNESSETH: THAT the Engineer shall provide such engineering and supporting services as requested by
the Owner.

IN CONSIDERATION of the mutual agreements herein contained, the Owner agrees to employ the Engineer
to provide engineering services specific to the Owner’s electrical power system hereinafter mentioned and
agrees to pay the Engineer for the services rendered according to the attached hourly labor, material and expense
rate schedule at the time service is performed. Supporting services would include Power System Study and
Device Coordination Analyses which would be negotiated separately.

SECTION | — SERVICES PROPOSED

A. Consulting: The Engineer will provide consulting services as requested by the Owner to remediate
problems compromising the integrity of his power system.

B. Commissioning: The Engineer will perform commissioning work as requested by the Owner to prepare
any and all electrical power apparatus for energization and reliable serviceability.

C. Relaying: The Engineer will provide protective relay application, installation, calibration, and
configuration as requested by the Owner to ensure optimum reliability of the power system.

D. Substation Maintenance: The Engineer will schedule and perform substation maintenance as requested
by the Owner to strategically extend the life cycles and thereby minimize unscheduled outages of his
power system equipment.

E. Supporting Services: The Engineer will provide supporting services as requested by the Owner to
optimize his power system protection, operation and reliability.

SECTION Il —= WORKSCOPE

The services proposed in Section | will be performed on Substation equipment as required in the following
locations, A Sub, B North Sub, B South Sub, North Industrial Park Sub, South Industrial Park Sub, Power Plant
Sub, Black Start Sub and the Power Plant Generating Station.

Substation equipment includes all apparatus necessary to safely transmit and distribute electrical energy to
industrial, commercial and residential customers in a reliable and economical manner. High voltage oil and gas
power circuit breakers, transformers, switchgear, cables, capacitors and LTC voltage control equipment must
perform as designed and within manufacturers’ limits.

Systematically, diagnostic tests will be performed on each apparatus and device, the results will be immediately
evaluated and any necessary repairs or corrections would be made at that time. Relays and the integrated
protective relay system will be calibrated and functionally tested to ensure correct and dependable operation of
all primary circuitry and all secondary control and lockout devices.

Any apparatus, device, protective relay, or control circuit with questionable results will not be returned to
service until such disparity has been resolved to the satisfaction of the engineer.





SECTION Il = COMPENSATION

A. Rates: The Owner agrees to pay the Engineer in accordance with the attached hourly labor, material and
expense rates at the time service is performed.
The hourly labor, material and expense rate schedule attached to the Agreement is effective January 1,
2013, through December 31, 2013, inclusive.

B. Compensation: The estimated 2013 investment for engineering services shall not exceed $150,000.
Plus any applicable sales tax.

C. Invoice Submittal: The Engineer shall submit invoices monthly for months in which work was
performed within the current year of the Agreement and a final invoice upon completion of Services.

D. Payment: Each invoice will be payable upon receipt. The Engineer may charge a late fee of 1.5 percent
per month on all unpaid amounts beginning thirty days after the invoice date.

E. Disputes: The Owner shall immediately make known to the Engineer any discrepancy found on the
invoice. The Engineer shall immediately resolve any discrepancy the Owner finds on the invoice so
payment can be made promptly in accordance with Agreement Payment procedures.

Authorizes and provides for the calling of an election
submitting a sales tax question to the voters for a %2
cent sales tax for transportation improvements.






BACKGROUND

In 2003, voters approved a %2 cent sales tax for Waste
Water Infrastructure and Transportation Improvements.
The tax is set to expire on December 31, 2013.
Admittedly, the idea of placing this tax on the ballot
right now conflicts with the approach that | would
typically prefer to take with regard to such
improvements.

Ideally, the results of the Residential Survey would be
complete. If, in the opinion of our stakeholders streets
were a top priority, the Capital Improvements Program
would be in place, identifying a planned approach to
addressing their concerns. The CIP, in turn, would
have been based on an up-to-date assessment of our
infrastructure, and engineers’ estimates would enable
us to project the streets that would be improved with
the proceeds of the tax, along with an understanding of
the phasing of such improvements.

However, the results of the residential survey and
assessment of streets will not be completed in time for
them to be considered in order for the proposed sales
tax to be placed on the April ballot. While both should
be completed prior to the election itself, the CIP will not
be completed until June.

Based on intuition, experience, conversations with the
public, and my own observations of the city’s streets, |
am confident that addressing our transportation needs
should be among our top priorities. Delaying such an
item from being placed on the ballot until the supporting
documents are completed will, in my opinion, only
result in the City having to pay additional costs in order
to have the same measure placed on the ballot for a
special election to be held in the summer or fall.






SPECIAL NOTES

Gilmore and Bell has developed both the resolution
and attached supporting documents to ensure their
compliance with state statutes.

Two versions of the resolution are included for your
consideration. One levies the tax for ten years, while
the other sunsets in fifteen. | believe that it would be
easier to project what we would do with the funds for
the ten year version, and the shorter window allows for
more accountability to the voters in that if they do not
believe the funds are being spent wisely, they have the
option of not voting for a renewal if one is proposed
when this tax sunsets. However, the fifteen year
variety does provide for a greater amount of funding
should the City opt to issue bonds to facilitate project
completion.

COFFEYVILLE, KANSAS, FOR THE PURPOSE OF SUBMITTING TO
THE ELECTORS OF THE CITY THE QUESTION OF IMPOSING A ONE-
HALF PERCENT (1/2%) CITY-WIDE RETAILERS' SALES TAX FOR
THE PURPOSE OF FINANCING THE COSTS OF GENERAL
TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENTS THROUGHOUT THE CITY;
AND PROVIDING FOR THE GIVING OF NOTICE OF SAID ELECTION.

WHEREAS, K.S.A. 12-187 et seq., as amended, (the “Act”) authorizes the governing
body (the “Governing Body”) of the City of Coffeyville, Kansas (the “City”) to submit to the
electors of the City the question of imposing City-wide retailers' sales taxes, which may be in an
amount not to exceed two-percent (2%) for general purposes or in an additional amount not to
exceed one percent (1%) for special purposes, provided sales taxes for special purposes shall
expire ten (10) years from the initial date of collection thereof; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Act, as amended by Charter Ordinance No. 23, the electors
of the City have heretofore approved propositions to authorize the levy of City-wide retailers'
sales taxes as follows:

@ one-half percent for general purposes;

(b) one-half percent for capital improvements (including street improvements), capital
equipment and economic development initiatives, commencing on July 1, 1999 and
ending on June 30, 2014 (the “1999 Capital Improvements Sales Tax”);

(© one-half percent for USD 445 educational purposes, commencing on October 1,
2002 and ending on September 30, 2022;

(d) one-half percent for health care purposes, commencing on October 1, 2002 and
ending on September 30, 2022;

()] one-half percent for wastewater utility and transportation improvements,
commencing on January 1, 2004 and ending on December 31, 2013 (the “2004
Transportation Sales Tax”); and

)] one-half percent for street improvements, commencing on April 1, 2010 and ending
on March 31, 2015; and

(0) one-half percent for capital improvements (including, but not limited to
improvements to public buildings), capital equipment and economic development
initiatives, commencing upon the expiration of the 1999 Capital Improvements
Sales Tax on July 1, 2014 or as soon thereafter as permitted by the Act, and ending
on June 30, 2029; and

WHEREAS, the governing body of the City (the “Governing Body”) deems it advisable
that additional funds other than from ad valorem property taxation be derived to finance general





transportation improvements throughout the City including, but not limited to streets, curbing,
and sidewalks, after the expiration of the 2004 Transportation Sales Tax; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body deems it advisable that funds to finance such purposes
be derived by the imposition of a one-half percent (1/2%) City-wide retailers' sales tax (the “2014
Transportation Sales Tax”); and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body has determined the electors of the City should be
given a choice as to the method used to finance such general transportation improvements; and

WHEREAS, in order to authorize such 2014 Transportation Sales Tax, it is deemed
advisable to call a special question election in the City on April 2, 2013, in conjunction with the
general election held on said date; and

WHEREAS, if approved, the 2014 Transportation Sales Tax will constitute a sales tax
imposed for general purposes, as said term is described in K.S.A. 12-189, as amended.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE
CITY OF COFFEYVILLE, KANSAS:

SECTION 1. 2014 Transportation Sales Tax. It is hereby deemed necessary and
advisable and in the best interests of the citizens of the City to finance the costs of general
transportation improvements throughout the City including, but not limited to streets, curbing,
and sidewalks, after the expiration of the 2004 Transportation Sales Tax by the imposition of the
2014 Transportation Sales Tax. Collection of the 2014 Transportation Sales Tax, if approved by
the electors of the City, shall commence upon the expiration of the 2004 Transportation Sales
Tax on January 1, 2014, or as soon thereafter as permitted by the Act, and shall terminate [ten
(10)][fifteen (15)] years after its commencement.

SECTION 2. Special Question Election. It is hereby authorized, ordered and directed
that a special question election shall be and is hereby called to be held in the City on April 2,
2013, in conjunction with the general election held on said date, at which time there shall be
submitted to the qualified electors of the City the following proposition:

Shall the following be adopted?

Shall the City of Coffeyville, Kansas be authorized to impose a one-half percent
(1/2%) City-wide retailers' sales tax (the “2014 Transportation Sales Tax”), the
proceeds of which shall be used to finance the costs of general transportation
improvements throughout the City including, but not limited to streets, curbing,
and sidewalks; the collection of such 2014 Transportation Sales Tax shall
commence upon the expiration of the existing one-half percent (1/2%) City-wide
retailers’ sales tax imposed for wastewater utility and transportation improvement
purposes, on January 1, 2014, or as soon thereafter as permitted by law, and shall
terminate [ten (10)] [fifteen (15)] years after its commencement; all pursuant to
the provisions of K.S.A. 12-187 et seq., as amended?





SECTION 3. Special Question Election Procedures. The vote at said special question
election shall be by shall be by ballot, and the proposition stated above shall be printed on the
ballot, together with voting instructions as provided by law. The City Clerk shall transmit a copy
of this Resolution to the Montgomery County Clerk to give notice of the special question
election as provided by law by publishing a Notice of Special Question Election in substantially
the form attached hereto as Exhibit A once each week for two (2) consecutive weeks in a
newspaper of general circulation in the City, with the first publication to be not less than twenty-
one (21) days prior to the date of the special question election, and the last publication shall be
not more than ninety (90) days prior to the date of the special question election.

SECTION 4. Effective Date. This Resolution shall be effective from and after adoption
by the Governing Body.

Passage of this ballot proposition would
authorize the City to impose a one-half percent (1/2%) City-wide retailers' sales tax (the “2014
Transportation Sales Tax”) the proceeds of which shall be used to finance the costs of general
transportation improvements throughout the City including, but not limited to streets, curbing, and
sidewalks. Collection of the 2014 Transportation Sales Tax, if approved by the electors of the City, shall
commence upon the expiration of the 2004 Transportation Sales Tax on January 1, 2014, or as soon
thereafter as permitted by the Act, and shall terminate [ten (10)][fifteen (15)] years after its
commencement.

The net effect of passage of the ballot proposition would be to continue the imposition of a one-
half percent (1/2%) City-wide retailers’ sales tax, the proceeds of which would be used to finance the
costs of general transportation improvements throughout the City for an additional [ten (10)][fifteen (15)]
years.

BACKGROUND

The current trash collection service agreement has been in place
with Waste Connections since April 1, 2010. This contract
expires on March 31, 2013. Requests for bids were prepared and
sent to two companies — Waste Connections and Republic
(formerly Allied Waste) — both of which had requested they be on
our bid list. Notice of the bid request was also placed on the
City’s website. A bid opening was held on December 19 and the
bid tab is attached. Reference Exhibit A.

Prior to sending out bid request documents, staff met to discuss
the various options we wanted to have quoted. Taking
Commission comments about the deterioration the large trash
trucks are doing to streets and the desire to go back to alley pick
up in mind, options were requested using smaller trucks and alley
pick up. In addition, an option was requested for curb side
recycling.

Our current service, using the largest trucks, came in cheaper
than what we pay currently, from both vendors. Bids for the
options using the smallest trucks (36,000 Ib. gross vehicle
weight), not surprisingly, came in at costs that would require
significant rate increases to our citizens. While the quotes for the
smaller trucks are still included in your packet, they won't be
further discussed as a viable option. Options using 56,000 Ib.
trucks (current size used by vendor) and a mid-weight truck at
46,000 Ibs. are those which seem reasonable for consideration.

SPECIAL NOTES

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ANALYSIS

Quotes were received for 4 different trash collection
options. Costs and rates will be mentioned in the following
order in each discussion — Residential, Senior and Extra
Poly Cart. Please reference Exhibit D, Rate and Cost
Analysis. The merits of each option are as follows:

Option 2 — Curb side collection using a 46K Gross Vehicle
Weight (GVW) truck. Best cost for this option was provided
by Republic at $11.00, $10.50 and $5.90. We could
maintain rates at current levels and still provide
approximately the same annual amount of funds into our
Nuisance Abatement Fund, which is used for neighborhood
beautification projects including weed lot mowing and
demolition. Pro — smaller trucks on streets; Con — not as
much into our Nuisance Fund as another option allows.

Option 3 — Curb side collection AND alley pick up, where
possible, using a 46K GVW truck. Best cost for this option
was provided by Republic at $11.00, $10.50 and $5.90.
We could maintain rates at current levels and still provide
approximately the same annual amount of funds into our
Nuisance Abatement Fund. Pro — smaller trucks on
streets, carts moved back to alley for some residents; Con
— alley deterioration, which we would be responsible to
repair; not as much into our Nuisance Fund as another
option allows.

Option 4 — Curb side collection using a 56K GVW truck
and a 46K GVW truck in select areas (dead ends, cul de
sacs and other areas where there is limited “turn around”
space for the large trucks). Best cost for this option was
provided by Republic at $11.00, $10.50 and $5.90. We
could maintain rates at current levels and still provide
approximately the same annual amount of funds into our
Nuisance Abatement Fund. Pro — smaller trucks on some
streets; Con — same price as Option 2, which provides
smaller trucks on ALL streets; not as much into our
Nuisance Fund as another option allows.

Option 1 — Curb side collection using a 56K GVW truck
(this is our current level of service). Waste Connections
came in at a cost of $9.95, $9.45 and $5.90, which is less
than we currently pay. By maintaining our customer rates
at their current level of $13.00, $12.00 and $7.00, we have
the ability to increase the funds available for Nuisance
Abatement. Pro — seamless transition for the customer
with service and rates maintained at current levels;
enhanced ability to provide neighborhood beautification
services. Con — large trucks on the street.

After reviewing all options, staff prefers Option 1,
which is our current level of service, with our current
vendor, at our current rates. From a dollar and cents
point of view, this option makes the most sense. Staff
recognizes the Commission has expressed other opinions
for their top priority regarding our trash collection service
and further discussion of the most feasible option may be
warranted before a final decision is made.

Bids were also received for the collection of trash at 23 City
facilities. Reference Exhibit B. Republic bid $2,054.65
per month as a stand alone bid, while Waste Connections
bid $2,223.00 per month. If we award Republic the
residential contract, our City facilities trash collection rate
would decrease to $1,872.73 per month. Based on the
lower cost offered by Republic in either scenario, staff
recommends using their service for City facilities.

Recycling: In conjunction with the trash collection
services, we also received bids from both vendors for curb
side recycling services. Costs came in at $6.20 per month
from Waste Connections and $6.60 per month from
Republic — every residence would pay for the service at this
rate. Voluntary participation rates were even higher, with a
minimum of one-half our households required to
participate.

A survey was recently conducted on our website to
ascertain the community’s interest in a curb side recycling
program. Reference Exhibit F. At the present time, it
appears that while a majority of the 422 responders would
like to participate in recycling, they would not be in favor of
paying the current quoted rate. We will continue to
research other ways to provide recycling for our residents,
but a curb side recycling program is not something we
would currently recommend.

Other documents for your reference are attached, including
a City of Coffeyville Trash Services Cost and Rate History
(Exhibit C), along with a KACM Trash and Recycling Rate
Survey (Exhibit E). The KACM survey indicates the City of
Coffeyville is currently below the average trash collection
rate of $14.69 for those communities that responded.

PUBLIC INFORMATION
PROCESS

A survey was conducted on the City’s website to determine
interest in a curb side recycling program. 422 responses
were received in a three week period. The survey was
advertised on Channel 13, on the website, through the
radio, press releases in all four area papers and a flyer was
sent home with students at CE and RMS.

STAFF There are several factors to consider with this decision —

RECOMMENDATION maintaining rates, maintaining or enhancing our Nuisance
Abatement Fund, or reducing the size and weight of the
trash trucks on our streets. It is the recommendation for
tonight’s meeting that a Commission consensus be
reached and staff given a direction for a resolution and
contract presentation at the January 22, 2013 meeting.

Angie,

During the discussion concerning the city’s trash proposals at the January 8, 2013 meeting,
Commissioner Horn requested information as it pertains to areas staff feels that have received damage
due to the traffic of the trash trucks. Staff has identified 29 areas that we feel has been damaged and
continue to receive damage due to the large trash trucks; the areas are listed on a separate sheet along
with the size of the area needing the repair. Out of the 29 areas located, 21 do not have alley access,
therefore, would not benefit from alley pick up. | have included a few photos showing the type of
damage that we assessed. Material and labor cost to saw cut, dig out, haul off debris, rebase and relay
asphalt has been calculated below.

29 locations total 190 yards of material x $345.00 per yard = $65,550

Also during the January 8, 2013 meeting, staff discussed with the commission that if alley pick up was
chosen the city would spend an estimated additional $50,000 per year in alley upkeep.

Re: Solid Waste Contract Options

Analysis of the recycling options should be fairly simple, in large part due to the survey conducted by
Ms. Naden. The survey was not “scientific” in that respondents were self-selected rather than randomly
selected, the opportunity existed for responses from outside the sample population (i.e. had someone
from another state known of the survey and been so inclined, their opinion would have carried the same
weight as that of a Coffeyville resident). However, the results do give some data upon which to make a
decision. A majority of respondents prefer recycling. A majority of those who support recycling are
willing to pay less for it than the provider would charge under their current bids. While there are people
willing to pay enough to have the service on a subscription basis, results of the survey indicate that the
number of customers willing to pay such costs is considerably lower than the number of customers the
haulers have indicated would be required in order for the subscription plan to be offered by them.

The discussion regarding the use of alleys and smaller trucks, however, is not as simple. There is no data
that truly quantifies the amount of damage done to the streets by the heavier trucks, either on the
whole or relative to the damage done by the smaller trucks. Mr. Bradshaw has provided a cost for
repairing several areas, but it is impossible to establish whether such damage was caused over the
period of one year, two, five, or even twenty years. In other instances, there may be damage that has
been caused by the trucks that hasn’t been identified by staff, simply because there is no direct
evidence that the damage was caused by trash trucks. Further, it’s difficult, if not impossible, to
quantify what the extent of such damage might be if our streets were properly maintained (i.e. a
crumbling road with no curbing is more likely to break apart at that edges under the heavy weight of a
truck than a curbed road that is free of cracks). Importantly, of the 29 areas that Mr. Bradshaw
identified, 21 would not be improved by switching to alley service. And, as Mr. Bradshaw also points
out, there is an estimated $50,000 annual cost associated with restoring the alleys to a functional status
and maintaining them in that condition. Yet removing truck traffic from the residential streets would
not eliminate the need to repair the streets, though the funds available for the needed improvements
will have been reduced by the amount used to restore and maintain the alleys in a serviceable condition.

| myself have argued that the removal of trash trucks from residential streets saves wear and tear on
City-owned infrastructure. | made such arguments in Grain Valley, where residential customers had the
ability to choose AAA Disposal, Envirostar Waste Services, Steve’s Trash, Briggs Disposal, Mr. Trash,
Town & Country, and Allied Waste (the latter two no longer provide residential service in the city). Still,
with five to seven times the amount of truck traffic from refuse haulers, | can only recall one street that





was in the poor condition that several of our streets are in. That street, Rust Road, was in poor
condition when it was acquired through annexation. We made improvements to it to extend its life, and
included it in our longer range plans for a complete reconstruction. Other streets in the community had
issues that could be clearly tied to a lack of oversight during the construction process, while others
showed clear signs of deferred maintenance. We improved those as well, and included them in our long
range plans for the necessary improvements.

The bottom line for our street issues is that, for the most part, they are a result of a lack of resources
being made available for maintenance. Yes, big trucks can do damage, but they are not the root cause
of our problems. There is still room for debate with regard to which provider to select. | would
encourage the Commission to spend its time on this matter with the concern of $9.95 per month vs.
$10.00, and the merits of one company over the other, rather than either the recycling or small
trucks/alley options that were included in the bid packets.

MAILING SERVICES AGREEMENT

AGREEMENT City of Coffeyville (COC) and Peregrine Services hereby enter into an
agreement whereby Peregrine will print and mail statements. COC agrees to provide
Peregrine with the appropriate electronic files in a timely manner in order for Peregrine to
perform this service. Peregrine agrees to perform their services within 24 hours of the file
exchange. Those files received by 7:00 a.m. will be mailed the same day. The
responsibility to identify and communicate special handling of accounts and notice of file
changes lies with COC. This arrangement is to commence with February 2013 statements
based on a satisfactory test by COC. COC retains the option to cancel this agreement
should they be dissatisfied with Peregrine’s performance. Should COC be unable to
provide the electronic file during the proper time frame, Peregrine will attempt to expedite
their services. However, this break from schedule could result in the statements being
mailed in a time frame that will exceed 24 hours.

POSTAGE ACCOUNT COC has established a custodial postage deposit account at
Peregrine in an amount equal to 30 days of average postage, $3200.

Peregrine will supply COC with the actual postage used, separately identified, on each
invoice, which will be due and payable within 30 days. Provided that these invoices are
paid within 30 days and provided that the estimate is reasonably close to the actual
postage, no additional deposit will be required.

PROGRAMMING FEE Pcregrine’s initial program fee of $ 500 was waived for this
application,

DATA SECURITY AND INTEGRITY Each company will take whatever precautions
necessary to maintain the security and integrity of all data transmitted between the
companies. Peregrine is flexible in providing the security that the city requires and as
standard procedure Peregrine limits access to all files.

CONFIDENTIALITY AGREEMENT Peregrine will receive confidential customer
information from COC as a result of the actual production of this service and during the
term of the agreement. Peregrine and all of their employees hereby pledge to protect the
confidentiality of this data. The information provided to Peregrine will only be used to
prepare and mail the specific forms requested by COC. Peregrine will not use this data for
any other purpose nor divulge its content to any other parties.

AUDIT TRAIL FOR VERIFICATION OF MAILINGS The auditing of the information that
will be used for these mailings is critical and begins with COC. After the transmission of
data with the appropriate information, COC will notify Peregrine of the total number of
accounts billed and the total dollar amount of the items to be printed. Given this
information, Peregrine will perform audit functions during processing to insure that all
individual accounts and total revenues have been mailed. COC’s personal contact Brooke
Smith 318-325-4763 Ext.

FORM PRODUCTION AND INVENTORY In order to facilitate the services provided by
Peregrine, a three month supply of customer forms, as well as the appropriate envelopes,
will be initially purchased. These forms will be held at Peregrine’s expense with COC only
being charged as the mailings are sent. When this supply reaches a 30 day level,
Peregrine will reorder an additional six- month supply. The content of the letters is
variably imaged. Peregrine Services will change this content on demand from COC.

COST CONTAINMENT Our agreement is based upon a cost of $.48.5 per statement.
Peregrine agrees to hold the cost of this project firm until 1/27/2016 with the exception of
published USPS postage increases. Peregrine has held these costs firm for the COC for the
next three years.

Minutes: December 11, 2012

Board President John Collins called the meeting to order at 5:15 p.m. Other board
members present were Margie Miller, Gary Bailey, and Janie Hearson. Absent were R. E.
