2. Resolution No. R-13-18 — A Resolution to amend the rehabilitation budget for the property
located at 1202 West Sixth Street.

m Public Works Director Chuck Shively addressed the Commission stating rehabilitation of
the property at 1202 West Sixth Street is nearly complete. The remaining interior work to
be completed includes all painting, some ceiling repair and clean up. The current
rehabilitation budget was based on the fact the last Housing Director had planned to
perform the interior painting himself. Other potential remaining work items include
replacement of a decorative fence beside the driveway and construction of a railing on the
back porch. The current approved rehabilitation budget is $43,500. Rehabilitation
expenses to date total $41,097.67, leaving an available balance of $2,402.33. It is
estimated the remaining work can be completed for less than $5,900. If approved, the
total City expenses for the purchase and rehabilitation of the property would not exceed
$75,208.88.

m Duane Powell, Director of Family and Children Service Center, provided background
information on the Truancy Immediate Intervention Program along with statistics as it
pertains to Montgomery County. He stated due to budget cuts the funding for the
program is being reduced, and he is asking the cities and school districts in the county for
assistance by contributing $2 per student in the school district for a total of $3,498.

Truancy Immediate Intervention Program and a payment of $3,498 to be
made from the general fund portion of the alcoholic liquor funds.

4. Resolution No. R-13-19 — A Resolution to execute a construction contract for the
Intersection and Drainage Improvement 2013 Project.

m Public Works Director Chuck Shively addressed the Commission stating bids have been
received for the third phase of the intersection and drainage improvement project. There
is currently $188,266.90 available in the fund set aside for street repair and replacement.
The lowest bid received was $358,266.90. Staff is recommending the entire project be
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completed utilizing the remaining dollars in the 30% fund and the balance from the 70%
street maintenance fund which has a current balance of $683,219.42. The low bid was
from Jeff Graham Construction. As staff has no direct experience with street construction
by Jeff Graham Construction, the engineers requested a list of previous similar street
construction or other similar concrete flatwork construction experience for reference. The
contractor is also required to provide a performance and statutory payment bond.

m Police Chief Tony Celeste stated there have recently been concealed carry classes held at
the gun range which is owned by the City of Coffeyville. Celeste recommended if we
allow the classes to continue, the City adopt a policy whereby permission is required from
the Commission; the Commission concurred.

m Celeste also asked about the vehicle procurement policy as his department is looking at a
used vehicle for K9 unit. The vehicle would be paid for from forfeiture funds;
Commission indicated he did not need to come back to the Commission for approval to
purchase used vehicle.

m City Manager Gary Bradley reported due to a problem with the mailing center, ETC has
been unable to get the community surveys mailed out. ETC has indicated they will still
be able to meet the deadline for completion of the project.

m City Attorney Paul Kritz reviewed information on a utility easement which the City no
longer has access to due to the reconstruction of the highway east of town. Sherwood
Construction, the owner of the property, has been contacted regarding acquiring access to
the easement where our 138 kV transmission and 69 kV sub transmission lines are
located. Sherwood will offer the 51 acre parcel to the City at no cost. Commissioners
agreed to proceed with the offer.

m Kritz reviewed a letter from John Horst representing Tony and Levi Holt who are
interested in obtaining an oil and gas lease for a portion of the airport/industrial park area.
Commissioners had questions related to the method of exploration and how it will impact
the airport area. Kritz will get more information and letters of reference for the Holts.
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m Commissioners Edwards and Falkner stated the City crews did a good job with clearing
the streets following the recent ice and snow storms.

41-719. Consumption of alcoholic liquor prohibited in certain places; exemptions. (a) (1) Except as
otherwise provided herein and in K.S.A. 8-1599, and amendments thereto, no person shall drink or consume
alcoholic liquor on the public streets, alleys, roads or highways or inside vehicles while on the public streets, alleys,
roads or highways.

(2) Alcoholic liquor may be consumed at a special event held on public streets, alleys, roads, sidewalks or
highways when a temporary permit has been issued pursuant to K.S.A 41-2645, and amendments thereto, for such
special event. Such special event must be approved, by ordinance or resolution, by the local governing body of any
city, county or township where such special event is being held. No alcoholic liquor may be consumed inside
vehicles while on public streets, alleys, roads or highways at any such special event.

(3) No person shall remove any alcoholic liquor from inside the boundaries of a special event as designated by
the governing body of any city, county or township. The boundaries of such special event shall be clearly marked
by signs, a posted map or other means which reasonably identify the area in which alcoholic liquor may be
possessed or consumed at such special event.

(4) No person shall possess or consume alcoholic liquor inside the premises licensed as a special event that was
not sold or provided by the licensee holding the temporary permit for such special event.

(b) No person shall drink or consume alcoholic liquor on private property except:

(1) On premises where the sale of liquor by the individual drink is authorized by the club and drinking
establishment act;

(2) upon private property by a person occupying such property as an owner or lessee of an owner and by the
guests of such person, if no charge is made for the serving or mixing of any drink or drinks of alcoholic liquor or for
any substance mixed with any alcoholic liquor and if no sale of alcoholic liquor in violation of K.S.A. 41-803, and
amendments thereto, takes place;

(3) in a lodging room of any hotel, motel or boarding house by the person occupying such room and by the
guests of such person, if no charge is made for the serving or mixing of any drink or drinks of alcoholic liquor or for
any substance mixed with any alcoholic liquor and if no sale of alcoholic liquor in violation of K.S.A. 41-803, and
amendments thereto, takes place;

(4) in a private dining room of a hotel, motel or restaurant, if the dining room is rented or made available on a
special occasion to an individual or organization for a private party and if no sale of alcoholic liquor in violation of
K.S.A. 41-803, and amendments thereto, takes place; or

(5) on the premises of a manufacturer, microbrewery, microdistillery or farm winery, if authorized by K.S.A. 41-
305, 41-308a, 41-308b or K.S.A. 2012 Supp. 41-354, and amendments thereto.

(c) No person shall drink or consume alcoholic liquor on public property except:

(1) On real property leased by a city to others under the provisions of K.S.A. 12-1740 through 12-1749, and
amendments thereto, if such real property is actually being used for hotel or motel purposes or purposes incidental
thereto.

(2) In any state-owned or operated building or structure, and on the surrounding premises, which is furnished to
and occupied by any state officer or employee as a residence.

(3) On premises licensed as a club or drinking establishment and located on property owned or operated by an
airport authority created pursuant to chapter 27 of the Kansas Statutes Annotated, and amendments thereto, or
established by a city.

(4) On the state fair grounds on the day of any race held thereon pursuant to the Kansas parimutuel racing act.

(5) On the state fairgrounds, if: (A) The alcoholic liquor is domestic beer or wine or wine imported under
subsection (e) of K.S.A. 41-308a, and amendments thereto, and is consumed only for purposes of judging
competitions; (B) the alcoholic liquor is wine or beer and is sold and consumed during the days of the Kansas state
fair on premises leased by the state fair board to a person who holds a temporary permit issued pursuant to K.S.A.
41-2645, and amendments thereto, authorizing the sale and serving of such wine or beer, or both; or (C) the
alcoholic liquor is consumed on nonfair days in conjunction with bona fide scheduled events involving not less than
75 invited guests and the state fair board, in its discretion, authorizes the consumption of the alcoholic liquor,
subject to any conditions or restrictions the board may require.

(6) In the state historical museum provided for by K.S.A. 76-2036, and amendments thereto, on the surrounding
premises and in any other building on such premises, as authorized by rules and regulations of the state historical
society.

(7) On the premises of any state-owned historic site under the jurisdiction and supervision of the state historical
society, on the surrounding premises and in any other building on such premises, as authorized by rules and
regulations of the state historical society.

(8) In a lake resort within the meaning of K.S.A. 32-867, and amendments thereto, on state-owned or leased
property.

(9) In the Hiram Price Dillon house or on its surrounding premises, subject to limitations established in policies
adopted by the legislative coordinating council, as provided by K.S.A. 75-3682, and amendments thereto.

(10) On the premises of any Kansas national guard regional training center or armory, and any building on such
premises, as authorized by rules and regulations of the adjutant general and upon approval of the Kansas military
board.

(11) On the premises of any land or waters owned or managed by the department of wildlife, parks and tourism,
except as otherwise prohibited by rules and regulations of the department adopted by the secretary pursuant to
K.S.A. 32-805, and amendments thereto.

(12) On property exempted from this subsection (c) pursuant to subsection (d), (e), (f), (g) or (h).

(d) Any city may exempt, by ordinance, from the provisions of subsection (c) specified property the title of which
is vested in such city.

(e) The board of county commissioners of any county may exempt, by resolution, from the provisions of
subsection (c) specified property the title of which is vested in such county.

(f) The state board of regents may exempt from the provisions of subsection (c) the Sternberg museum on the
campus of Fort Hays state university, or other specified property which is under the control of such board and which
is not used for classroom instruction, where alcoholic liquor may be consumed in accordance with policies adopted
by such board.

(g) The board of regents of Washburn university may exempt from the provisions of subsection (c) the Mulvane





art center and the Bradbury Thompson alumni center on the campus of Washburn university, and other specified
property the title of which is vested in such board and which is not used for classroom instruction, where alcoholic
liguor may be consumed in accordance with policies adopted by such board.

(h) The board of trustees of a community college may exempt from the provisions of subsection (c) specified
property which is under the control of such board and which is not used for classroom instruction, where alcoholic
liguor may be consumed in accordance with policies adopted by such board.

(i) Violation of any provision of this section is a misdemeanor punishable by a fine of not less than $50 or more
than $200 or by imprisonment for not more than six months, or both.

(j) For the purposes of this section, "special event" means a picnic, bazaar, festival or other similar community
gathering, which has been approved by the local governing body of any city, county or township.

Our current fleet of Dodge Chargers have performed
well.

After reviewing the bids and comparing options, staff
recommended purchasing Ford SUV Interceptors.
Staff found that the SUV models were all-wheel drive,
adding the benefit and security of being able to operate
in adverse weather conditions. Currently the police
department borrows four-wheel drive vehicles from the
Electric Department during bad weather. The SUVs
were found to have greater interior space, both for
equipment and ease in transporting prisoners.

Police Department staff believes the value of the all-
wheel drive and increased interior space exceeded the
price difference of the Dodge Chargers.

BACKGROUND

Staff recently received the renewal proposal for Health
and Life/AD&D insurance. The city’s health insurance
committee met and discussed the renewal option and the
possibility of taking the plan out for bid with other carriers.
Each department indicated our employees are satisfied
with Blue Cross Blue Shield. The committee requested
some additional renewal options to allow our group to see
how changes in our plans expected claim amounts and
our grandfather status affected the costs to the group.
Blue Cross Blue Shield provided additional renewals
which are all included on the attached Exhibit 1.

SPECIAL NOTES

The City of Coffeyville health insurance policy covers city
employees as well as employees of the Coffeyville Public
Library. The library and their employees pay 100% of the
premiums for those participating in the city’s plan. By
participating with the city, they become part of a larger
group and can therefore obtain somewhat lower
premiums for their employees.

ANALYSIS

The health insurance committee reviewed each option
presented by Blue Cross Blue Shield and is
recommending we remain with our current plan design.
This option results in a 4.9% increase in maximum health
care cost exposure over last year. While this is not the
option with the lowest increase, it does limit our plan’s
fixed costs (annual stop loss costs) to an amount lower
than the other options.

As per the Personnel Manual Memorandum of
Agreements, the City of Coffeyville will maintain its
annual contribution of $9,000 per budgeted employee for
this plan year. The city funds the health insurance plan at
our maximum exposure each year. While the
spreadsheet indicates we could end the year with an
unfunded balance, our claims experience has never risen
to the projected amounts calculated by Blue Cross Blue
Shield. The committee feels confident we will not reach
the projected totals and will end the coming year without
the need to increase premiums to the employees.

Staff will be monitoring our claims continually throughout
the year and making recommendations to the health
insurance committee if employee premium adjustments
would be necessary mid-year. The health insurance
committee will be meeting regularly to determine ways to
help control our costs. We will be doing some training to
educate ourselves on other types of health care plans to
determine if there are other options that would work for
our employees.

The purpose of this report is to request a change in the
weed ordinance. The ordinance now states that weeds
have a blighting effect if they exceed 8 inches. We are
requesting this be changed to 12 inches.

Code Enforcement labors many hours entering case
information, mailing notices and re inspecting for code
compliance. During the mowing season, particularly at
the beginning, this seems to be counter productive.
The enforcement steps are as follows;

1. Initial inspection for weeds >8"

Log owner information into MyGov
Mail violation notice to owner

Re inspect in 10 days

7. Confirm contractor mowing

It is often step 5 and 6 where we discover that the lot
in question is mowed and the case is closed.

ANALYSIS

In 2012, between March 1 and May 15, there were 266
violation notices mailed to land owners. Of those only
28 were found to be in violation of the ordinance after
the 10 day waiting period. These 28 were mowed by
the city. Independence, Cherryvale, lola, Ottawa and
Pittsburg also consider weeds to have a blighting effect
if they exceed 12 inches in height. The League of
Kansas Municipalities also uses 12 inches in height in
their sample ordinances.

“(9) Weeds. All weeds, grasses, obnoxious vegetable
growths or underbrush attaining a height of twelve inches
(12”) or more.”

All other provisions of Chapter 16, Section 16-1, of the Code of Ordinances
shall remain in force and effect.

Section 3. This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its publication,
as provided by law.

It is the policy of the Coffeyville Police Department to provide for the safe and orderly use of
the city owned firearms range.

Il. PROCEDURE

1. CITY OWNED FIREARMS RANGE
1.1  The City of Coffeyville currently owns property located in the 1400 Block of
South Walnut, Coffeyville, KS, which has been designated as a firearms range.
1.2 The range shall be maintained and repaired in accordance with the agreement
between the City of Coffeyville and the Coffeyville Shooters Club.

2. AUTHORIZED USERS
1.1  Only authorized uses shall be permitted on the range.
1.2 Authorized Users;
1.2.1 Coffeyville Police Officers
1.2.2 Montgomery County Sheriff Deputies
1.2.3 Any local, state, or federal law enforcement officer(s) when approved by
the Chief of Police
1.2.4 Coffeyville Shooters Club Members
1.2.5 Guests as allowed by the Coffeyville Shooters Club when accompanied by
a member
1.2.6 Students of an approved firearms safety class, shooting class, or concealed
carry class.

3. LIMITS OF USE
1.1  No firearms or ammunition prohibited by Federal, State, or local ordinance, nor
shall any other weapon or destructive device be used on the range which the
owner or possessor is not legally permitted to own or use.

/ﬁ%@ﬁ/i/ , 1997, by and between the City of Coffeyville, a
municipal corporation organized and operating under the laws of
the state of Kansas, (hereinafter called "CITY"), and the
Coffeyville Shooters Club, (hereinafter called "CLUB").

WHEREAS, CLUB desires to use a certain piece of property
owned by CITY for the purpose of operating and maintaining a
firearms shooting range; and

WHEREAS, CITY is the owner of the hereinafter described
tract of land, and CITY, subject to the terms and conditions set
forth below has agreed for CLUB to use such property for such
purposes;

NOW, THEREFORE, CITY and CLUB hereby agree as follows:

1. PURPOSE. The purpose of this Agreement is to provide
the members of the CLUB a place to shoot firearms on an
individual and organizational basis and to provide a benefit to
CITY by having CLUB help in maintaining and improving the
facilities used by the Coffeyville Police Department in its
training and practice. CITY recognizes that CLUB may sponsor
shooting competition; or other organized events and CLUB
recognizes that CITY may likewise organize such events. Both
parties desire to work together to benefit each other.

2. PROPERTY TO BE USED. The general description of the
property is as follows:

The area within and immediately surrounding
the burm located directly North of the Model






Airplane field in Pfister Park, Coffeyville,
Kansas, including the area extending directly
South of the burm but not overlapping with
the Airplane Field.

hereinafter called "RANGE".

The parties hereto expressly acknowledge that the above
described tract of land may be a temporary location and that the
CITY reserves the right to change that tract and convert it to
some other public purpose, and, at its option, either open a new
range at a new location or to choose not to construct another
range.

In the event a new range is constructed at a new location,
then this agreement shall be interpreted so that the term "RANGE"
refers to the new location.

3. TERM OF AGREEMENT. CITY agrees to permit CLUB to use
the RANGE for a period of one (1) year beginning on March 15,
1997, and ending on March 14, 1998, regardless of the date this
agreement is executéd, and subject to the remaining terms and
conditions of this agreement. This agreément shall be extended
for succeeding one (1) year terms unless CITY gives CLUB notice
at least ninety (90) days prior to its expiration. The CITY
agrees that it shall not arbitrarily refuse to extend this
agreement.

4, ALTERATTIONS AND IMPROVEMENTS. CLUB shall'not make any
permanent alﬁerations, additions or improvements to the RANGE

without the written consent of the City Manager. All

alterations, additions or improvements which shall be made by

either party (except the CLUB’s furniture, equipment and supplies
never attached or affixed to the realty) shall be the property of
the CITY and shall remain upon and be surrendered with the
premises as part thereof, without disturbance, molestation, or
injury. CLUB and CITY may from time to time enter into joint
efforts to improve the RANGE and may share the cost and/or labor
of such improvements.

5. MAINTENANCE AND REPAIRS. CLUB shall, at all times and
at its own cost and expenses, repair, replace and maintain in a
good, safe and substantial condition the RANGE ahd any
improvements, additions and alterations thereto and shall use all
reasonable precaution to prevent waste, damage, or injury to the
RANGE. PROVIDED, CLUB shall not be responsible for any damage
not caused by CLUB members or CLUB activities.

CLUB shall keep all vegetation within the burm area trimmed
and mowed in a neat and sightly fashion. CITY shall be
responsible for all other mowing and trimming. In the event a
fence is constructed, CLUB shall maintain the vegetation area
inside the fence.

6. HOURS OF OPERATION. Prior to beginning use of the
RANGE, CLUB shall furnish to CITY a schedule of days and times
the CLUB expects to open the RANGE to its membership. CLUB
agrees that no firearms shall be used at the RANGE between one-
half hour after official sunset and 8 a.m. the following morning

without approval from CITY’s chief of police. CLUB may submit






revised schedules of operation, but, in no event shall such
revised schedule take effect sooner than thirty days after being
presented to CITY. CITY reserves the right to refuse certain
hours of operation, but such refusal shall not be arbitrary.

7. LIMITS OF USE. There shall not be permitted on the
RANGE the use of any firearm or ammunition prohibited by Federal,
State or Local ordinance, nor shall any other weapon or
destructive device be used which the owner or possessor thereof
is not legally permitted to own or use.

8. RESERVATIONS. CITY hereby reserves the right to the
exclusive use of RANGE as a training and practice facility for
the CITY’s police department at such times and under such
circumstances as CITY may, in its discretion, deem necessary.
CITY shall provide CLUB with a schedule of anticipated use so
that CLUB has notice of the times and days that the police
department will be using the RANGE, provided, however, that CITY
retains the right to use the RANGE upon immediate demand if
required.

CITY further reserves the right to grant permission to any
other local, state or federal law enforcement agency, military
organization or public entity to have the exclusive use of the
RANGE for such purposes as CITY deems necessary or desirable.
CITY agrees to provide CLUB notice of the times and days such
permission is given and such notice shall be given as early in

advance as reasonable under the circumstances.






9. CASUALTY 10SS. Should the RANGE or any buildings
constructed thereon be destroyed in whole or in part by fire or
other casualty, or damaged to such an extent that its repair
would not be economically feésible, neither CITY nor the CLUB
shall have any obligation whatsoever to repair, reconstruct, or
restore the RANGE. If the election is made not to restore,
repair, or reconstruct the RANGE, this agreement shall
automatically terminate.

10, UTILITIES. CLUB shall pay all costs of natural gas
utility service, telephone service and waste disposal service.
CITY agrees to pay reasonable costs of electricity, water, and
sewer services. This paragraph shall not be interpreted to
require either party to furnish such services if the same do not
already exist.

11. CANCELLATION. The CITY may terminate this agreement,
with or without cause, upon sixty (60) days written notice, to
the CLUB. At the expiration of the sixty (60) days, CITY shall
be entitled to take possession of the RANGE and all rights and
responsibilities of CLUB in the RANGE shall then be terminated.
CLUB may cancel this agreement for any reason upon twenty (20)
days prior written notice to the CITY and all rights and
responsibilities of CLUB in the RANGE shall then be terminated.

12. WAIVER OF BREACH. Any waiver by the CITY of any breach
of any of CLUB’s obligations under this agreement shall not be

deemed a continuing waiver and shall not prevent the CITY from






exercising any remedy it may have for any succeeding breach of
the same or another obligation of the CLUB.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. CLUB agrees to indemnify and hold
CITY, its agents, officers and employees, harmless from any and
all losses, liability, and expense, including reasonable
attorney’s fees, for bodily injury, death, or property damage
caused by or arising out of the CLUB’s maintenance, use, or
operation of the RANGE.

14. LIABILITY INSURANCE. During the term of this
agreement, CLUB agrees to obtain and maintain, at its own
expense, public liability insurance in an amount not less than
Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) with an insurance
company authorized to do business in the State of Kansas. The
policy shall be in a form acceptable to the CITY and shall be for
the protection of the CITY as well as CLUB. The CITY shall be
named an additional insured. PROVIDED HOWEVER, that the coverage
provided thereby shall be for the acts and negligence of CLUB,
its members and non-CLUB member guests, but shall not provide
coverage for the acts of CITY’S employees, police officers or any
other non-CLUB member when acting on behalf of CITY, nor any
other non-CLUB person who may use the RANGE, nor for CLUB members
who are city employees while acting within the scope of their
employment.

A copy of the policy or a certificate of insurance shall be

filed with the City Clerk. The policy shall provide that it

The rights and privileges
under this agreement are non-assignable and CLUB shall not assign
or sublet the RANGE or any portion thereof.

Honorable Commissioners:

This letter and information packet is intended to serve as our formal request to be
allowed to use the City of Coffeyville Firearms Range one time per month to teach the
Kansas Concealed Carry Class.

We are both local Law Enforcement Officers, with each of us serving over 20 years
in this community and county., We are also Certified Kansas Law Enforcement Firearms
Instructors, Certified NRA Handgun and Shotgun Instructors and Certified Kansas
Concealed Carry Instructors. Together, we have over 35 years of training and experience
as Firearms Instructors.

In 2012, we began teaching local citizens who wish to obtain their Kansas Concealed
Carry License, We teach one class per month and we limit our class size to no more than
24 students total per class. The classroom portion of our training is conducted in
downtown Coffeyville at the Red Cross building. When we conduct the range portion of
our classes, we have four shooters per relay, meaning that the student to instructor ratio is
2:1.

We are insured through the NRA Endorsed Property and Casualty Insurance
Program, administered by Lockton Affinity, LLLC. We carry a §2,000,000 liability policy
and we have named the City of Coffeyville Firearms Range as an insured facility., Attached
you will find copies of our insurance Certificate and information. This provides protection
and coverage for us as well as our students and the City and its facility. In addition, we
conduct a safety briefing at each classroom and range session. We provide an on-site
trauma kit as well as an emergency response plan in the event of injury on the range.
