m Wayne Scott, 705 Willow, requested the City relax the sign ordinance pertaining to garage
sales.

m Gene Branton, 203 Southern Hills, requested the City remove all stop lights except those on
11™ Street.

m Tosha Williams, 2203 W. 2, requested the City install blinking lights and rumble strips
around Community Elementary prior to school beginning reiterating she has been making
this request for many months since her son was hit by a vehicle in a crosswalk by the school.

Discussion on animal ordinances.

m Teresa Graybill, 402 Centennial, along with her daughter, Hannah, shared an experience
where Hannah’s two bucket calves were killed by pit bulls; they requested there be a ban
on pit bulls in Coffeyville.

m Dustin Thurman, 213 W. 4; Megan Swindell, 109 W. New; Teresa Austin, 227 W.
Broadway, South Coffeyville; Lisa Ruark, 1114 W. 4, all stated there should not be a
breed specific ban.

m Wayne Scott, 705 Willow, stated he is in favor of banning vicious dogs and stated there

should be a ballot initiative on this question to give the citizens a chance to vote on it.

m Kevin Shamblin, 402 W. 1, questioned what specific breeds would be banned and would
it include the American bully breed.

m Jim Percival, 501 Southern Hills, stated Friends of Animals is not taking a stand on
banning breed specific animals; they are against abuse of all animals.

m Paul Stinson, Animal Control Officer, stated he is not in favor of banning specific breeds.

m Tony Celeste, Police Chief, stated as of June 1, there were 39 pit bulls registered in the

City limits; since then there have been 18 additional registered. His department supports
revising the definition of vicious animals to not have to wait until a dog bites someone to
declare it vicious; they also support language on tethering and not allowing dogs to be
kept at vacant houses.

m Mayor George asked for a consensus on banning specific breeds; Commissioner Williams
was the only one in favor of this.

m Paul Kritz, City Attorney, reported an informal survey was conducted to see how other
cities have chosen to address the vicious animal problem. Thirteen of the 18 cities that
responded have some form of breed specific laws. He reviewed ordinances from Topeka
and Lenexa for definitions of vicious animals. Commissioners instructed Kritz to bring
back a draft ordinance revising the definition of vicious animals and including language
on tethering animals.

We have reviewed the two (2) bids received July 11, 2013 for the construction of the referenced
project, and subsequently prepared a tabulation of those bids. The total on the enclosed Tabulation of
Bids show the amounts of the submitted bids.

| have also enclosed bid tabulations of larger but similar projects let by the Kansas Department of
Transportation. Upon review and comparison of the unit prices therein, it is our opinion that bid prices for
this project are high. Given the number of bids received and conversations with area contractors, it is our
understanding that many contractors are currently under contract with other projects that require
completion before the end of the construction season. Bidders also indicated that this project is smaller in
comparison to previous projects let by the City and thereby less attractive.

It is our understanding that the City of Coffeyville has applied for KLINK funds for an additional 1-
mile section of highway west of this project. Should these funds become available, it is our
recommendation that the City consider combining these projects into one larger project thereby allowing
the larger project to become more attractive to area contractors. We also recommend that the City move
forward with the design as soon as possible to allow solicitation of bids to occur early next year.

Since the City may consider rejecting the bids, it is customary to withhold distribution of the bid
tabulation in fairness to those bidders who submitted a bid. As such, | will not distribute the tabulation until
further notice.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT, made and entered into as of July , 2013, by and between Big
Chief Land Company, LLC, d/b/a Big Chief RV Park (“Big Chief”), and the City of Coffeyville,
Kansas, a municipal corporation duly incorporated under the laws of the state of Kansas ("City").

Recitals

A Big Chief owns and operates an RV park located adjacent to the Coffeyville
Industrial Park in Coffeyville, Kansas.

B. Big Chief has evaluated its electricity usage and determined that it would improve its
efficiency to replace the existing metering with primary metering.

C. City owns and operates its own generation, transmission, and distribution
facilities to furnish retail electric service to the geographic area identified as the
City's Certified Electric Service Territory pursuant to K.S.A. 66-1,170 et seq.

D. City has agreed to modify the metering structure, as requested by Big Chief, and
to make corollary adjustments to City’s transmission and distribution facilities
(collectively, the “Upgrades™), subject to Big Chief’s agreement to pay City for
the actual cost of labor and material associated therewith, estimated to be
$11,961.06.

THEREFORE, the parties have agreed as follows:

1. City agrees to make the Upgrades within approximately thirty (30) days from the
date of this Agreement.

2. Big Chief acknowledges the balance owed to City for previous electric
transmission work provided to Big Chief’s facility is $54,682.05" as of June 20, 2013. Big Chief
agrees that the actual cost for the Upgrades shall be added thereto, which will bring the amount
to be paid by Big Chief for transmission/metering work to approximately $66,643.11. The actual
balance, to be determined following completion of the Upgrades, shall be paid in monthly
installments of $1,367.05, until paid in full. The payment amount shall be added to Big Chief’s
monthly utility bill.

3. If requested by City, Big Chief shall provide to City, at no cost to City, necessary
rights-of-way, easements, or licenses on or across Big Chief’s real estate, at reasonable locations
thereon, for the proper location of City-owned electric facilities, including transmission facilities
that are reasonably utilized by City for the delivery of power and energy to Big Chief’s electric
service delivery points.

4, Big Chief acknowledges the existence of a lighted billboard situated upon Big
Chief’s real estate that will be “behind” the proposed Big Chief meter and that Big Chief will

become responsible for payment for electric service to the billboard. Big Chief agrees not to charge the
billboard owner a separate fee based upon electric usage in violation of the City’s electric rate code.

5. This Agreement shall be binding upon the Parties and their successors and
assigns.

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ORDINANCE NO. G-13-04

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CERTAIN PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 6,
RELATING TO DANGEROUS ANIMALS, OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
OF THE CITY OF COFFEYVILLE, KANSAS, AND REPEALING ANY
ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF
COFFEYVILLE, KANSAS:

Section 1. That Chapter 6, Article I, Section 6.1 of the Code of Ordinances of the
City of Coffeyville, be and is hereby amended to add the following definitions:

Dangerous Animal means and includes any wild mammal, reptile or fowl which
is not naturally tame or gentle but is of a wild nature or disposition and which,
because of its size, vicious nature or other characteristics, would constitute a
danger to human life or property.

Dangerous Dog means any dog with a known propensity, tendency or disposition
to attack, cause injury to, or otherwise threaten the safety of human beings or
domestic animals; or (i) any dog which has aggressively bitten, attacked,
endangered, or inflicted severe injury on a human being on public or private
property; or (ii) any dog which, without provocation, approaches any person in a
vicious or terrorizing manner or in an apparent attitude of attack upon any public
or private property; or (iii) any dog which, without provocation, bites a human
being or domestic animal; or (iv) any dog owned primarily or in part for the
purpose of dog fighting or any dog trained for dog fighting; or (v) any dog that
has more than once severely injured or killed a domestic animal. Notwithstanding
the definition of a "dangerous dog" herein, when determining whether a dog is
dangerous pursuant to this Code, the Court may consider as mitigating factors
whether any injury or damage is sustained by a person or animal who, at the time
such injury or damage was sustained, was committing a willful trespass or other
tort upon premises owned or occupied by the owner of the dog; was teasing,
tormenting, abusing or assaulting the dog; was committing or attempting to
commit a crime; or whether the dog was protecting or defending a human being
within the immediate vicinity of the dog from an unjustified attack or assault.
This definition shall not apply to police dogs.

Enclosure means a fence (not the perimeter fence of the property or yard) or
structure of six feet (6") in height, forming or causing an enclosure suitable to
prevent the entry of young children and suitable to confine a dangerous dog. Such
enclosure shall be securely enclosed and locked and designed with secure sides,
top and bottom, and shall be designed to prevent the animal from escaping from
the enclosure. If such enclosure has no bottom secured to the sides, the sides must
be embedded into the ground no less than one foot (1.





Tether or Tethering, when used as a verb, shall mean fastening a dog or cat to a
stationary object, pulley run line or a stake, and when used as a noun, shall mean
a chain, leash, rope, cable, chain, string, leather or nylon strap, or any other
material used to fasten a dog or cat to a stationary object, pulley run line or a
stake.

Section 2. That Chapter 6, Article I, Section 6.1, be and is hereby further
amended to delete the definition of Vicious Animal.

Section 3. That Chapter 6, Article Il, Section 6.37, be and is hereby amended as
follows:

Sec. 6-37 Keeping Dangerous Animals.

A. Prohibitions: No person shall own or permit to be kept on such person’s
premises any dangerous animal. This subsection will not be construed to apply
to zoological parks, performing animal exhibitions or circuses, bona fide
licensed veterinary hospitals for treatment, or bona fide educational or
medical institutions, museums where they are kept as live exhibits or for
study.

B. Seizure and Impoundment: If the Animal Control Officer has probable cause
to believe that a person owns a dangerous animal on premises in the City, the
Animal Control Officer shall cause the animal to be immediately seized and
impounded, or euthanized, if seizure and impoundment are not possible
without risk of serious physical harm or death to any person. Upon seizure and
impoundment, said animal may be euthanized or delivered to a place of
confinement which may be with any organization which is authorized by law
to accept, own, keep or harbor such animals. In lieu of seizure and
impoundment, the Animal Control Officer may order the animal immediately
removed by the owner, if the Animal Control Officer has reason to believe
that the owner can safely and promptly provide for the removal of the animal.
The owner must provide the Animal Control Officer with proof confirming
the safe relocation of the animal upon request.

C. Costs: Any reasonable costs incurred in seizing, impounding, euthanizing or
confining any dangerous animal shall be the responsibility of the owner of
such animal. Such costs shall be in addition to any fine or penalty provided for
violation of this Chapter. Failure to pay said costs within ten (10) days after
receipt of a written notice of the amount due shall be a violation of this
Section.

Sec. 6-37a. Dangerous Dogs.

A. Determination of a Dangerous Dog:





If the Animal Control Officer has probable cause to believe a dog is
dangerous, as defined in Section 6-1, the City Attorney may file a petition
with the Municipal Court, verified by the Animal Control Officer, seeking
a determination that the dog is dangerous. If the City intends to seek an
order from the Court that the dog be euthanized, the petition shall
specifically identify that as the remedy requested.

. The City Attorney shall provide the owner of the dog with a copy of the
petition, and written notice of the date, time, and location of the hearing.

. When the Animal Control Officer has probable cause to believe that the
subject dog may pose a threat of serious harm to human beings or other
animals, the Animal Control Officer or a law enforcement officer is
authorized to seize and impound the dog pending the hearing and/or any
appeal. If the subject dog has been impounded, the matter shall be
scheduled for a hearing within ten (10) business days from the date of
impoundment. If the dog is not impounded, the hearing shall be held
within thirty (30) days from the date the petition is filed in the Coffeyville
Municipal Court. These deadlines may be extended by the Court for good
cause shown.

. The hearing shall be conducted by the Municipal Judge, who will sit as an
administrative judge for purposes of this Section. As administrative judge,
he or she is empowered to hold hearings, subpoena witnesses, take the
testimony of persons under oath, and to require the production of any
evidence relating to any matter being heard.

. At the hearing, all interested parties shall be given an opportunity to
present testimony and relevant materials on the issue of whether the dog in
question is dangerous. The testimony and relevant materials may include
but not be limited to Animal Control reports, the facts, circumstances, and
seriousness of any attack or wound, past history of wounds inflicted by the
dog in question, and the potential propensity of the dog to inflict wounds
in the future. The hearing shall be civil in nature, informal in the
presentation of the testimony, and open to the public.

If the Court, after hearing the testimony and reviewing the relevant
materials, determines that the City has proven by a preponderance of the
evidence that the dog meets the definition of dangerous dog, the dog shall
be deemed dangerous. In addition, the Court has the authority to order the
dog removed from the City, or destruction of the dog, as it deems
appropriate. If destruction or removal of the dog is not ordered, the owner
shall have fourteen (14) days from the date of the Court’s determination to
comply with all of the requirements of this Code pertaining to dangerous
dogs, or within such other time frame as the Court may require. Future
compliance hearings and/or the requirement to post bond to ensure





compliance or to perfect an appeal may be ordered at the discretion of the
Court. If the owner fails to comply with the provisions of this Section
within the time frame ordered, unless stayed by the filing of an appeal, the
dog shall be ordered destroyed.

7. If the dog was impounded prior to the hearing and is determined to be
dangerous, the owner shall provide proof of compliance with all of the
requirements of this Code pertaining to dangerous dogs to Animal
Control, and pay all applicable impoundment and boarding fees, before the
dog may be released. If the owner appeals the Court’s decision, the dog
shall remain impounded pending the determination on appeal, and all
associated boarding costs shall be the responsibility of the owner. If the
dog is determined not to be dangerous, it may be released to its owner
immediately upon payment of all impoundment and boarding fees.

8. The failure of an owner to appear at a hearing, or the removal of the dog
from the City prior to the scheduled hearing, does not preclude the Court
from holding a hearing and/or determining that the dog is dangerous. In
addition to any other order, the Court may order the owner to provide
Animal Control with the exact location, address, and contact information
for the new owner of the dog (if moved), and require that the animal not
be returned to the City without first notifying Animal Control and
verifying full compliance with this Chapter.

9. If an owner desires to contest the Court’s determination that a dog is
dangerous, he or she may appeal to the district court. The owner shall file
a notice of appeal with the municipal court clerk within ten (10) days of
the Court’s determination. If the dog has been impounded, the Court may
require that the owner post a bond in an amount sufficient to pay for the
animal’s current impoundment and boarding fees, and a minimum of thirty
(30) additional days boarding, which shall also be required within ten (10)
days of the Court’s determination. The dog shall remain impounded until a
final determination is made on appeal. The municipal court clerk will
prepare the record on appeal, similar to an appeal from a municipal court
pursuant to K.S.A. 12-4602 and K.S.A. 22-3609, and amendments thereto,
and submit the record to the district court. The district court shall review
the matter de novo, and the City’s burden of proof shall be the
preponderance of the evidence.

B. Stipulations by Owner:

1. The owner of a dog subject to a petition seeking a dangerous
determination may waive his or her right to a hearing and enter a
stipulation that the dog is dangerous, or a stipulation that the evidence
would be sufficient to sustain a finding that the dog is dangerous. Any
such stipulation shall be reduced to writing and signed by the owner. A





stipulation shall have the same legal effect as a determination by the Court
that the dog is dangerous. The owner shall comply with all provisions of
this Code regarding dangerous dogs within fourteen (14) days from the
date of the stipulation, or some later time frame if agreed to by the City
and approved by the Court. If the owner fails to come into compliance
with the Code within the designated time frame, the dog shall be ordered
destroyed.

2. For purposes of this Chapter, a dog that is stipulated to be dangerous under
this Section shall be synonymous with a dog determined to be dangerous
by the Court. Further, entering into a stipulation is not an appealable order.

C. Regulation of Dangerous Dogs: The following provisions shall apply to all
dogs determined to be dangerous:

1. Confinement Required: All dangerous dogs shall at all times be confined
in an enclosure, as defined in Section 6-1, or inside a structure. No
dangerous dog shall be kept on a porch, patio or in any part of a house or
structure that would allow the dog to exit such building on its own
volition. In addition, no dangerous dog shall be kept in a house or
structure when the windows are open or when window screens or screen
doors are the only obstacles preventing the dog from exiting the structure.

2. Confinement Exceptions: An owner of a dangerous dog will be allowed to
have its dog outside of an enclosure or structure only for the following
purposes: (1) to obtain necessary veterinary treatment; (2) to transfer
ownership of the dog; (3) exercise; (4) elimination breaks; or (5) to
comply with the commands of an Animal Control Officer. These
exceptions apply only if the dangerous dog is securely muzzled, restrained
with a leash of sufficient strength and not more than four feet in length,
and is under the direct control of an adult capable of exercising control
over the dog. The muzzle shall be made and used in a manner that will not
cause injury to the dog or interfere with its vision or respiration, but shall
prevent it from biting any human or animal.

3. Registration: An owner of a dog determined to be dangerous shall register
it with the City within fourteen (14) days of the determination, and
annually thereafter in conjunction with its licensing schedule. The
registration shall be on a form provided by the City and accompanied by a
nonrefundable registration fee as provided by ordinance or resolution or as
otherwise permitted. Such registration fee shall not be prorated if required
for less than a full year, and shall be separate and distinct from license fees
required by the Code. The registration form shall include the name,
address, and telephone number of the owner; an alternate contact person
by name, address, and telephone number; a picture or pictures of the dog
showing its (1) face, (2) color, and (3) any distinctive markings; the





height, weight, breed, and approximate age of the dog; liability insurance
carrier information; and any other information deemed necessary by the
City.

Insurance Required: No dangerous dog shall be registered by the City
unless the owner of such dangerous dog presents to the City proof that the
owner has procured liability insurance in the amount of at least five
hundred thousand dollars ($500,000.00) covering any damage or injury
which may be caused by such dangerous dog. The City shall be listed as
certificate holder, and shall be required to be notified of any cancellation,
termination or expiration of the liability insurance policy. The owner shall
maintain the liability insurance required by this subsection at all times,
unless and until the owner shall cease to own the dangerous dog. The
owner must provide proof to the City if he or she transfers ownership of
the dog or if the dog dies.

. Warning Signs: The owner of a dangerous dog shall display in a
prominent place a clearly visible warning sign indicating that there is a
dangerous dog on the premises. A similar sign is required to be posted on
any enclosure used to confine the dangerous dog. All such signs shall
comply with the City’s sign ordinance.

Microchip Required: The owner of a dangerous dog shall have a
microchip implanted into the dog for identification purposes, and the name
of the microchip manufacturer and identification number of the microchip
must be provided to the City. All costs related to the purchase,
implantation, and registration of the microchip are the responsibility of the
owner.

. Spaying or Neutering Required: All dangerous dogs shall be spayed or
neutered.

. Tethering Prohibited: No dangerous dog may be leashed or tethered to an
inanimate object.

Relocation:

a. If an owner of a dangerous dog moves the animal to another location
within the City, the owner shall, within five (5) days of any change in
address, notify Animal Control and provide an updated registration
form to the City.

b. If an owner of a dangerous dog moves the animal out of the City, the
owner shall provide Animal Control with the exact location and
address of the dog’s new residence.





c. A dog which has been determined or deemed by another jurisdiction to
be dangerous, or some other comparable designation, with a similar
definition and standards as found in Section 6-1, shall not be relocated
into Coffeyville. However, if the dog was deemed dangerous solely
based on breed, the dog may be allowed to relocate to Coffeyville.

10. Notification of Escape: The owner or keeper of a dangerous dog shall
immediately notify Animal Control if such dog escapes from its enclosure
or restraint and is at large. Immediate notification also shall be required if
the dog bites or attacks a person or domestic animal.

11. Compliance; Violations: It shall be unlawful for any owner of a dangerous
dog to fail to comply with any of the requirements and conditions set forth
in this Section. Any dangerous dog found to be in violation of this Section
may be subject to immediate seizure and impoundment. Upon conviction
for a violation of this Chapter, in addition to any other penalty as allowed,
the Court may order the dog euthanized. Any costs for impoundment,
boarding, or euthanasia shall be the responsibility of the owner. Failure to
pay said costs within ten (10) days after receipt of a written notice of the
amount due shall be a violation of this Section.

12. Penalty: Any person found guilty of violating the provisions of this
Section shall be punished as follows:

a. A fine of not more than two thousand five hundred dollars
($2,500.00); or

b. Imprisonment for not more than one (1) year; or

c. Both such fine and imprisonment not to exceed subsections (a) and (b)
of this Section.

d. Each day that a violation continues is deemed to be a separate offense.

Section 4. That Chapter 6, Article I, be and is hereby amended to add a new
Section 6-4a, as follows:

Sec. 6-4a. Tethering.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person to attach chains or other tethers, restraints
or implements directly to a dog or cat without the proper use of a collar,
harness, or other device designed for that purpose and made from a material
that prevents injury to the animal. No person shall:

B. No person shall:





Continuously tether a dog or cat for more than fifteen (15) minutes
without supervision;

Use a tether that, due to weight, inhibits the free movement of the animal
within the area tethered; or

Tether a dog or cat on a choke chain or in such a manner as to cause
injury, strangulation, or entanglement of the dog on fences, trees, or other
manmade or natural obstacles; or

Tether a dog or cat without access to shade when sunlight is likely to
cause overheating, or appropriate shelter to provide insulation and
protection against cold and dampness when the atmospheric temperature
falls below 40 degrees Fahrenheit, or to tether a dog without securing its
water supply so that it cannot be tipped over by the tether; or

Tether a dog or cat in an open area where it can be teased by persons or an
open area that does not provide the dog or cat protection from attack by
other animals; or

Tether a dog or cat in an area where bare earth is present and no steps have
been taken to prevent the surface from becoming wet and muddy in the
event of precipitation.

C. Penalty: Any person found guilty of violating the provisions of this Section
shall be punished as follows:

Section 5. That Chapter 6, Article I, be and is hereby amended to add a new
Section 6-20, as follows:

Sec. 6-20. Animal Cruelty.

A. It shall be unlawful for any person to recklessly or intentionally:

1.

Kill, injure, maim, torture, burn or mutilate any animal,

Abandon or leave any animal in any place without ensuring provisions for
its proper care;





3. Have physical custody of any animal and fail to provide such food,

potable water, protection from the elements, opportunity for exercise
adequate to maintain health, or other care as is needed for the health or
well-being of such animal. For purposes of this Section:

a. Food shall be wholesome, free from contamination, and of sufficient

quantity and nutritive value to maintain the animal(s) good health.
Animals shall be fed at least once a day except as dictated by
veterinary treatment, normal fasts or other accepted practices. All food
receptacles shall be kept clean.

Potable water shall be adequate fresh water, which shall be made
available to animals on a regular basis.

Protection from the elements shall be natural or artificial shelter
appropriate to the local climatic conditions for the species concerned.
Animals kept outdoors shall be afforded protection to prevent severe
discomfort of such animals. When sunlight is likely to cause
overheating, sufficient shade by natural or artificial means shall be
provided to allow all animals kept outdoors to protect themselves from
direct sunlight. Owners of animals kept outdoors or in an unheated
enclosure shall provide the animal with the following minimum
standards of shelter: (i) it shall include a moisture proof and
windproof structure of suitable size to accommodate the animal and
allow retention of body heat and shall be made of durable material
with a solid floor; (ii) it shall be provided with a sufficient quantity of
clean, suitable bedding material consisting of hay, stray, cedar
shavings, or the equivalent, to promote insulation and protection
against cold and dampness and promote retention of body heat.

4. Cause, instigate, stage, or train any animal to fight or permit any animal to

fight any other animal or human.

B. Penalty: Any person found guilty of violating the provisions of this Section
shall be punished as follows:

1. A fine of not more than five hundred dollars ($500.00); or

2.

Imprisonment for not more than thirty (30) days; or

Both such fine and imprisonment not to exceed subsections (a) and (b) of

this Section.

Each day that a violation continues is deemed to be a separate offense.





C. The Animal Control Officer or a law enforcement officer may take into
custody any animal, upon either private or public property, which clearly
shows evidence of cruelty to animals, as defined in subsection (a) of this
section and subsections thereto, pending further order of the Court. If the
subject animal has been impounded, a hearing shall be scheduled within ten
(10) business days from the date of impoundment to determine if the animal
shall be returned to the owner, surrendered to an animal adoption agency, or
euthanized. The owner shall be given reasonable notice of the hearing.

Section 6. This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after its
publication in the official City newspaper.

To codify the City of Coffeyville ordinances.






Item # 1-5

BACKGROUND

The adoption of ordinances is what the City of Coffeyville
uses to establish the law that governs the management of
local affairs, the conduct of persons, the use of property and
other matters where city government exercises its power.
General ordinances remain in effect until repealed by
another ordinance.  All our ordinances combined are
referred to as our code of ordinances.

The City’s Code of Ordinances was last codified (compile,
update to include amendments and include revisions) in
1965 and published in two code books. In the 1970’s,
supplements were added to the code books to keep them
updated. Since that time, the 1965 book was copied onto
8.5” x 11” paper. As new ordinances have been adopted and
amendments to existing ordinances made, the paperwork has
been inserted into two 3-inch binders.

In the 1990’s, a couple different attempts were made to
codify the ordinances without success. In 2005, the City
contracted with the League of Kansas Municipalities to do a
complete codification of the ordinances. This has been a
very slow process as they did not make it a dedicated
project.

In June, 2013, requests for proposals for codification were
solicited from companies specializing in municipal
codification. The proposals requested a base cost for
codification, the cost for supplemental service to keep the
codes updated and the cost for the codes to be placed on the
Internet.

Five proposals were received; attached is a comparison
sheet.

Richardson and | reviewed and compared the five proposals
and recommend contracting with Municipal Code
Corporation, Municode, to provide codification services and
online placement of the codes. Municode provides this
service for 43 Kansas cities including Chanute, Fort Scott,
Independence, McPherson, Pittsburg and Wichita so they
are very familiar with Kansas law.

Attached are screen shots of Chanute’s online codes. The
ability to have the City’s code available online and easily
accessible from coffeyville.com will be very beneficial for
staff as well as the general public.

The base cost for Municode’s codification services is
$10,500 plus $16 for each page over 700. The annual fee
for online services is $700.

PURPOSE Surface sealing of streets as identified in our five-year
street improvement plan for 2013 and 2014.
BACKGROUND The City Commission previously approved a plan to utilize

70% of the street improvement sales tax funds for street
preservation projects and the other 30% for street repair and
replacement projects.

Earlier this year the City Commission approved a five-year
street improvement plan. The plan included a budget for
utilizing a portion of the 70% street preservation funds for
sealing the surface of streets to stop water infiltration and
protect and preserve the condition of streets thereby slowing
or stopping deterioration of the streets.
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BACKGROUND
(continued)

City staff has researched various methods and products
available for this purpose. One of those products is Modified
Aggregate Quick Set (MAQS) available from Donelson
Construction Company, LLC of Clever, MO. After meeting
with a representative of the company to discuss specific
applications recommended for our specific streets and
reviewing information provided, City staff was very
impressed with what the products had to offer for the
estimated cost per square yard. All references contacted
had nothing but positive comments about the product and
about the company.

Four City staff members made a trip to Springfield, MO to

watch the product being applied on a street and to look at

numerous streets that were recently sealed with MAQS as
well as streets that were sealed up to 10 years ago.

The Donelson products have been used extensively by the
City of Springfield and Greene County for many years with
excellent results. The fact that the City and County public
works departments continue to budget increasing amounts
of money annually for MAQS projects indicates their
continued satisfaction with the product after many years.
We spoke directly with a county road supervisor, who spoke
very highly of the product and the company. He was very
happy with how the product had reduced his maintenance
costs on streets where it had been applied. All four City staff
members were impressed with what we saw and excited to
see what the product can do to improve Coffeyville streets.

MAQS is not a thick asphalt overlay, so it will not solve every
pavement surface problem, but it is capable of smoothing
out minor rutting, utility patches, etc. Itis a very thin
approximately %2 seal coat that contains up to %" aggregate.
It provides a seal to prevent water intrusion into the asphalt
and oxidation of the surface, while also providing a new very
hard driving surface. The fact that it is thin means it will not
cause the drainage problems that a 2” to 4” asphalt overlay
would cause.

City crews will be doing some spot repairs on some streets
prior to Donelson applying MAQS. In addition, Donelson
has a product called “Flex Scratch”, which is used on badly
alligatored areas to “glue” the street back together, followed
by the MAQS application to seal the entire street. The
estimate from Donelson includes the flex scratch preparation
where required.

The MAQS is applied by a machine which utilizes a
squeegee to smooth out the final surface. In areas with
minor unevenness the MAQS surface application will result
in a thicker application in the low spots to smooth out
variations in the street surface.
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BACKGROUND
(continued)

After application, traffic can return to the street in
approximately 20 — 40 minutes, depending on weather
conditions and thickness of application.

While it is by no means a new street, the final product is a
street that is dark black, smoother than before application,
bonded back together where needed, sealed to prevent
water and oxidation damage in the future, and that has a
new driving surface with improved tire friction characteristics.

SPECIAL NOTES

Donelson Construction Company, LLC has a patent on the
MAQS product, so this would be a sole source purchase
contract. Attached is information pertaining to the patent
and the sole source purchase.

ANALYSIS

The current balance available in the 70% street maintenance
fund is $874,167.75. The price quote from Donelson
Construction for all streets in our plan for surface seal in
2013 and 2014 combined totals $560,362.91. Our five-year
plan budget for surface sealing those same streets is
$686,418.55, so the quote is well below our budget. Since
the funding source for this project is the half cent street sales
tax, no state or federal funds, and their related restrictions,
are involved.

Donelson Construction has agreed to do a smaller project at
the same cost per square yard that they would do the large
project, as a demonstration of their product for you, if you so
desire. They have a window in their schedule in which they
could do our demonstration project within the next two
weeks. After that their schedule is tight, so they will not be
able to complete the remainder of our proposed streets until
October. Should the Commission approve the contract in its
entirety, Donelson will still be on site in two weeks to
complete what has been identified as a demonstration
project, and would then return in the fall.

The original demonstration project was Northbrook Street
and Southbend Street in Northbrook subdivision because
the current condition of those streets would be an excellent
test of the product. Because Donelson can do the
demonstration project within 2 weeks and will not be able to
get to the rest until October, staff proposes to add Ohio
Street and 3" Street to the demonstration project due to their
proximity to Community Elementary School, thereby
avoiding issues associated with doing them when school is
in session.

Co., Inc. has agreed to manufacture and distribute this aggregate on an exclusive basis to
Donelson Construction Co.

b. The gradation and combination of aggregate used by Donelson is proprietary and outside
industry standards.

c. The asphalt emulsion oil used in Donelson’s mix design is the MicroTekk® product, produced
and distributed exclusively by Road Science of Tulsa, OK. Road Science has agreed to
distribute the MicroTekk® product exclusively to Donelson Construction for use with our
unique aggregate blend.

d. The unique aggregate blend combined with the MicroTekk® product produces an asphalt mix
design with a much higher degree of performance compared to other similar products.

Claims

What is claimed is:

1. A composition for microsurfacing of pavement, said composition comprising: a polymer-modified
emulsion asphalt oil; water; cement; and crushed aggregate comprising a first portion and a second
portion, said first portion having a first L.A. abrasion resistance, said second portion having a second
L.A. abrasion resistance lower than the first L.A. abrasion resistance, said crushed aggregate
comprising a limestone aggregate, said first portion taken from a first ledge of stone and said second
portion taken from a second ledge of stone.

2. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said crushed aggregate is from at least one of the

Burlington-Keokuk limestone formation, the Elsey-Reeds Spring formation, and the Pierson
formation.

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3. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said first portion having an L.A. abrasion resistance
between about 28 and about 34 percent inclusive, said second portion having an L.A. abrasion
resistance between about 21 and about 27 percent inclusive.

4. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said first portion has an L.A. abrasion resistance
between about 30 and about 32 percent inclusive and said second portion has an L.A. abrasion

resistance between about 23 and about 25 percent inclusive.

5. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said first portion has an L.A. abrasion resistance of
about 31 percent and said second portion has an L.A. abrasion resistance of about 24 percent.

6. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said first portion is about two-thirds by weight of said
crushed aggregate and said second portion is about one-third by weight of said crushed aggregate.

7. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said first portion is about one-third by weight of said
crushed aggregate and said second portion is about two-thirds by weight of said crushed aggregate.

8. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said first portion is about one-half by weight of said
crushed aggregate and said second portion is about one-half by weight of said crushed aggregate.

9. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said first portion is between about one-third and about
two-thirds by weight of said crushed aggregate.

10. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said second portion is between about one-third and
about two-thirds by weight of said crushed aggregate.

11. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said crushed aggregate further comprises aggregate
that has been crushed utilizing an impact crusher.

12. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said crushed aggregate has a cubical shape.

13. A composition according to claim 1 wherein larger stones of said crushed aggregate is embedded
about 75 percent by smaller stones of said crushed aggregate.

14. A composition according to claim 1 wherein 100 percent of said crushed aggregate passes through
a three-eighths inch sieve.

15. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said asphalt oil comprises between about 6 and 9
percent of said composition.

16. A composition according to claim 1 further comprising a portion of sand.

17. A composition according to claim 1 wherein said aggregate has a sand equivalent value of at least
about 80 percent.

18. A method for microsurfacing a surface comprising: preparing a crushed aggregate which includes
a first portion and a second portion, the first portion having an L.A. abrasion resistance higher than
the L.A. abrasion resistance of the second portion of the crushed aggregate, the crushed aggregate
having a sand equivalent value of at least 80 percent, said crushed aggregate comprising a limestone

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aggregate, said first portion taken from a first ledge of stone and said second portion taken from a
second ledge of stone; mixing the crushed aggregate with a polymer-modified emulsion asphalt oil,
water, and cement; and applying the mixture to the surface to be microsurfaced.

19. A method according to claim 18 wherein preparing a crushed aggregate comprises preparing a
crushed aggregate from at least one of the Burlington-Keokuk limestone formation, the Elsey-Reeds
Spring formation, and the Pierson formation.

20. A method according to claim 18 wherein preparing a crushed aggregate comprises preparing a
crushed aggregate having a cubical shape.

21. A method according to claim 18 wherein said applying comprises applying the mixture at a
thickness between about 1/4 inch and about 3/8 inch inclusive.

22. A method according to claim 18 wherein said applying comprises applying the mixture at a
thickness of about 1/4 inch minus dense graded material from the mixture.

23. A method according to claim 18 wherein the first portion has an L.A. abrasion resistance between
about 28 and about 34 percent inclusive and a second portion having an L.A. abrasion resistance
between about 21 and about 27 percent inclusive.

24. A method according to claim 18 wherein the first portion has an L.A. abrasion resistance between
about 30 and 32 percent inclusive and the second portion having an L.A. abrasion resistance between
about 23 and 25 percent inclusive.

25. A method according to claim 18 wherein the first portion has an L.A. abrasion resistance of about
31 percent and the second portion has an L.A. abrasion resistance of about 24 percent.

26. A method according to claim 18 wherein the first portion is about two-thirds by weight of the
crushed aggregate and the second portion is about one-third by weight of the crushed aggregate.

27. A method according to claim 18 wherein the first portion is about one-third by weight of the
crushed aggregate and the second portion is about two-thirds by weight of the crushed aggregate.

28. A method according to claim 18 wherein the first portion is about one-half by weight of the
crushed aggregate and the second portion is about one-half by weight of the crushed aggregate.

29. A method according to claim 18 wherein the first portion is between about one-third and about
two-thirds by weight of the crushed aggregate.

30. A method according to claim 18 wherein the second portion is between about one-third and about
two-thirds by weight of the crushed aggregate.

31. A method according to claim 18 wherein preparing a crushed aggregate further comprises
crushing the aggregate utilizing an impact crusher.

32. A crushed aggregate for utilization in microsurfacing of pavement, said crushed aggregate

comprising: a first portion having a first L.A. abrasion resistance; and a second portion having a
second L.A. abrasion resistance, the first L.A. abrasion resistance being higher than the second L.A.

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abrasion resistance, said crushed aggregate comprising a limestone aggregate, said first portion taken
from a first ledge of stone and said second portion taken from a second ledge of stone.

33. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein said first portion and said second portion are
from at least one of the Burlington-Keokuk limestone formation, the Elsey-Reeds Spring formation,
and the Pierson formation.

34. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein said first portion has an L.A. abrasion
resistance between about 28 and about 34 percent inclusive and said second portion has an L.A.
abrasion resistance between about 21 and about 27 percent inclusive.

35. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein said first portion has an L.A. abrasion
resistance between about 30 and about 32 percent inclusive and said second portion has an L.A.
abrasion resistance between about 23 and about 25 percent inclusive.

36. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein said first portion has an L.A. abrasion
resistance of about 31 percent and said second portion has an L.A. abrasion resistance of about 24
percent.

37. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein said first portion is about two-thirds by weight
of said crushed aggregate and said second portion is about one-third by weight of said crushed
aggregate.

38. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein said first portion is about one-third by weight
of said crushed aggregate and said second portion is about two-thirds by weight of said crushed
aggregate.

39. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein said first portion is about one-half by weight
of said crushed aggregate and said second portion is about one-half by weight of said crushed
aggregate.

40. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein said first portion is between about one-third
and about two-thirds by weight of said crushed aggregate.

41. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein said second portion is between about one-
third and about two-thirds by weight of said crushed aggregate.

42. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein said crushed aggregate has a substantially
cubical shape.

43. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein 100 percent of said crushed aggregate passes
through a three-eighths inch sieve.

44. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein said aggregate has a sand equivalent value of
at least 80 percent.

45. A composition for microsurfacing of pavement, said composition comprising: a polymer-modified

emulsion asphalt oil; water; cement; and crushed aggregate from the Burlington-Keokuk limestone
formation, wherein the aggregate comprises a first portion and a second portion, said first portion
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having a first L.A. abrasion resistance, said second portion having a second L.A. abrasion resistance
lower than the first L.A. abrasion resistance, said first portion taken from a first ledge of stone and
said second portion taken from a second ledge of stone.

46. A composition for microsurfacing of pavement, said composition comprising: a polymer-modified
emulsion asphalt oil; water; cement; and crushed aggregate from the Elsey-Reeds Spring formation,
wherein the aggregate comprises a first portion and a second portion, said first portion having a first
L.A. abrasion resistance, said second portion having a second L.A. abrasion resistance lower than the
first L.A. abrasion resistance, said first portion taken from a first ledge of stone and said second
portion taken from a second ledge of stone.

47. A composition for microsurfacing of pavement, said composition comprising: a polymer-modified
emulsion asphalt oil; water; cement; and crushed aggregate from the Pierson formation, wherein the
aggregate comprises a first portion and a second portion, said first portion having a first L.A. abrasion
resistance, said second portion having a second L.A. abrasion resistance lower than the first L.A.
abrasion resistance, said first portion taken from a first ledge of stone and said second portion taken
from a second ledge of stone.

48. A composition according to claim 1 wherein an edge of said crushed aggregate second portion is
configured to sharpen over time to maintain a skid resistance of the pavement.

49. A method according to claim 18 further comprising preparing a crushed aggregate second portion
having an edge configured to sharpen over time to facilitate maintaining a skid resistance of the

surface.

50. A crushed aggregate according to claim 32 wherein an edge of the second portion is configured to
sharpen over time to maintain a skid resistance of the pavement.

51. A composition according to claim 45 wherein an edge of the second portion is configured to
sharpen over time to maintain a skid resistance of the pavement.

52. A composition according to claim 46 wherein an edge of the second portion is configured to
sharpen over time to maintain a skid resistance of the pavement.

53. A composition according to claim 47 wherein the an edge of second portion is configured to
sharpen over time to maintain a skid resistance of the pavement.

Description

BACKGROUND OF THE INVENTION

This invention relates generally to paved surfaces, and more specifically, to compositions and
methods for microsurfacing of paved surfaces.

One of the most versatile tools for road maintenance is microsurfacing. Microsurfacing is a polymer-

modified cold-mix paving system that can remedy a broad range of pavement problems, for example,
on streets, highways, and airfields. Similar to a slurry seal, known compositions for microsurfacing
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begin as a mixture of dense-graded aggregate, asphalt emulsion, water, and mineral fillers. While
conventional slurry seal is used around the world as an economical treatment for sealing and
extending the service life of both urban and rural roads, microsurfacing has added capabilities, due to
the use of high-quality, carefully monitored materials, including advanced polymers and other modern
additives.

Originally, microsurfacing was developed for use in thicker applications, where it could be applied in
narrow courses for wheel ruts, while not destroying the expensive road striping line. As scientists
used highly selected aggregates and bitumen, and then incorporated special polymers and emulsifiers
that allowed the product to remain stable even when applied in multi-stone thicknesses, the
microsurfacing compositions resulted. Microsurfacing now is recognized not only as the most cost-
effective way to treat the surface wheel-rutting problem, but also a variety of other road surface
problems.

Known microsurfacing compositions are made and applied to existing pavements by a specialist
machine, which carries all components, mixes them on site, and spreads the mixture onto the road
surface.

As used herein, the term "L.A.", refers to an amount of fine material dislodged from a coarse
aggregate during the impact phase of a test used to determine the abrasion resistance of the coarse
aggregate to impact in a rotating cylinder containing metallic spheres. L.A. is reported in terms of
percent loss and the test method is sometimes referred to as the Los Angeles Rattler Test.

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE INVENTION

In one aspect, a composition for microsurfacing pavement is provided. The composition comprises a
polymer-modified emulsion asphalt oil, water, cement, and crushed aggregate comprising a first
portion and a second portion. The first portion has an L.A. abrasion resistance that is higher than the
L.A. abrasion resistance of the second portion.

In another aspect, a method for microsurfacing a surface is provided. The method comprises preparing
a crushed aggregate which includes a first portion having a first L.A. abrasion resistance and a second
portion having a second L.A. abrasion resistance, mixing the crushed aggregate with a polymer-
modified emulsion asphalt oil, water, cement, and applying the mixture to the surface to be
microsurfaced. The first L.A. abrasion resistance is higher than the second L.A. abrasion resistance.
In still another aspect, a crushed aggregate for utilization in microsurfacing of pavement is provided.
The crushed aggregate comprises a first portion and a second portion. The first portion has a L.A.
abrasion resistance that is higher than the L.A. abrasion resistance of the second portion.

BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF THE DRAWINGS

FIG. 1 is a diagram illustrating microsurfacing.

FIG. 2 is a flowchart illustrating a method for microsurfacing a surface.

DETAILED DESCRIPTION OF THE INVENTION

FIG. 1 illustrates a microsurfacing application being performed by a microsurfacing machine 10.
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Machine 10 includes an aggregate bin 12 into which an aggregate 14 is placed. Machine 10 also
includes a filler bin 16 and a storage bin 18 which contains, for example, cement. A modified
emulsion asphalt oil is added from a tank (not shown), and a water/additive blend is provided from
one or more tanks (not shown) on machine 10. The emulsion asphalt oil is modified with one or both
of a polymer and a latex. An example additive is a set-control agent, which is added in such a quantity
as to produce a one hour set and does not vary more than plus or minus one percent. While referred to
herein as microsurfacing machine 10, the methods and compositions described herein are also
applicable to a slurry system which is a slower setting, non-stacking mix system that is similar to
microsurfacing machine 10.

In one embodiment, aggregate 14 is 100% Burlington-Keokuk limestone that has been crushed. The
cleanliness of aggregate 14, or lack of clay dirt particles therein, is measured by a sand equivalent
value of soils and fine aggregate test and reported in terms of percent. The higher the percentage
number, the cleaner aggregate 14. The ISSA (International Slurry Surfacing Association) is the
commonly known industry leader for microsurfacing and slurry surfacing applications throughout the
world. The ISSA has an industry minimum standard for aggregate cleanliness of 65%. Aggregate
cleanliness, or sand equivalent value, for aggregate 14 is typically above 80%. Sand is typically not
added to aggregate 14, but embodiments exist where sand is added. In one embodiment, although
sand is not added to aggregate 14, crushing of the limestone for aggregate 14 follows the gradation
detailed, and generally is considered to be "sand" since it is typically close to meeting most sand
specifications as well as the sand equivalent value of soils and fine aggregate test. In alternative
embodiments, crushed aggregate 14 is from one or more of the Burlington-Keokuk limestone
formation, the Elsey-Reeds Spring formation, and the Pierson formation.

One test method used to determine the resistance of coarse aggregate to impact in a rotating cylinder
containing metallic spheres is known as the Los Angeles Rattler Test. The amount of fine material
"lost" during the impact phase of the test from the coarse aggregate is known as L.A., and is reported
in terms of percent loss. The term, "L.A.", as used herein, is consistent with the above definition.

Metered, crushed aggregate 20 is dropped into a mill 22 where metered microsurfacing emulsion 24
from bins 16 and metered water and additive 26 from bins 18 are combined to form a microsurfacing
composition 28. Microsurfacing composition 28 is passed into full-width surfacing box 30 which
applies microsurfacing composition 28 to form surface 32.

The materials which constitute microsurfacing composition 28 are continuously and accurately
measured, and then thoroughly combined in mill 22 of microsurfacing machine 10. As machine 10
moves forward, microsurfacing composition 28 is continuously fed into full-width surfacing box 30
which spreads the width of a traffic lane in a single pass. Machine 10 can also be configured with
specially engineered "rut" boxes (not shown), which are designed to deliver the largest particles of
aggregate 14 into the deepest part of a rut in the road surface to give maximum stability in the wheel
path. Edges of microsurfacing composition 28 are automatically feathered. The new surface is
initially a dark brown color and changes to the finished black surface as the water is chemically
ejected and surface 32 cures, permitting traffic within one hour in some cases.

Continuous-load pavers (e.g. machine 10) utilize support units which bring the materials to the job
site to load machine 10 while it is microsurfacing, thus maximizing production and minimizing

transverse joints in surface 32.

In one embodiment, as described above, microsurfacing composition 28 is formed utilizing a
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polymer-modified emulsion asphalt oil, water, cement, and a chemical additive which controls a
setting time of microsurfacing composition 28. Referring to aggregate 14, in one embodiment,
aggregate 14 includes parent stone from the Burlington-Keokuk limestone formation. From the
Burlington-Keokuk limestone formation, two ledges of stone that have different hardness are
combined. The Elsey-Reeds Spring formation and the Pierson formation have similar qualities.

In one specific embodiment, aggregate 14 includes approximately 2/3 by weight stone with an L.A.
abrasion resistance between 28 and 34 percent inclusive and approximately 1/3 by weight stone with
an L.A. abrasion resistance between 21 and 27 percent inclusive. The smaller the L.A. abrasion
resistance percentage, the harder the stone. Stone with an L.A. of 24% is a comparatively hard stone.
The above described combination gives aggregate 14 stability and strength. The softer stone within
aggregate 14 (e.g., an L.A. of about 31%) is still fairly hard, but is slightly outside the recommended
ISSA spec. of 30% maximum, which allows the larger stones to continue to break off new sharp
edges over time thereby maintaining surface skid resistance over a longer period of time.

In another specific embodiment, aggregate 14 includes approximately 2/3 by weight stone with an
L.A. abrasion resistance between 30 and 32 percent inclusive and approximately 1/3 by weight stone
with an L.A. abrasion resistance between 23 and 25 percent inclusive. In still another specific
embodiment, aggregate 14 includes approximately 2/3 by weight stone with an L.A. abrasion
resistance of about 31 percent inclusive and approximately 1/3 by weight stone with an L.A. abrasion
resistance of about 24 percent inclusive.

Other embodiments exist where aggregate 14 includes about one-third by weight of crushed aggregate
having an L.A. abrasion resistance between 28 and 34 percent inclusive and approximately two-thirds
by weight stone with an L.A. abrasion resistance between 21 and 27 percent inclusive. Still another
embodiment includes one-half by weight of crushed aggregate having an L.A. abrasion resistance
between 28 and 34 percent inclusive and approximately one-half by weight stone with an L.A.
abrasion resistance between 21 and 27 percent inclusive.

Still other embodiments include an aggregate 14 having a first portion with a higher L.A. abrasion
resistance than a second portion where the first portion is between about one-third and about two-
thirds by weight of crushed aggregate 14 and the second portion is between about one-third and about
two-thirds by weight of crushed aggregate 14.

Microsurfacing composition 28 is approximately 1/4" minus dense graded material, and in a specific
embodiment, is applied at approximately one-quarter to about three-eighths inch thickness, with the
largest stones being embedded to about 75% by the smaller stones of aggregate 14. Dense graded
material describes an aggregate whose gradation generally contains, proportionally, many fines or
smaller pieces. This embedding allows the larger stones of aggregate 14 which is a portion of
microsurfacing composition 28 to stick up and provide a new skid resistance to surface 32. The
aggregate which forms a portion of microsurfacing composition 28 has a sand equivalency of over 80
which means that aggregate 14 is very clean, which helps the adhesion of the oil to the stone forming
aggregate 14, and which also helps cohesion of microsurfacing composition 28 to itself.

Virtually 100% of aggregate 14 is crushed using an impact crusher. This type of crusher is commonly
known in the industry for producing a cubical product, as opposed to compression type crushers. A
cubical aggregate in microsurfacing composition 28 provides a tighter matrix within microsurfacing
composition 28.
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In a specific embodiment, gradation (size) of aggregate 14 is maintained as illustrated in the following
table:

Utilization of microsurfacing composition 28 has yielded preliminary test results that are well above
the standards exhibited by other known microsurfacing compositions. For instance, in what is known
in the microsurfacing industry as the "Six-day Soak" wet track test, microsurfacing composition 28
showed a loss of 16 grams per square foot. International Slurry Surfacing Association guidelines
allow a loss of 75 grams per square foot. These test results illustrate that microsurfacing composition
28 has a high adhesion of the asphalt to the stone of aggregate 14 and cohesion of microsurfacing
composition 28 to itself that is well above industry norms.

In one embodiment, the asphalt oil referred to herein as a polymer-modified emulsion asphalt oil is a
natural latex modified grade CSS-1h (cationic) emulsified asphalt. The grade CSS-1h asphalt is
modified with an approved natural latex. The approved natural latex is milled into the asphalt
emulsion prior to the emulsification process. The asphaltic emulsion includes 3.0% to 5.0% natural
latex solids based on the mass of asphalt (asphalt residual) within the emulsion.

In one embodiment, the emulsified asphalt oil content of microsurfacing composition 28 is between
6.0% to 9.0% as measured by the weight (mass) of aggregate 14. The polymer-modified emulsified
asphalt oil within microsurfacing composition 28 is formulated such that when the paving mixture is
applied with the relative humidity at not more than 50% and the ambient air temperature of at least
75.degree. F. (24.degree. C.), microsurfacing composition 28 sufficiently cures so that uniformly
moving traffic can be allowed in one hour. Additional curing time may be required at locations such
as driveways, intersections and where sharp turning movements may take place or where vehicles
may accelerate sharply.

The above described embodiments of microsurfacing composition 28 provide a method for
microsurfacing a surface as illustrated in flowchart 50 of FIG. 2. First, a crushed aggregate is prepared
52 which includes a first portion having an L.A. abrasion resistance between 28 and 34 percent
inclusive and a second portion having an L.A. abrasion resistance between 21 and 27 percent
inclusive. The crushed aggregate, typically having a sand equivalent value in excess of 80 percent, is
mixed 54 with a polymer-modified emulsion asphalt oil, water, and cement. The mixture is applied 56
to the surface to be microsurfaced.

Microsurfacing begins with the selection of high-quality materials (i.e., asphalt, aggregate,
emulsifiers, water, and additives) which must pass special laboratory tests, both individually and
when combined, in order to be utilized as a microsurfacing system. To be utilized for microsurfacing,
microsurfacing composition 28 is capable of being spread in various thick cross-sections (i.e.,
wedges, ruts, scratch course), which, after initial traffic consolidation, does not further compact (i.e.
resists compaction) throughout the entire design tolerance range of bitumen content and variable
thicknesses to be encountered. Further, microsurfacing composition 28 maintains a good macro-
texture (high wet coefficient of friction) in variable thick sections throughout its service life.

Successful microsurfacing projects depend on strict adherence to technical specifications. The

resulting "mix design" (e.g. microsurfacing composition 28) and job specifications are carefully
adhered to at application, where ISSA member contractors use specialized job-calibrated equipment
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and thoroughly trained crews to maintain consistent quality control. With the preceding in mind,
microsurfacing composition 28 can be utilized successfully in quick-traffic applications as thin as 3/8
inch (9.5 mm). Further, microsurfacing composition 28 increases skid resistance, color contrast,
surface restoration, and service life to high-speed roadways. Surfaces paved with microsurfacing
composition 28 can be reopened to traffic within an hour.

As a thin, restorative surface source on urban arterials and heavy traffic intersections, microsurfacing
composition 28 can be applied without altering drainage, and there is no loss of curb reveal, which is
the exposure of the curb and gutter line of a street, typically formed by concrete. Also, microsurfacing
composition 28 can be applied to problem sections of roads or runways to eliminate hydroplaning
problems that occur during periods of rain as microsurfacing composition 28 restores the proper
surface profile and makes the area safe to use.

Because microsurfacing composition 28 can be effectively applied to most surfaces at 3/8 inches (9.5
mm) or less, more area per ton of mix is covered, resulting in cost-effective surfacing. Microsurfacing
composition 28 creates a new, stable surface that is resistant to rutting and shoving in summer and to
cracking in winter. Applied to both asphalt and concrete surfaces (usually preceded by a tack coat on
concrete), microsurfacing composition 28 can be utilized to restore a skid-resistant surface to slick
bridge decking with minimum added dead weight. Microsurfacing composition 28 can also be utilized
as a scratch (leveling) course, to be followed by a surface course, to provide transverse surface
leveling.

Because of its quick-traffic properties, microsurfacing composition 28 can be applied in a broad range
of temperature and weather conditions, effectively lengthening the paving season. Microsurfacing
composition 28 is also environmentally safe, emitting minimal pollutant amounts. When applied at
ambient temperatures, microsurfacing composition 28 has low energy requirements and its life
expectancy usually exceeds seven years.

Microsurfacing composition 28 is capable of filling wheel ruts up to 11/2 inches (38 mm) deep when
the pavement has stabilized and is not subject to plastic deformation, providing the unique ability to
solve rut problems without costly milling.

While the invention has been described in terms of various specific embodiments, those skilled in the

art will recognize that the invention can be practiced with modification within the spirit and scope of
the claims.

The photograph on the left is of a street on the Springfield City/Greene County line. The photograph on the right is a zoomed-in view of the same street
segment. In both photographs the City street is on the left and has not been treated with MAQS. The County street is on the right and was treated with
MAQS more than 7 years ago. Notice the cracking, pitting, spalling, and oxidation of the untreated street on the left, as opposed to the relatively undamaged
street that was treated with MAQS on the right. Notice that running cracks literally stop almost exactly at the county line and that the pitting and oxidation
of the surface is dramatically greater on the untreated side.

BACKGROUND

In November, 2012, voters approved a % cent sales
tax for a period of 15 years, 70% of which is
designated for use in the rehabilitation and/or
expansion of five municipally owned buildings in the
downtown area. Staff issued a Request for
Quialifications, ultimately recommending SFS
Architects for selection by the Mayor and
Commissioners in February 2013. In February 2013
the City Commission approved resolution R-13-16,
authorizing the Mayor to execute an Agreement with
SFS Architects. It was understood at that time that the
contract was for preliminary plans, along with analysis
regarding phasing, funding, and the maintenance of
operations during the construction process. SFS
completed their preliminary design work and other
tasks. This amendment would enable them to
complete final design and prepare all drawings and
documents necessary to bid the project in accordance
with their previously submitted recommended
schedule. The cost is inclusive of all design work,
including the replacement of windows. The proposed
cost was included in the total project cost estimates
that were previously provided to the Mayor and
Commission by SFS on June 11, 2013.

SPECIAL NOTES

The project is currently being coded to 520-5-350-478,
which will be reimbursed from bond proceeds once
bonds are issued to fund the renovation projects. As
bonds are not anticipated to be issued until the sales
tax revenue stream becomes available to service the
debt, no specific available balance has been
established.






ANALYSIS

Typically, design fees for new construction are in the
range of 8% to 10% of total project costs, while costs
for renovation of existing structures are usually at the
higher end of that range, and the older the building and
the more things that have to be designed around or
taken into consideration, the more complex the project
is and the higher the overall design costs are. This
project requires multiple disciplines (Architectural,
structural engineering, mechanical, electrical, and
plumbing engineering (MEP), interior design, and civil
engineering. SFS expects that between them and
PEC, there will be 8-12 people actively involved in the
design work. Additionally, they will provide services
that are not typical, including design and contractual
documents related to asbestos abatement, historic
preservation, the preparation of multiple bid packets,
and assistance to the City in submitting CDBG
applications (that could reduce our overall project
expenses by up to $400,000). Construction
Administration is not included in this phase of the
contract, in part because the City may choose to use
existing personnel on staff to provide inspection
services for certain aspects of the project, such as the
Library, Youth Activity Center, and Perkins Building.
Even if the total anticipated construction administration
costs were included in this phase, SFS Architects’
proposed compensation would still fall within an
acceptable range for design costs.

This resolution establishes the City of Coffeyville’'s
support for GRDA'’s plans for new generation assets
and the City’s opposition to any attempts by the state
of Oklahoma to seize or transfer GRDA'’s assets to
offset their budgetary shortfalls.
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BACKGROUND

Governor Fallin of Oklahoma issued an Executive
Order on July 8, 2013 to create a 15 member task
force to state-owned Grand River Dam Authority to
undertake a full and thorough study of GRDA to
recommend potential changes. The Governor will
appoint all members.

This action took place two days before the GRDA
board was to vote on pursuing new generation.

GRDA has two coal units in its generation mix that
need to be upgraded to meet new EPA requirements
by April 2016. It would be too costly to upgrade Unit #
1 so the most economical plan would be to replace it
with a natural gas fired combined cycle unit and
upgrade Unit #2 to meet the EPA requirements.

The Governor is opposed to new generation even
though all capital costs, debt and operating cost will
and has been paid by GRDA customers.

The GRDA Customer Group (which includes
Coffeyville) supports the GRDA generation plan. The
Group is concerned interruption of the present
operation would jeopardize low cost and reliable
wholesale power to GRDA customers. This could
affect our ability to provide reasonable cost power to
residential customers, businesses and industry.

GRDA is a customer-focused organization.

The GRDA board at the request of the Governor has
postponed a vote on new generation until the next
board meeting August 14, 2013.

This Resolution supports calling upon Governor Mary
Fallin to rescind Executive Order 2013-27.

A RESOLUTION TO CALL UPON OKLAHOMA GOVERNOR MARY FALLIN TO
RESCIND EXECUTIVE ORDER 2013-27.

WHEREAS, Oklahoma Governor Mary Fallin has issued Executive Order 2013-27 creating a task force
to review the operations of the Grand River Dam Authority, and

WHEREAS, that executive order asks if there are earnings at GRDA “that could be returned to the State
in lieu of tax payments,” and seeks “a system that redistributed some or all the excess revenues (of
GRDA\) back to the State,” and

WHEREAS, the executive order asks how the Grand River Dam Authority might be dismembered and
sold with the State of Oklahoma retaining the revenues there from, and

WHEREAS, the executive order asks said task force to consider splitting the water quality, water sales,
and other lake operations from the power supply program in order to consider disposal of the power
program, and

WHEREAS, the City of Coffeyville, Kansas buys approximately $35 Million per year from the Grand
River Dam Authority under a contract that runs through the year 2042, and

WHEREAS, the City of Coffeyville provides electricity not only in the State of Kansas, but also extends
its service area to provide electric service to a number of customers in the State of Oklahoma, and

WHEREAS, the assets of the Grand River Dam Authority have been paid for by the federal government
through the Works Progress Administration and other programs and/or the City of Coffeyville and 59
other cities across Oklahoma, rural electric cooperatives, and industrial customers, and not by the State of
Oklahoma, and

WHEREAS, GRDA’s affordable electric costs are an economic incentive that help to spur economic
development and create jobs for residents of Oklahoma and Kansas, and

WHEREAS, the State of Oklahoma has never had to appropriate any funds for the benefits provided by
the Grand River Dam Authority including provision of lakes and hundreds of access points to these lakes
without fee for all Oklahomans or tourists from other states, provision of flood control for Eastern
Oklahoma at no cost to taxpayers, and the provision of water supply storage for 700,000 people that is
valued at more than $6 million per month,

WHEREAS, GRDA provides investment in water quality, fish and wildlife enhancement, public safety,
lake patrols, land use management, air quality improvements, economic development and community
development, and,

WHEREAS, nearly all funds for these many benefits come from the revenues supplied by our city and
other power customers of the Grand River Dam Authority, and we oppose the State of Oklahoma
attempting to seize or transfer assets that belong to the customers of GRDA,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY COMMISSION OF THE
CITY OF COFFEYVILLE, KANSAS that the City calls upon Governor Mary Fallin to rescind
Executive Order 2013-27 and recognize that the governing board of the Grand River Dam Authority,
which includes representatives of the customers, the lake area, the legislature, and the governor herself are
well suited to recognize the needs of the customers of GRDA who reside in nearly every county of
Oklahoma and in the State of Kansas and are well suited to determine how GRDA benefits to its
stakeholders are determined.

BACKGROUND ELECTRIC:

Our current electric utility rates have been in effect since 2002.
Each rate, with the exception of the Large Power Schedule and
High Voltage Service Schedule, consists of rates with billing
tiers based on each customer’s usage. As a customer uses
more power, the kWh cost is cheaper as a result of the rate
tiers.

SPECIAL NOTES
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ANALYSIS

ELECTRIC:

In 2012, the city contracted with Jerry McKenzie, Management
of America, Inc. to review our current rate structure and
recommend any necessary changes to our existing rate
structure. Mr. McKenzie met with the commission on July 2,
2012 to discuss his Financial Forecasting Model and proposed
eliminating rate tiers in each of the applicable rate codes. By
eliminating tiers, those customers with higher usage would pay
a slightly higher rate for that additional power.

When comparing our power cost to other utilities, Coffeyville’s
rates are some of the lowest in the state. A comparison of
rates compiled by the U.S. Department of Energy is attached
to this staff report indicating there are only 13 utilities with
residential rates lower than Coffeyville.

Following Mr. McKenzie's recommendation, staff is proposing
to eliminate one rate tier from each of the applicable rate
codes. This is anticipated to generate approximately $347,000
in additional revenues for the electric utility.

A copy of each revised rate schedule has been attached for
your review.

Staff is also proposing to eliminate the General Service/Large
Power | Off-Peak Discount Rate Code 17. This code was
established for customers who agreed to interrupt electric
service upon four hours notice during summer months. By
making application to the city and agreeing to interrupt service,
those customers qualified for a discounted electric rate. We
currently have four customers on this rate code. In recent
years the rate code billing rate has been less than the cost to
produce/purchase the power. Elimination of this rate code will
generate approximately $167,000 in additional revenues for
the electric utility.

Both of these proposals have been included in the projected
and proposed budgets discussed in our budget work sessions.

WATER:

Staff recommends implementing a more aggressive waterline
replacement program within the city. In order to do so,
additional funding would be required. One potential source of
funding is an increase to the base fee of each water utility
meter. An increase of $1 per month, for instance, would
generate approximately $52,000 per year to allocate toward
additional waterline replacement projects. A smaller increase
would generate proportionately less, while a larger increase
would generate proportionately more.
